On the Road in Germany
Ok, so Germany is a powerhouse in engineering and manufacturing, right?
Just outside cities, countryside is small villages and open space/forests/agriculture
Different property rights, city building is limited
spectacular views
OK, on with the Reformation.
Augsburg – Summer of 1518
St. Anne’s Church – After posting the 95 Theses, Catholic Church in Rome charged Luther with heresy. Luther met with with the Papal Legate (typically a cardinal, representing the Pope), Cardinal Cajetan, who wanted him to submit to the Pope by recanting his position on the 95 Theses. Luther spent 3 days with Cajetan, who was unable to refute Luther’s arguments. This was a BIG DEAL! Luther returned to Wittenberg.
January of 1521 - Martin Luther was excommunicated.
Diet of Worms – April, 1521
Diet = A formal deliberative assembly.  An imperial diet was with representatives of the Holy Roman Empire (representatives of the Pope). Essentially a trial.
Worms (”Vorms”) is a city in Germany, south of Frankfurt.
Luther was asked to reject his writings, as listed in 25 books he had written. After a day of deliberation, Luther said “Unless I am convinced by the testimony of the Scriptures or by clear reason (for I do not trust either in the Pope or in councils alone, since it is well known that they have often erred and contradicted themselves), I am bound by the Scriptures I have quoted and my conscience is captive to the Word of God. I cannot and will not recant anything, since it is neither safe nor right to go against conscience. May God help me. Amen.” Quote from Wikipedia. Luther had a letter of safe conduct, from Frederick the Wise. He was taken back to Wartburg Castle  after staged kidnapping. 
Wartburg Castle – 1521 to 1522
Luther grew a beard and longer hair and became “Junker Jörg” [YUNKER YURG] (Knight George). It was here that Melanchthon urged him to translated the New Testament from Greek into “German”, which took Luther 11 weeks to complete.  Essentially the beginning of a new “High German” written language that would be readable by everyday people. It was edited by Melanchthon and others, and became known as the “Luther Bible” or the “September Bible” [published Sept, 1522].
Signing of Augsburg Confession – June, 1530   WHERE?
Primarily written by Philipp Melanchthon, contained 28 Articles, and defined the beliefs of Lutheran Churches. Based on Luther’s statements of faith, and signed by seven Lutheran princes and two imperial free cities. Attempted to define Lutheran beliefs in a way acceptable to the Roman Catholic Church.
Hartenfels Castle 1544
First Protestant Church. Dedicated by Luther.
Unusual spiral staircase
Eisleben
Luther died here on February 18, 1546, buried at Wittenberg. Luther death house, stroke, rheumatism (rheumatoid arthritis), kidney stones. Note that the original family name was “Luder”. He changed it to “Luther”, based on the Greek word “eleutheros”, meaning “free” or “freed”, to show his conversion from Catholicism to his understanding of justification through the grace of God alone.

Melanchthon died in Wittenberg of a severe cold and fever. He was also buried there.
Halle
While Luther’s body was being moved from Eisleben to Wittenberg, it spent a night in Halle, where another death mask was made. It was modified years later to hide the effect of a stroke on one eyelid. Creepy?
