This document was created with LibreOffice 3.4.3. Figure 1 shows a figure with a caption. You will notice that the figure is centered and that the caption starts under the figure, from the left margin.
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Problem: When this document is saved into a Word .doc file and this file is read again by LibreOffice, the presentation is changed. The figure is now left justified, the caption starts at the right of the figure on the same line, and the end of the caption text is unreadable. Obviously, all this shouldn't happen.
