UPPER_lower_Title test suite

Shift-F3 currently rotates through UPPER, lower, and Titlecase. However the rotation is NOT based on a specific word or held-shift key, but simply on a counter.  The next time you press Shift-F3, you will get the next rotation item, regardless of whether you switch to a different word.

With my changes, rotation is now dynamic, depending on the current status of the word.  If multiple words are selected, the rotation type is determined by the first word. Also, the cursor no longer needs to be placed inside of a word in order to work.

This works nicely for English, but do other systems using Upper/lower have different assumptions? Also, is a word always in a single node? (What causes a new node?)

blue highlight: cursor is placed BEFORE that character

red highlight: cursor is placed AFTER that character

green highlight: selected portion

· now it rotates the entire selection based on the status of "spaces".

· First Shift-F3 converts the entire selection to lower case.
