This chapter focuses on claims, arguably the most important part of a patent. A patent claim is a precision-drafted, single-sentence definition of the patent owner’s right to exclude others.
 Every U.S. utility patent must conclude with one or more claims that particularly point out and distinctly claim the subject matter which the applicant regards as his invention.
