Bible study. Do not make a text, answer a question that the text doesn't answer or is addressing.
*
Mt.7, Acts 15:5-11 and at the great white throne, are ones trying to prove their salvation by their deeds, good works, which is what fruits are, which have nothing to do with salvation, their faith was not centered on faith in Christ.

The strategy Paul used with the Galatians, He did not once question their salvation or make it more difficult by adding Lordship teaching to make them be assured or give them proof of their salvation. He simply clarified the doctrine of salvation by grace through faith (Gal 2:16-3:26).


The word “saved” in Scripture is used, ¾ or more times and does not refer to regeneration, but to salvation from illness, death, war, hunger. As Peter says save me from walking on water, and those in ship, Your faith made you well means your faith healed you. Some Books where saved is used 16 or more times, and not once dose it mean regeneration, at all, Romans, Hebrews, James.

*
From Romans 5 to Revelation 4, all those books and there writers had one of many goals, one main one was to Saints to be mature. NOT to give proof of assurance that they are saved, not even 1 John. But where there is proof to it, all of it pointed to the cross for assurance, to ones trust, faith, convinced in the promise of God and His work on the cross, when proof was given about their being Saints, NOT once was it pointed to their post salvation acts, fruits, their rewards as to their fruits for assurance. There was no motivation,


The promises of being declared just, righteous as Jesus Christ, is our assurance. Nothing more. It is not, more fruits more assurance, no fruit no assurance. Assurance has nothing to do with our own relative righteousness doing fruits, it is Jesus Christ absolute righteousness in us that the Father looks at and declares us justified, saved. Claim that, not the fruit of our lips giving thanks to His name as assurance.


Romans 10:13 is an end of tribulation call, from Joel 2:32, not at all about salvation to regeneration, Romans 10:9-10 is about saved people being saved from Gods wrath. Romans is a chronological book about the gospel, and regeneration was back in 3:21 to end of 4.

Jhn 6:28 KJV - Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the work”S” of God?

Jhn 6:29 KJV - Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent.


To  Bible study file. J. C. uses illustrations to hide, we use them to make clear! So all parables used after Jesus was rejected were to hide, not any thing that we should do outside of the bible.
2Pe 1:3 KJV - According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

2Pe 1:4 KJV - Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.

2Pe 1:5 KJV - And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge;

2Pe 1:6 KJV - And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness;

2Pe 1:7 KJV - And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity.

2Pe 1:8 KJV - For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.

MacArthur's main point is one will not “continue or, practices” sin. Says verse 4 is a practice sin. 3:4 NASB say practices sin.

62-14, 1 john 2. “the stages of spirituality”. Also #6 on my files
& Why Christian's lack assurance #62-30.


Robert Dean Galatians file #44 1 John 2 #18


I have a file, “Lordship”, on Lordship Salvation with more notes on that topic.
Lordship Salvation, wrong thoughts as to assurance.

1 john never says one is not saved, nor should we judge any of their salvation, that is a heart matter, and to hint that no fruit means no salvation, we then hold actions as a must to ones salvation. 


The Bible knows nothing of the un-biblical terms, which do cause doubts of salvation, like, make him Lord of your life, Heart belief, dead faith verses living faith, intellectual faith, head belief, a committal type of faith. Or, if one is not committed or does not have personal relationship with Christ, or is unfruitful, when used in salvation teachings, this then gives the impression or meaning, one is unsaved or never was saved because one is not totally committed, and or not fruitful, and needs to repent and believe for salvation. 


Faith is to simple to judged, or categorized, faith is of Gods Word about Christs and our faith in that, only, not fatith in our fruits for assurance. What one knows of Scripture, could be true or false teachings, but one can never judge another thoughts, faith is personal, but we can judge another's teaching, if it right as to salvation or not. If ones belief is about faith in Christ, only, and is saved, it is their private priesthood at that moment. It is only between them and God. We look at their action on how we are to treat them, as saved or unsaved, and on their teaching, if it is of the truth. Not if they are or are not saved, yet we can and should tell them their teaching is wrong on salvation, and will not get them to heaven if followed. If their teaching on salvation is right, and they believe that, yet they have no fruits, they very well could be saved and fully assured of that. To say their not is a judgment call unto condemnation, which only God could do. We treat others according to the fruit we see in them and treat them as saved if their doctrine on salvation is right. 


The teaching that assurance comes from or a results of our fruits, would cause one to focus onto self and not the cross for assurance, how could it not. Or that salvation will or must produce fruits, (that others will see) would also cause one think that Christ's work on the cross for our salvation, was also about our fruits for proof, as if faith about the cross was not enough! The work on the cross saves, that is one topic, unto good works is another topic. Therefore Christ could say believe on Him, (and no more needed or added about us), for eternal life. End of that topic. All those gospel sayings which have mandates, clauses, ifs, to them, are for and to believers to engage into learning, discipleship, growth, maturity, to produce fruits, to become a real disciple, to not be a hidden one, or to be one in chastisement. Those gospel sayings which have mandates, clauses, ifs, to them, if these are mingled with a salvation teachings and/or salvation calls, would lead one to use repentance of sin with a salvation call, and one would think these gospel mandates must be produced (after salvation) to prove something, salvation, (does show to others), and one would think these gospel mandates must be produced to give assurance.


To often it is written that our good works, which are fruits, are just that, works. And to often it is written that salvation is not by works! But by faith alone. These 2 truth are to be taken by faith, so how or why would we dare mingle them, mingle anything with the work of salvation that Christ did non the cross, seeing we are saved unto good works. And not once, of all the times the writers wrote about good works, fruits, did they ever tag assurance, or proof of salvation to them. 1Jo 5:13 KJV “These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life”. Know, Jhn 14:9 KJV - Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? Topic was not salvation in 14. Eternal life, those in hell has that, as to our English meaning.  Eternal life is a quality of life with Christ, in us. A Saint walking in darkness, not abiding, not in fellowship, does not have  Eternal life.  Eternal life in 1 John is a Saint walking in the light, abiding, in fellowship, having presently even in this life, even in troubles, pain, Eternal life! As does or did all at the moment of salvation had Eternal life, but as we all do, we fall out of it in time. And instantly can get back into Eternal life, back to fellowship, abiding, by 1 John 1:9. John, as all other writters was not trying to give readers assurance, but growth. Be mature. Every New Testament book has its own title of the mature, John is no different, John uses fellowship, abide, joy, walking in the light,  Eternal life.

During ones time of sinning, doubts do arise, but who in Scripture doubted their salvation during these times? It is not a time to doubt selfs salvation, not to doubt a gift (salvation), a promise, an unconditional love of God. That thinking would make salvation as a type of a 2 way contract, 2 way condition, and not a one way, unconditional, gift. Unconditional meaning it is all of God. During our time of sinning, we must think, laver, foot washing, Mosaic sacrifices, the Lord knocking at our hearts door, meditate on Scripture, repent, 1 John 1:9. This will bring us mentally back to where we were before sinning, back to being fruitful, not back to the point of our assurance of salvation, that is not the issue, topic. Sins were not the issue in salvation, we were not convicted of sins to get saved, once we are saved are we convicted of them. Doubts, sins, all has to do with our growth, our doing, unto good works, unto fruits, all at the time we doubted, sinned. Doubts and sins are not about our assurance of salvation. We can lose assurance of salvation, but to do so is to reverse what was done to receive this assurance, which was, believe! 2Ti 2:12 KJV - If we suffer, we shall also reign with him: if we deny him, he also will deny us, [to reign] 13 KJV - If we believe not, yet he abideth faithful: he cannot deny himself. [himself within us].


To get clear our salvation, which is His unconditional [one sided] love, gift, grace, given to us because of Christ, belief then, in our salvation, is ongoing, always a present tense, an assurance, a boastful thing that we know Him, and will not become a “believe not”! [2 Timothy 2] Then, knowing our Lords other attributes (post creation ones), will cause us to humble ourselves, to bow, to not boast of ourselves, will cause us to do righteousness, and knowing we will be like His Son, when he appears, this hope purifies us, so we may glory [N. A. S. boast], in understanding and knowing Him [but not boasting to men]. It all has to harmonize, but to put assurance as to an action, and not on the work of the cross is sand. 1 John as almost all other other books, is written to for Saints to correct a wrong,  but all wrote to guide them to grow, no one was written to be sure of their salvation. **


How unlike those in the gospels, Galatians and Acts 15: 5-11, who always questioned, thought on, and always looked at, works, fruits, actions, as to theirs and others in regards to salvation. 


Mt.7, Acts 15:5-1, Revelation 20 are at the great white throne, and are ones trying to prove their salvation by their deeds, good works, which is what fruits are, which have nothing to do with salvation. Thou many saved, need assurance thought out their spiritual life, they desire personal fruits for assurance, knowing only a saved one could do such, true, but in doing so, it replaces the hope of rewards, for assurance, sadly so. 
**their faith was not wholly on faith in Christ, they back loaded it with fruits, just as Acts 15.


2 types of tests.

The main thought on test is not to forget that there are 2 groups. Moral (outward actions, doing) and doctrinal (inward thoughts). And both may show aright outward, but only that person and the Holy Spirit will know what one believes, doctrinal, inward, unless they begin to speak on what they know. John 15.


It is useless to make Christ Lord, He is Lord of all! Saved and unsaved. To make him Lord of your life is an un-biblical phrase, and thought. We are to do, act, willfully, to his mandates, even to the point of keeping ourselves in the love of  God! Motivation to do so, must come from Biblical phrases or at correct statements, not to make Christ anything, anything that he already is.


The proof of just how far off, or apart, that Lordship salvation and easy believe-ism is, is 1 John! Major emphasis for Lordship is that almost all the test in 1 John are to prove to self one is assured of salvation, and the false is mainly pointing to Gnostic's type teaching for clarity of why written. Whereas easy believe-ism teaches, that test are not at all for salvation, statements are. And that the underlying Gnostic's teaching is there, but the truth being only taught, is then more so for today, and can prove truth and apply truth to any false teaching of our day, focusing on today, Gnostic's or Lordship, making the truth more applicable and a judge, to discern a present, daily, battle, rather than learn Gnostic's thoughts.

Proof of salvation

If one mingles at all, that work and hatting sin is proof of salvation, who then caould scan back on their life and say, I'm saved?


If works are needed for proof of salvation then we are looking for signs in our life of that!


Who would not question their salvation if being taught, or reading into 1 John that these are test for salvation. No writer ever shows a test for salvation, or questions those they write to about their salvation, from Romans onward all the writings are for and to believers. Many appeals to readers as to their salvation, therefore do not do these sins, or act like this, but never to doubt the one time act, the gospel once received, just as Paul told the Galatians. It is this type of appeal that motivates one to do good, They assume they are believers and work up from there, not to cause doubt about a one time victory!


Worse yet would be, if we do not seperate clearly this teaching, an unbeliever in a Church may believe they are saved, seeing their life is more moral than all others in their Church!


That a commitment to do good must be a part of salvation. Unconditional love hinges on ones action and not the bases of ones first commitment of faith in Christ. Its as if salvation is faith and a commitment to do good. Faith will get one saved, the commitment, wood hay stubble. It will have one looking to self, often, in regards to ones salvation, and not looking to the Rock of their salvation, their past faith in Christ. They mingle mature testing, as a salvation test, loosing sight of their personal growth unto holiness.


We are to look to other and see if they past test as to their walk, if their walk is a holiness walk, we may have fellowship with them, ( though they may not even be saved ), but there is not a holy walk, we can not judge them and saying they are not saved, but we must treat them as unsaved. 


Lordship salvation teaches that many of the test in Scripture are for self, to know one is saved, or not!! As if we could test faith, we can test what teaching we believe in, faith does come bey hearing Gods Word. Only a true teaching in salvation by faith alone in Christ alone, is one justified. Not one who believes their a God, repents and commits totally to God's will. No. its “believe”in Christ for salvation, and your saved.

Repentance

Seems those who look to self, their fruits, (fruits can be done in the flesh or the Spirit) also promote repentance needs to be a part of salvation. 

Two types, one toward our sins and another for unbelief to belief about Jesus Christ. Only saved are convicted of sins, unsaved need to and are only convicted by the Holy Spirit about their belief in who Jesus Christ is. Olny.


Many were not convicted of a sin or sins, who got saved, Jailer, Prodigal son, which these had a heart that feared.
 the Lord or their lifestyle it self had convicted them, John4, 


Sins is not even an issue in salvation, because of redeemed, propitiation, reconciliation. And faith then exercised for salvation is not so much a feeling, no more that what we use when we daily use 1 John 1:9. 


The 2 main books that clearly state themselves that they are to lead one to salvation, John and Romans. Neither use “repent” directly in them for one to do, to get saved. John does not even use the word repent. And Romans only twice! Once God repents, the other is that Gods long suffering leads us to repentance, a change of mind.


Sin issue was taken care of, the wall is taken down, for all. Redemption, reconciliation, propitiation, all 3 has been done for every member of the human race, the world, on the cross. Sins are paid for, never will an unbeliever pay for them, nor will they be brought up at rev 20. Holy Spirit does not convict an unbeliever of sins, only unbelief.


To add repentance to salvation, mingles 2 Biblical topics, confusing both. It is either repent of sins for salvation, 


Saved from? Sin? 

There will be no sin in the Millennial to be saved from. Paul's gospel track say “saved from wrath”, condemnation.

Rom 10:9  - That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.


Rom 10:13  - For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.


Salvation does not coast us everything, that is discipleship teaching from our Lord. To not look back, count the coast. 


Works do prove to others our faith.

Two did not believe by actions Peter, by questions John the Baptist, and 1 Timmothy 1:18-20, shipwreck, therefore Paul warned Timothy to do so he would not make shipwreck of his faith either. 2 Peter 1:9


Eternal life, after all “these things” so we may know we are saved! Things of our actions, our works, we are to stand on as our salvation! Or, “these things” are written for our joy may be full, 1:3. These tings are test, to know we are doing right, so we will not be ashamed.


All other books were written to Saints for rebuke, correction, so they may grow up. Why would 1 John be written for our proof of being saved, on actions, when salvation is always on faith in the Word written an Jesus Christ. We are to stand on the Word for salvation, not on our doing..Pattern of sin in our life broken, proves nothing for self as to salvation. It does prove to others, we are doing as we say, teach, but does not prove to them we are saved. And is a guide as to who we can believe that they are of us, by their actions, so we may learn from, worship with, even though they may not be saved!


All test of salvation is personal, are all on our inward part, not on our actions. 


Works proves to self that we are being perfected not that we are saved, “faith made perfect”. Works are for a perfection of our faith. Works seen by others prove, shows, ones faith, ones salvation to others, it justifying oneself to others of their faith, by the works they do. Proving our imputed righteousness that was given to us, works.


John writes to those who know, know is key that it is written to believers who know, something. And stronger is “ I have written to you, children, because you know the Father” the Father! They were not only not doubters, but were ones who knew, much, so most likely many were mature. They as we, may not of felt saved, seeing our conscience seems to always be condemning us, it knows no forgiveness or mercy, unless its seared with a hot iron, or walking aright for a long period of time, as Paul had a clear conscience. Our conscience is as the Law of God, judging us. But our will is what will hold us to our Lord, it is knowing His Word and standing on that. Only.


To hint that we need works to prove to ourselves that we are saved, is to doubt, to disbelieve God's Word. It is to begin to stand on what we do, for proof. Our works are rather to prove we are growing, Yet the other ex-stream is to say anyone who has said their saved, or they had believed, even if years ago, as a youth, are saved. John is saying, as Scripture always says, salvation is a present acknowledgement, it is to test them by their action and doctrine. And as James, I'll show you my faith by my works, and as John 15 will know them by their fruit of doctrine.


After James sited what may, or was, or will be happening in a professing Saints life, James was judging others actions. As we may see some claimed to be saved and live differently than what is taught. James then speaks to them. James wants to see their faith. In action. This is not an inward doctrinal test, it is outward test we are to see in others who claim salvation, which must be passed, if not even before doctrinal test. And still, dead faith, is not saying, judging, another that they are not saved, seeing many Saints, writers, of Scriptures would fail these test of James, at one point in their life time. Dead faith is one who has faith, saved, but in a place where no fruit is being shown, and is in chastisement, maybe even unto death. One works, if saved, will perfect, justify ones (already acquired) faith.

Jas 2:14  - What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath faith, and have not works? can faith save him?

Jas 2:15  - If a brother or sister be naked, and destitute of daily food,

Jas 2:16  - And one of you say unto them, Depart in peace, be ye warmed and filled; notwithstanding ye give them not those things which are needful to the body; what doth it profit?

Jas 2:17  - Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone.

Jas 2:18  - Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: shew me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works.

Jas 2:19  - Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.

Jas 2:20  - But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?

Jas 2:21  - Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he had offered Isaac his son upon the altar?

Jas 2:22  - Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by works was faith made perfect?

Jas 2:23  - And the scripture was fulfilled which saith, Abraham believed God, and it was imputed unto him for righteousness: and he was called the Friend of God.

Jas 2:24  - Ye see then how that by works a man is justified, and not by faith only.

Jas 2:25  - Likewise also was not Rahab the harlot justified by works, when she had received the messengers, and had sent them out another way?

Jas 2:26  - For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.

Words wrongly used, 

False thoughts about salvation in words, teachings, tagged to Lordship salvation teaching, are, must yield, submit, pledge to serve, surrender. 


As if they are for salvation only, joy, Eternal life, Abide, light.


Only committed who observe or at least practice obedient and endure till the end ones, will enter heaven.


Lordship salvation, as others, leans hard on repentance. Repent unto sins, and or unto who Jesus Christ.


Their personal assurance of salvation is based strongly on fruits, works, actions, doing, a changed life, their personal commitment to follow Christ, rather than only on the Word of God.


Not only does John never use the word repent and Romans uses it only twice, once about God repenting and the other that God's goodness leads us to repentance, (as a change of mind). Nor does 1 john use repentance, and those who teach that 1 John is for assurance, a test to know if we are saved, should find it odd that the word repent is not used, seeing it is a major topic for them in salvation, to repent from sin.

There is little assurance in L. S., it is more of a processes, which points to not only the Word but also to ones actions. Salvation and our walk are 2 seperate teachings, which should not be mingled. What is to be mingled is faith in both. One is saved and assuranced, by the Word and our faith (only) mingled with it.Which both happen in one moment in time. After that faith is used to do works, for growth, which proves to others our commitment. 


MacArthur calls those who say 3:6, 9 "can not sin"  is only in the new birth of the human spirit, (being true), which happens at salvation, these he calls hyper dispensationalist. In 1 John 3 message # 028 The Christian's Incompatibility with Sin, Pt 1, at about 30 minutes into message.
 Key thought to know John's flow of thought

No other Scriptural quotes. Is as a commentary on John 13 – 17. Many reoccurring themes, words. 

Contrast, to the ex-stream of both sides, not partially spiritual or partially out, either total in or totally out. Taking each side to its logical conclusion.


John does not spend more than one verse on others false teachings, if that (one verse) even.  John teaches truth, knowing if one knows truth, all wrong Bible Doctrine is easily detected and also corrected, therefore hearers are able to grow cause of a continual hearing of truth. Silence in Scriptures speak loudly to many books that are written today who boast about how much they know of other false teachings, and how wrong they are, boast in spending time in speaking about what others believe, why it is wrong. Dabbling is such false thoughts steals time from learning, listening, reading truth, and is why it is not seen in Scripture. But it is the way of the worlds system, to know of false, and it is effective to know others false teachings, therefore cults use such, and that is why cults are taught our teachings, so they will know how to reject it, in seeking to turn others away from the true faith, perverting the right ways. And this same principal many use in our Churches today. Very little is know or taught in all of Scripture of false teachings of others or groups, so John doesn't do it either. It is only know by way of positive affirmations against know false, which is to be our principle on defending the truth. We are told to defend, have an answer, stand, not to learn their so called ways, we will hear more than enough from contacts, let alone to read up on it or listen to a Saint speak on it.


Rev. 2 – 3 ones were commended for not learning their so called ways, their deep secrets, Mark 4:24 “take head what  you hear”, Romans 16:17 “mark them and avoid them”, Romans 12:9 'Abhor that which is evil; cleave to that which is good.”, and yet some still buy their books and learn and teach their false so we can defend our faith, sadly, as if knowing truth will not work.


John uses short statements often repeated. Was a son of thunder, willing to call down fire.


Paul gave Bible Doctrine then application, Peter warned and said remember, James said live like this, John has no prayer, praise, doxology, quotes of other writers, opening of who is writing, salutation, no use of the word repent in all the false salvation test, no hint of a Church or Elder, no personal rebukes of corrections, only one reference to a coming. Yet many major Bible doctrines alluded to.


Word usage, as in all other books, is best and first learned by giving the context first chance to a give meaning to a word, then the book, before going out of the that book to get a meaning to a word.


John was clearly writing to ones who were saved, 2:1 “little Children” and who “ knew the truth” 2:21, 5:13, understood it.


John's Major goal is stated in tho opening verses, that they are saved and know he is writing to saved to be in fellowship and joy with the one called “eternal life”. As was Apostles first goal in Acts, 2:40-41, which was lost at His assent ion, 2Co 5:16  - Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more.


Style of 1 John to Gospel of John.

7's seen in John and revelation are clear, in 1 John ar many groups of 3's.


Words in John and 1 John – abide, light, life, dwell in you, you in Him, world*, know*.


No Scriptural quotes. No big words to learn as Paul's, yet most, if not every major doctrine touch on, embedded within as John gospel had the seed bed of Church doctrine with in it, within John 13-17, which 1 John is a commentary on those chapters.


If the order of books are not inspired, then the one who put them in such order knew there was a progressing order of Bible doctrine needed, therefore the harder ones were near the end. Revelation being the test.


Proof John knew who he wrote to and that they were not only saved, but knew much of what John was saying. My little Children. John aligns himself up with them by comparing true with false. Weeding out the false by absolute truthful Bible doctrinal statements.


Seeing no personal narratives of himself or others, or even other Scriptural ones, ( Cain is mentioned), nor any rebuke to a person or group, but mainly statements, one then needs to know clearly how each statement fits in with the context, forcing it to fit before leaving 1 John to find its meaning. Knowing that context is able to stand alone, and weave though, all other doctrines very smoothly. And seeing John's major and grand theme is fellowship, joy, light and eternal life, that has to be the desire of the one reading it in order to understand it.
Different than Paul's

One is not a little spiritual, it is fully in the Spirit or fully out, as is other, most, all, topics.


God's righteouness is absolute ours is relitive.

John speaks to us, more so to our thoughts, as light, abide, love, as ones who know, understand.


Paul speaks more so logically to us, to prove doctrine, then he uses the therefore, wherefore, to be obedience to the faith by not doing a list of outward sins, and or, after a few chapters of doctrine, then to an application.


First John has no opening, ending, prayer for them, no transition of out of fellowship to in, ether out or in. No failures in his statements, it is a son of thunder ready to rain down fire on saints who are tossed in the waves of false, who's faith in not, in action, he loudly claims we know, so do, so joy may be full. Not written to prove major Bible doctrine yet touches on about all of them. Gospels has writings that force ones to think, John uses similar style, by stating facts that should be know by Saints, juxtapose to false they may of heard, as light dark, joy, abide. 


Paul's reasoning is seen in the “therefore, wherefore, according to ”,  verse after verse of narratives, building up to a statement, or a conclusion. Long themes to follow while John's are short and few yet reoccurring. No warnings of individuals or groups in John's as does Paul's, often. John goes from dark to light in the same verse whereas Paul many times takes a Chapter to do so. Paul has a grounding book, Romans, every book after that is a rebuke, correction, or encouragement relating to Romans. John expects  readers to know his gospel of John, his words and especially John 13 to 17, in order to know his short statements. Paul gives proof as other writers do also. Paul proves false by many proofs, John by faith in action, love, truth, not sin. Both ways are right, both were done by our Lord. Both were done by JOHN in 2nd and 3rd John, and strongly in Revelation chapter 2 and 3. But 1st John is very family focused. Paul writes to churches on how to, first in his gospel, Romans, a simple track of salvation 1- 8, and Israel not left out, 9 11, and growth, application 12 – 16. Johns books has a  similar layout, but more family or son-ship centered as to Paul's Church, body centered.
Fellowship

Fellowship is to know, talk, do Bible doctrine with believers, by way of confessing, abiding, loving, doctrine, “breaking of bread and prayer”, reproof, correction, in all instruction in righteousness, it is living a mature walk.

Mal 3:16  - Then they that feared the LORD spake often one to another: and the LORD hearkened, and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before him for them that feared the LORD, and that thought upon his name. 

Act 2:41  - Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls. Act 2:42  - And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.
Love

Love is always an action, based on our Biblical knowledge, correct Bible doctrine, true beliefs bring true thoughts and actions. A deeper love to God is only through knowing more Bible doctrine, not by emotions, actions, these will be there, but not the basis for love but a byproduct of love. Biblical integrity, power of the gift of the Holy Spirit's gift working through us, fruit of the Spirit is love... Not on an interior or exterior motive of or for selfs feelings.

Son was sent, is come, manifested, for following 6 reasons.
1Jo 3:5  - And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. 

1Jo 3:8  -He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil. 

1Jo 4:9  - In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him. 

1Jo 4:10  - Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 

1Jo 4:14  - And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour of the world. 
1Jo 5:20  -And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life. 
Hints, strongly, to what John may of know of false teachings.
“We lie, liar, lieth”, if we say,, all referring to a false thought, why inject that unless there was that thought, from someone.
“If we” sayers, 1 John 1:6, 8, 10. The often used “we know” is in juxtaposition to a false thought, teaching. Antichrists, are here, the deniers. As they were during that time period in all other book of our Bible.


More proof that John was having a battle about false teaching is that it is promised to us, to test us to see whether we love Him or not, Deut. 13. The battle with false doctrine is always for the Saints growth. And it is why Paul wrote all but one of his letter, to defend the truth. And one reason why John wrote again, Revelation. And why 1st 2nd  John was written, for both had strong warnings. And the general epistles all had such warnings in them, Peter said their coming, Jude said their here, James said prove ourselves that we don't act like a them as a hypocrite, a false brother.

Controversial verse and interpreters challenge, Verses & doctrines, that seem to contradict.

What do we do with God forgets sins, verse post salvation sins? 


2:2 if all sins paid for, even those in hell, why are they in hell. What does sin have to do in getting saved.


Why doesn't John teach us about the false teaching he is alluding to. Or tell us their name or title.


Does sins condemn unbelievers? John 3:18 

Tests?

Offer in Scripture must be kept in line with the whole, as salvation is offered as a gift, free, and always offered without any cost. Discipleship has a cost to it, and is almost always presented that way, costly, selling all. Like not looking back, count the cost, love more, to mingle something free is to create a contradiction.

Salvation is never lost What is lost is, joy, fellowship, peace, encouragement john 14:18-21, motivation Eph 3:17, confidence col.1:27, indwelling of Christ Rom.8:10 ; 2cor. 13:5, rev.3;20, filling of the Spirit, blessings. All these are recovered by 1 john 1:9

Acts 1:6 yet Jesus Christ did trust himself to them. Not to those in John 2. yet they were saved yet not mature


James 2 are saved. Saved to a spiritual life. Save to glory


Many unsaved live outwardly, as a spiritual life! More moral than some Saints. So outward test in not about salvation test of others, its test of if we should follow them, not avoid them. If they pass the moral test, they may fail the doctrinal test, therefore we should not follow them but avoid them, even if they love the brother.


Assurance for salvation in Lordship salvation is not based on faith alone, it is mingled with outward actions, seems they may not know they're saved till death. The test which were to be test for others as to if we accept them, and for self as to being mature, Lordship salvation teaches these test are test for personal salvation assurance. Meaning they are doubting their faith in the Word of God at the point of their salvation, sadly.


Faith + nothing as Romans 3 – 4 David .


If we are assured we made it into heaven because of what we did, or are doing, such as loving the brothers, wood hay stubble, and worse, sand.


Test are for us to test others, not self for salvation, but others to see if they do what they say they believe. So we may follow them, worship with them, but that does not prove they are truly saved. Only they and our Lord knows, their hearts. But a more sure test are the doctrinal test, what they think of the Christ being the main one.


Outward test for self are test to see if we are walking in the light, abiding, walking in the Spirit, mature.


Test are doctrinal and moral. Inward and outward, inward are for self, only. We can check fruit outward, only, of others. These are the test we need to follow in testing all those we fellowship with, are taught by, or those who push Bible thought onto us. If they pass moral test, doctrinal test, they still may be wolves in sheep clothing, we still follow Bible, that alone is our guide, our teacher, our Rock.


All other books were written to Saints for rebuke, correction, so they may grow up. Why would 1 John be written for our proof of being saved, on actions, when salvation is always on faith in the Word written on Jesus Christ. We are to stand on the Word for salvation, not on our doing. If pattern of sin in our life is broken, it proves nothing for self as to salvation. If we pass the test, it does prove to others, we are doing as we say, teach, but does not prove to them we are saved. And moral and doctrinal test are our guide as to who we can believe that they are of us, by their actions, so we may learn from, worship with, even though they still may not be saved!


All test of salvation is personal, and all are on our inward part, not on our actions. 


Test in 1 John are to prove our maturity in our walk, fellowship, love, joy, abiding. These test are juxtapose to false teachers, unsaved, immature. No different than saying Hab 2:4  - Behold, his soul which is lifted up is not upright in him: but the just shall live by his faith. Hab. the trilogy of Paul's 3 books. Or as the test given to Saints of old, Abraham years after being saved, was given a promise, believed, and his faith (which was givven him years ago) was credited! It is what the flesh finds, as to Romans 4:1-5. 


If these are salvation test in 1st  John, they should point to what John so strongly said in his gospel about salvation, which was to believe, only. Not to do, act, repent, only believe, for that is the only sin that the Holy Spirit uses to lead one to salvation, the only one sinner are convicted of, “unbelief”. 


If in reading 1 John, the belief is these are personal test to see if we be saved, and are OK with mingling salvation with our actions, then actions are proof to self, that I believe, my assurance of salvation rest in part on my actions. Yet John 15 fruits are Bible doctrine, what one believes, and 1 John is doing just that, by giving, NOT by teaching any of their false teaching, but what truth is. By John teaching truth, only, that allude to false, the armor is then timeless, good for today. John 15 is being played out in 1 John. One may get in by wearing a wrong robe, wrong Bible doctrine, but it will be spotted, but one holding onto God's promises, no matter how one feels will not only be honored, but will produce real fruit. To judge self by our own actions is unlike one knowing and trusting God by faith alone. Actions are proof to others, James 2. Actions to self is proof we have an eternal life, which is a quality of life in Christ. Eternal, those in hell have eternal life, now and forever! That is the English meaning of “eternal”. The Biblical meaning is a quality of life, a life with Jesus Christ, now, personal, by way of know Bible. ONLY.


To mingle salvation and actions Mat 13:23  - But he that received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.


One can loses light, and not abide, and yet still be saved, but in doing so the topic was not salvation but maturity. Has to be. But if one does not return back, or while one is away, left, we are to treat them as an unsaved ones, seeing one ils never able to, nor called to, judge another's salvation.


1 John is written for many reasons, one being to combat false Bible teaching, why continually have test for personal assurance of my salvation? If it is, it is then a book for the doubtful, and not for mature in combating false!


John would not leave the topic of “faith” or “believe” out, if it was about salvation, or any testings for or about salvation. Or worse yet, would not hinge ones salvation assurance on actions. Salvation does not even hinge on our feeling, let alone on what we do. Nor are we to forget 1Jo 1:8  - “If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us”. 


If salvation proof is loving the brother, is that also a salvation invitation? Love me and your saved! Change your heart and your saved! Walk in the light and your saved! Works! John goes on to say how one is to love, by actions and truth, is that now John's invitational call to salvation? If not loving brother is a sign of an unsaved, why is John teaching how to love and not how to get saved, by faith alone? 


Lordship salvation says John goes from one not loving a brother and calling it a test to prove your unsaved, and then if that be so, why would John go on to say, do this, (love), act like this, (love), is that a message to give after saying you may be lost? It has to be unto maturity or John, of all writers, would say somehow, “believe”, not act like this (love) to be saved. John was the one who's gospel is the most invitational one, which repent is never used, and believe is used 5 times more than any other book. Believe and faith as to getting saved, is never used in 1 John, but are used as statements of those he is writing to! John defines believers by what they think in his gospel, only. 

Rom 4:5  - But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness.

1Jo 5:5  - Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?

1Jo 5:10  - He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in himself: he that believeth not God hath made him a liar; because he believeth not the record that God gave of his Son.

1Jo 5:13  - These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God.


We can be saved and walk in darkness, lie, not abide,
1Jo 2:27 
2:27 But the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him. 


Anointing 33 things! Abideth in our human spirit. 


Any man teach you, if it is, than we do not need to hear other teachers, that would violates all other of the following. Has to be by faith, seeing it HAS already taught us, from what we have herd. Faith comes by hearing, without faith it is impossible to please him, how shall they hear except someone be sent, the faith once handed down, teach other faith full men who are able to teach others, go and teach all nations, 


Any man teach you, our human spirits, which properly teaches our soul. It is always to the Lord's credit, it is the God side of our learning. We speak, pray. Listener Acts 17:11


Gal. 3:1 ; 6:6. 1Jh. 4:1,6,9 ; 5:20. not I but Christ in me. Speak as unto God. Far from any chance of stating, I'm of...False teachers were, are, sent for test, deu. 13. 1thes 1:5, 2:13 As when, he that winneth souls, bear wittnes with our spirit, faith comes by hearing BD. Eph. 1:17-19 ; 3:14-21, Jer. 31:33-34. 2Pe. 1:4, Job 36:22, John 6:45, Eph. 3:17-18, mk. 3:17


It was written to well indoctrinated children, 2:20, 27.


1 Thes. 5;21 ; 1:5 ; 2:13. Gal.5:17 ; 2Tim. 2:7, 25, 26.


ALL things, is things in context, vs 2:5 to 3:24, abide is the key, clarity is vs 14's use of abide to young men. To insert all B. D. into this context of walking a pure life is a stretch and violates other uses of the word teach.

Heb 5:12  - For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.

Psa 119:99  - I have more understanding than all my teachers: for thy testimonies are my meditation.
John 5:16
Being progressive in doctrine, it has little narratives. 
Main Themes

* 
There are no moral salvation test for self. Test are of an abiding, fellowship, love, test. Unlike sermons that touch again and again on salvation, John, as ALL other writers from Romans through Revelation has their main topic on the maturity of the Saint.
*
 John again, gives more emphases on Gods Word than on what God does. 
*
 John ex-stream positions on use of word, are more-so a juxtaposition. Like, light verses dark, truth verse lie, are not saved verses unsaved but to prove from God's point of view, a Saint is being deceived and in one of these negative positions yet still saved. 
* 
Progressive Doctrine unfolds as books unfold in the layout as we have them in the 66 books. History (a lot of narratives) wisdom, prophecy, Gospels (narratives and seedbed for church doctrine), Acts (acts), Romans (established in the faith, a must to know O. T.) 1 Corinthians to Colossians, (rebukes corrections encouragements, many statements fewer narratives), Pastoral, general, (progressing doctrine must not be forgotten to grasp flow of thoughts) Revelation (being as a test, assuming one know all previous 65 books and there biblical principals of interpretations).


John is clearly speaking to mature children, not needing narratives, and assumes readers know doctrinal principles so no need to clarify thoughts, by narratives or long statements as much as other writings. Their, John's children, they know, understand, are overcomers, knows Spirit of truth.

Efficacious


Narratives to wisdom to meditation on prophecy, to Gospels, where meditation about the fulfilled and being fulfilled prophecy is seen around many narratives, then to Acts of witnessing and making disciples commandment is seen in action, to Romans explaining of salvation to maturity by statements proven by narratives. To statements in letter revealed by statements and logical establishments of the faith, and application, to general letter where fewer narratives and a more surer understanding of a word or words from previous teachings is a must. Which all proves, 1 John has logical flow of thought and themes that progress, which are not so much for those who many doubt their salvation, but to more mature, those who “know”, “understand”. Not a simple repeating of the same statements for the simple, to get saved or know they may be saved, but to ones who are press on to be mature, not to be as Hebrews 5 - 6.


So 1st John assumes one knows all principals of interpretation and that salvation is never needing to be tested by an act, doing,  knowledge, etc. but our walk, our maturity is, as is always in other books, maturity is tested. And words are understood as has been used by John, with them before, not needing narratives to prove how they fit in statements. Like know, abide, light, John mainly shows words, statements from God's point of  reasoning, Gods view, not always from man's so much. Therefore the high view of our positional standing and expected walk is to be viewed that way, from God's perspective, like light verses darkness, no gray lines nor narratives (as has been used on other books) proving them.


Doctrines always has 2 sides to them, man's and God's. Not one is fully understood, if they were, then we would need no faith in accepting them, it would then be understood by logic. A few doctrines that prove that the Bible show 2 views, Man's and God's, are election, creation, salvation! Faith must be mingled in with all doctrines. Heb 11:6  - But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.


Clearly God's view, 4:8, 16, 19, 5:4-11,  This is not odd, seeing repent is never used in John or 1 John, but believe is!
*
In 1 John, to not go astray, it is a must to know the 3 parts of salvation, trichotomy of man, principals of word usage.
*
 Reasons for writing. Are 5. 1:4 joy. 2:1 sin not. 2:21 you know truth. 2:26 those who seduce you. 5:13 eternal life. 2:12-14 is to 3 groups.
*
To discern who unsaved are, finding the wolves, to expose false believers. And to judge self, in our personal false action which hinders growth.
Assurance

Scriptural invatations

Proof of assurance do not include test, prayers, but when someone doubts, we should point them to belief as if they were not saved. For believing is an ongoing thing, not a one time and done thing.

Jhn 11:25 KJV - Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live:

Jhn 11:26 KJV - And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?


Following is only time assurance shows up in the King James version.


Lack of assurance of life when in sin, Deu 28:66 KJV - And thy life shall hang in doubt before thee; and thou shalt fear day and night, and shalt have none assurance of thy life:


Assurance when in a right relationship with God, Isa 32:17 KJV - And the work of righteousness shall be peace; and the effect of righteousness quietness and assurance for ever.


Act 17:31 KJV - Because he hath appointed a day, in the which he will judge the world in righteousness by that man whom he hath ordained; whereof he hath given assurance unto all men, in that he hath raised him from the dead.


Col 2:2 KJV - That their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in love, and unto all riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the acknowledgement of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and of Christ;


With salvation and at the moment of our salvation, 1Th 1:5 KJV - For our gospel came not unto you in word only, but also in power, and in the Holy Ghost, and in much assurance; as ye know what manner of men we were among you for your sake.


Of future things, Heb 6:11 KJV - And we desire that every one of you do shew the same diligence to the full assurance of hope unto the end:


A right relationship with God, Heb 10:22 KJV - Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.

Where should assurance be sought, in fruits or faith? Given and why lost? 

Assurance is given at the moment of true regeneration, and never need be lost, doubted. 


If one is totally persuaded, convinced, convicted, on God's promises of eternal life, rather than on what fruits is or is not being produced, assurance is there. Even knowing one is not producing fruit, and is about to be burnt, (pre-mature death of a Saint), John15, assurance is attainable. Stop, looking at fruits for assurance, stop, mingling the doctrine of fruits with the doctrine of regeneration. Fruits ARE, a work, either of the flesh which is wood hay stubble, or a work of the Spirit working through our soul to our flesh, our bodies then a living sacrifice, which first of all gives God glory, and which we will be rewarded richly for.


For sure a lack of acceptance on the topic, of salvation, and of the promise and testimony of God.


If a doubt of assurance arises, just believe what God says on the topic. It would get one way off coarse to look at one life, fruits, heart. One needs to look at their calling, election, as the Bible says.


Cause of Doubt and or a lack of Bible doctrine. We only need to know we are in fellowship with Him, to get back where we were at. Scripture doesn't spend much time on giving one proof of assurance of salvation, it speaks to us as if we are in right fellowship or to get in right fellowship, bypassing a doubtful thought, a thought of me, me, I need to know if I am saved, to a give God glory by being in fellowship with Him.


At the moment of true regeneration assurance automatic. One may have shipwreck their faith, or become a disbeliever, (Peter, John the Baptist, all those killed in 38 years of wondering in desert, pre-mature death),


No book writes to give assurance, or test for assurance, though few verses challenge believers to become fully confidence of their election, faith, as if maybe their not saved, but only just made a decision, that Jesus was God, and that their sins bothered them, or believed the witness of men about their personal decision. 1Jo 5:9 KJV - If we receive the witness of men, the witness of God is greater: for this is the witness of God which he hath testified of his Son. And not come to a fully PERSWADED mind about Him, not CONVICTED. Abraham, Paul Holy Spirit only convict unbelievers of one sin, unbelief, so a believer will never be convicted of that for assurance, but will be convicted of sin, against God, only, never of assurance.

Heb 11:1 KJV - Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.

Luk 16:31 KJV - And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though one rose from the dead.

Luk 20:6 KJV - But and if we say, Of men; all the people will stone us: for they be persuaded that John was a prophet.

Act 18:4 KJV - And he reasoned in the synagogue every sabbath, and persuaded the Jews and the Greeks.

Act 26:28 KJV - Then Agrippa said unto Paul, Almost thou persuadest me to be a Christian.

Act 28:23 KJV - And when they had appointed him a day, there came many to him into his lodging; to whom he expounded and testified the kingdom of God, persuading them concerning Jesus, both out of the law of Moses, and out of the prophets, from morning till evening.

Rom 4:21 KJV - And being fully persuaded that, what he had promised, he was able also to perform.

Rom 8:38 KJV - For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come,

Confidence 

Is to be confidence our faith that the Holy Spirit convicted us, persuaded in 


Opposite of all this is to have confidence which one then will receive a reward.



At what point will one become doubtful enough to even think that assurance is lost and to be sought? To where Hebrew 1:1 is lost? 

Heb 11:1 KJV - Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.


Hebrews strongly holds out a carrot to believers to become confidence, unto rewards. 
 Heb 3:6 KJV - But Christ as a son over his own house; whose house are we, if we hold fast the confidence and the rejoicing of the hope firm unto the end.

Heb 3:14 KJV - For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our confidence stedfast unto the end;

Heb 10:35 KJV - Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great recompence of reward.
Proof  that fruits is not our assurance

If assurance is gotten by doing fruit, lack of sin, how is one to do these 2 without assurance? Both can be done in the flesh, but both can only be done aright while walking in the Spirit, in fellowship.


Assurance is received at the moment when faith is placed on Christ, at salvation, pre-fruits.


It is not cooperating (doing fruits) with Jesus Christ for assurance in salvation. Sure, one could not do fruits if one is  not saved, but, a saved one could not do fruits when doubting salvation, only while in a right relationship, abiding in the vine, can fruits be produced. Abiding in John 15 is all about believers, not unbelievers burnt, but believers.


Why all the test is Scripture?

Not one in scripture to prove one is saved! There are statements of how one got or is saved, anything more than that and one is able to put a wrong emphases on faith in Christ. It would then mingle ones faith and works as one teaching, they are to be view as 2 different topics, teachings. Assurance is ones salvation, but when fruits are mingled, one will then look for evidences in their salvation in their fruits which is also an actions at times. Seeing then that these 2, fatih and fruits, both are to give for assurance, proof, of salvation, one then would lose a wholly convinced faith in Christ only as their assurance. How could His unconditional love for them, then be believed. 


1 tim. 

1Ti 6:12 KJV - Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a good profession before many witnesses.

Truths to run with

Faith in Christ is the only proof, test, that one is saved. All other test are toward others for us to judge or to judge our personal walk, growth or rewards. Regeneration is a gift, all other test, qualifiers, (hand to plow, endure, )


Words as eternal life, know, joy, etc., are used 2 ways, as a call to salvation, because at salvation one is in a right relationship with our Lord, though if one sins many such words then do not apply, yet salvation is not lost. Second way these word are used is to saved, brothers, to get back or continue on, in a right relationship with our Lord.




1st. John in Blue. K. J. V.
1Jo 1:1  That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we have looked upon, and our hands have handled, of the Word of life;

Luk 24:40  - And when he had thus spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet. 

Jhn 20:29  - Jesus saith unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed. 


Begging, was Jesus Christ ministry, it is that what is written, brought back up again. Not Geneses 1. John continually brings the same topic, themes, back up again and again. Creation is not one of them.


Picture get closer as to see, hear than touch! 
1Jo 1:2  (For the life was manifested, and we have seen it, and bear witness, and shew unto you that eternal life, which was with the Father, and was manifested unto us;) 

Hypostatic union. Eternal life is not salvation, but is Jesus Christ. In English thoughts eternal life is length of a time of life, which those in hell would qualify. Biblically eternal life is a quality of life for only a Saint abiding in Christ. Not just saved, for one could be carnal, in chastisement, dead while he liveth. Sinning, 


Eternal life, is Jesus Christ, is Jhn 17:3  - And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.
1Jo 1:3  That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ. 

This being written to believers who know the truth, who may not have fellowship or joy.

Jhn 17:3 KJV - And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.

2Pe 1:18  - And this voice which came from heaven we heard, when we were with him in the holy mount. 

2Pe 1:19  - We have also a more sure word of prophecy; whereunto ye do well that ye take heed, as unto a light that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in your hearts:

1Pe 1:8  - Whom having not seen, ye love; in whom, though now ye see him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of glory:

Thou the gospel of John does use “fellowship” as a title that one may get saved or is saved, because at the moment of salvation we are totally in right fellowship with our Lord, 1 John uses fellowship to believers to make shure their in it or to get back into fellowship.
1Jo 1:4  And these things write we unto you, that your joy may be full. 

Phil 2:1-2 ; 4;1, John 15:11, 1 Thes 2:20, 3 John 4

“your joy”, all other translations read “our joy”!? Jhn 15:11  - These things have I spoken unto you, that my joy might remain in you, and that your joy might be full.

Jhn 17:13 KJV - And now come I to thee; and these things I speak in the world, that they might have my joy fulfilled in themselves.

Jhn 13:17 KJV - If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them.

Jhn 16:24  - Hitherto have ye asked nothing in my name: ask, and ye shall receive, that your joy may be full.Jhn 17:3  - And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.

Act 2:41  - Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls.

Act 2:42  - And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.

His joy is not based on soulish feelings, emotions, but is as all His attribute, the same yesterday today and forever.

Heb 12:2  - Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.
1Jo 1:5  This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all. 

1Jo 1:6  If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: 

If, “if we say”, is about antichrists, (Gnosticism), “WE” in the whole of this text is about apostles and Saints. Antichrists could claim such.
1Jo 1:7  But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. 

Fellowship with one another is not each other, but with Jesus Christ, as verse 6 makes clear. If that is happening, then 7b is automatic, meaning when we are in fellowship we are then being continually cleanse. But if out of fellowship, we are not cleanse and are in chastisement.
1Jo 1:8  If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 

The holiness of God is never lowered.
1Jo 1:9  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

Recalls, Revelation 3:20, Phil. 3:13, Lev 26:40-42, Heb. 10:19-23


Confess, not repent, repent is another topic for a Saint, who is out of fellowship, and has been sinning. 1:9 is for those who are in fellowship, yet find they have sinned, and desirer to stay in fellowship and not enter chastisement, will agree with God about their sin. Repent is a change of mind of what one was doing, confess is not an ongoing sin but is one which makes one in a chastisement state, but 1;9 is foot washing, laver, which is found and confession. If not, it will turn into a sin needing to be turned from, one in which one is dead while he liveth, needing to be repented from or it will be a sin unto death.


1:9 is not a judicial, positional forgiveness as to salvation, but is of a family matter, as to our walk in the family, the body. A priesthood role, 

2Co 7:10  - For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death. 

2Co 7:11  - For behold this selfsame thing, that ye sorrowed after a godly sort, what carefulness it wrought in you, yea, what clearing of yourselves, yea, what indignation, yea, what fear, yea, what vehement desire, yea, what zeal, yea, what revenge! In all things ye have approved yourselves to be clear in this matter.


Foot washing, scape goat, laver, all sacrifices sprinkled, lev. 40:40-42, sprinkled with hysyop, morning and evening sacrifice, Passover was picture of salvation then Sinai was to and for Saints, take the log out first, Matt. 6:11-12, 

1Jo 1:10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us. 
As to verse 9, in not agreeing to the light given to us, to a sin the Holy Spirit has convicted us of. We do not agree that it is a sin.


1:5-10 is about finding truth in our inward part, our heart, our conscience. It is positional, family, truth.
1Jo 2:1  My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 

Advocate, along with the Holy Spirit as is in John's gospel, 4 times! Here only is about our Lord, he is surly see in scripture as mediator. As to Revelation 12, mainly as to Peter's faith, “fail not”
 Luke 22:31-33 Children, that is in John's writings at all times, that is who he is speaking to, saved Saints, not to get saved, or a test to see or know they or we are saved. But test or statement to stay in a mature state, fellowship, abide, eternal life.
1Jo 2:2  And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. 

Mercy seat, satisfaction, (not atonement as to appeasement), but a total satisfaction.


Satisfied Gods attributes, those that God had pre-creation, tearing down the wall between man and God. Naham 1:1, I have notes in my Bible.

It is translated mercy seat in Hebrews 9:25 and Romans 3:25

2Co 5:19  - To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation.

Rev 20:12  - And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.

Rev 20:13  - And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

Heb 2:17  - Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.

Jhn 14:21 KJV - He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him.

Jhn 14:22 KJV - Judas saith unto him, not Iscariot, Lord, how is it that thou wilt manifest thyself unto us, and not unto the world?

Jhn 14:23 KJV - Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him.

Lordship makes this a test for our personal salvation. But know is not alluding to salvation, but to “ if we keep his commandments”. Only those who keep it, know. Those Saints who do not, for a period of times, as we see all but 2 in Scripture who do not keep his commandments for a period of time, do not know during that period of time, as like Philip. Or like Adam knew his wife. Know is Scripture can and often does mean a more peresonal level of knowing. And the topic of the context is not salvation, but of a maturer walk, as above in chapter 1, fellowship, joy, darkness is not of God, so anything less than that, (NOT keeping his commandments) puts a Saint in darkness.

Jhn 14:9  - Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Shew us the Father?

Jhn 14:21  - He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him.


Salvation belief is purely personal and an absolute, and must always grounded, only, in the Word of God and our personal faith in Jesus Christ. Anything else is sand, wood hay stubble.
1Jo 2:4  He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. 

As 1:6, commandments and truth is what is found in Scripture, which is doctrine.


As the warning in 2Jo 1:8  - Look to yourselves, that we lose not those things which we have wrought, but that we receive a full reward.
1Jo 2:5  But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby N. A. S. “by this”know we that we are in him. 

Jude 21


Love is always based on knowledge, know then keep, we respond to His mind, His word, this allows us to know we are “in Him” as to a relationship, not “in Him “ as to being saved, test.

Herby, N. A. S. “by this”, meaning we keep his word. To do so 


Paul's use of “in Him” is a technical term for being saved, being saved we are in Him and not out of fellowship, not needing 1 John 1:9, yet, so Paul uses the relational term “in him”. John uses “in Him” as Jesus Christ did, “I in you and you in me” Jesus didn't need to be saved. So Paul and John us “in him” as a family title, and the goal is to “abide” as verse 6 says.

3-6 is John commentary on John14:21, 24 commandment to keep His word. Proof its not salvation

Jhn 14:20 KJV - At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you.

Jhn 14:21 KJV - He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him.

Jhn 14:22 KJV - Judas saith unto him, not Iscariot, Lord, how is it that thou wilt manifest thyself unto us, and not unto the world?

As 1:1 to 2:2 topic is to not sin, to confess if we do, 2:3 to 11 contexts is keeping His word, commandments, doing what one knows about the Bible, it is to learn, know, do, it is of ones who know more than to just not sin as 1:1 to 2:2 protrayes.
1Jo 2:6  He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked. 

As to John 15, only a believers could abide. Our Lord was speaking to those who had been with him for 3 years,to abide!
1Jo 2:7  Brethren, I write no new commandment unto you, but an old commandment which ye had from the beginning. The old commandment is the word which ye have heard from the beginning. 

1Jo 2:8  Again, a new commandment I write unto you, which thing is true in him and in you: because the darkness is past, and the true light now shineth. 
Jhn 13:34  - A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.

I t is just the opposite, because John then talks about their battle, the world then the antichrist.

2Co 4:3  - But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost:

1Jo 4:10  Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 

1Jo 4:11  Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another. 

1Jo 4:12 No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in us. 

1Jo 4:13 Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit. 

1Jo 4:14 And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour of the world. 

1Jo 4:15 Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God. 

1Jo 4:16 And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him.

1Jo 5:13These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. 
1Jo 5:14 And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 

1Jo 5:15 And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.

Pray forgive, honor, thankfulness, supplication is 2 things intersession & petition, request.

All above, then prayer, then this warning, and the worst of the above are 4:4 false prophets, 2:26-27 trying to deceive, 2:18 antichrist. If these are saved, (are), then 5:16 is in regards to them, brothers, then premature death is not unlike our Lord to do, seeing it has happen to so many in Scripture. Which all is a violation of commands that there were no sacrifices to, commands 1-3, which also was of the greatest law, and was John final warning, and Paul's to such people, 1Jo 5:21  - Little children, keep yourselves from idols. 1Co 10:14  - Wherefore, my dearly beloved, flee from idolatry. 


And premature death was also was our Lord's warnings  through John, in Revelation 2 – 3! As James 5, 1 Corinthians 10 or 11, the copper smith, Simion, Acts 2, 10, many in Old testament, millions during the 38 years in wilderness. All for our warning.

Deu 30:6  - And the LORD thy God will circumcise thine heart, and the heart of thy seed, to love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, that thou mayest live. 

Mat 22:37  -  Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 

Mat 22:38  - This is the first and great commandment. 

Mar 12:30  - And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment.
