Bugs I found when using LibreOffice Writer
There were two bugs found when I used LibreOffice Writer. 

The first one only happened in version 5.0.2 but not 4.4. It has been reported
, but not yet fixed. I'd stopped using the new version but stay with the old one. It's very annoying because it caused a CPU consumption spike where it tried to recover something doesn't exist.

The second one happened in both versions, 5.0 and 4.4. These are the steps where one can test it:

1. Type some text in Writer.

2. Insert footnote, like what's done below.

3. Then, Click on menu 'Format' → 'Page…' → 'Footnote' tab, then change 'Space to text' value to '0.5' inch, and click 'OK'.

4. Again, try to change the same setting. Once the dialog box appear, its value is '0.5' inch based on what's set just now.

5. Now, change its value to '1.0' inch and click 'OK'.

6. Then, again, click on menu 'Format' → 'Page…' → 'Footnote' tab. 

7. So, its value shown is? '1.0', which is correct. Don't change anything this time, but just click 'Cancel'.

8. Now, save this document with the extension of '.doc' or '.docx', because this error doesn't happen when saving it with the extension of '.odt'.

9. Close the document and then re-open it.

10. Then, Click on menu 'Format' → 'Page…' → 'Footnote' tab.

11. What should be the value for 'Space to text'? It should be '1.0', but it's always defaulted back '0.04' no matter what I changed and how many times I changed it.
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
