Ladies and Gentlemen:

VeriSign, Inc. ("VeriSign") provides Extended Validation Certification Authority (EV-CA) services through its Equifax Secure Certification Authority, GeoTrust Primary Certification Authority and GeoTrust Extended Validation SSL Certification Authority (referred to collectively as the “GeoTrust EV-CAs”).

We are writing at your request to confirm our understanding of your examination regarding VeriSign’s assertion that for the period July 21, 2007 through November 30, 2007, VeriSign:
· Disclosed its GeoTrust EV Certificate life cycle management practices and procedures, including its commitment to provide GeoTrust EV Certificates in conformity with the CA/Browser Forum Guidelines, and provided such services in accordance with its disclosed practices, and

· Maintained effective controls to provide reasonable assurance that:

· EV Subscriber information is properly collected, authenticated (for the registration activities performed by VeriSign) and verified, and

· The integrity of keys and EV certificates it manages is established and protected throughout their life cycles

based on the WebTrust for Certification Authorities - Extended Validation Audit Criteria ("WebTrust for CAs – EV Criteria").

We acknowledge our responsibility for establishing and maintaining effective controls, selecting the WebTrust for CAs – EV Criteria as the basis for the above assertion, determining that such criteria are appropriate for our purposes, compliance with the WebTrust for CAs – EV Criteria, and the assertion stated above.

In connection with your examination, we confirm, to the best of our knowledge and belief, we have supplied you with all significant, relevant information of which we are aware, and we confirm that we have fairly stated the assertion above.  In addition, we confirm, to the best of our knowledge and belief, the following representations made to you during your examination:
1. We have disclosed to you all known matters contradicting the above assertion and any communications from regulatory agencies affecting the above assertion or the subject matter.

2. We are not aware of any violations or possible violations of laws or regulations whose effects should be considered as to their effect on the system.

3. We have complied with all contractual agreements that would have a material effect on the assertion or subject matter.

4. There have been no breaches to the VeriSign GeoTrust EV CAs that we have not disclosed to you.

5. VeriSign's GeoTrust EV CA system processes are followed consistently and as disclosed to you.

6. Other than those changes that have been disclosed, there have been no additional changes in VeriSign's GeoTrust CA business practices disclosure and service integrity (including key and EV certificate life cycle management controls) during the period of the examination.

7. We have made available to you all records relevant to the subject matter.    

8. We subscribe to and follow the WebTrust for CAs – EV Criteria for the VeriSign GeoTrust EV CA systems under examination.

9. Our CA business practices disclosure and service integrity (including key and EV certificate life cycle management controls) are followed consistently and as disclosed to you.

10. Our CA business practices disclosures are current, accurate, complete, and have been posted on our Web site since the beginning of the reporting period.

11. We have disclosed to you all instances where the assertion described above is dependent on services or controls provided by another organization.

12. We have disclosed to you any known events subsequent to the period of the subject matter being reported on that would have a material effect on the subject matter.

13. We have disclosed to you any illegal acts, fraud
, or uncorrected errors attributable to our management or employees that may affect one or more users of the system.

We agree to maintain our system controls, practices, and disclosures; and to notify the you regarding changes affecting system processing activities (including changes in controls, practices, and disclosures; or the manner in which we achieve the above mentioned WebTrust for CAs – EV Criteria), or changes in the nature of services offered through the system.
