XE: Changing the default http port 

Oracle XE uses the embedded http listener that comes with the XML DB (XDB) to serve http requests. The default port for HTTP access is 8080.

It also supports the WebDAV protocol just as well as FTP.

You can determine the current configuration using the following commands when you connect to XE as the oracle user SYSTEM (or any other DBA):

You can change the http port and the ftp port to whatever you like (keep in mind that you need special privileges for ports < 1024 on Unix/Linux systems).

If you only want to use the database without allowing access via http or ftp then you can disable both:

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Hi all,

We faced the same problem but when we reinstalled, it worked ok.

A few things to think about when troubleshooting XE connectivity problems:

1) Listener must be up (first)
2) Database must be up
3) Listener must recognize database
4) Listener must be monitoring for APEX (Home page)
5) Port for Apex must be available (8080, the default, is also default for tomcat and others) 
6) All Oracle admin stuff must be handled by a user in the right group (ORA_DBA group in Windows, DBA in Linux). The group must have been set up using a local administrator (administrator, root) that can update the registry, create groups, and write to the disk.


I'll walk thru the steps of getting it all running in Linux - assuming successful install. Listener and database are services so use control panel appropriately. I start with database and listener down and show the various outputs

I experienced exactly the same problem. After spending 6 hours trying to follow suggestions from several forums, I read an advice to set the locale to en-us.
My locale was originally set to nl (dutch).
So i did the following (maybe not all steps are necessary):
- Un-installed OracleXE,
- restart the computer,
- set my locale to en-us,
- logoff my windows account,
- logon my windows account,
- re-installed OracleXE.

I could go directly to "Database homepage" at http://127.0.0.1:8080/apex without any other adjustments.
Later I changed my locale back to nl (dutch).
Everything works perfectly well.

I do have Apache2 installed but that just looks at 80 so there should be no conflict. I can get :631 for cups without an issue.

Come on over to the forum. Lots of people have made it work. I've found it a slam dunk when following the instructions. 

The challenge seem to include:

1) tomcat and other things like to use port 8080.

- funny thing ... I've seen a bunch of installs - people turn off the conflicting apps during the install. Then they reboot the machine and forget that the apps fire up and use the ports. 

If you can get Oracle's CLI running, the best thying to do is change the port as described in the 2 day DBA manual.

2) firewalls do wierd things to ports

- a consistent show stopper is having firewalls block the APEX ports

2a) and bad /etc/hosts (and dhcp in general) does strange things to the listener's host setting

$ORACLE_HOME/network/admin/listener.ora points to machine names. 

3) starting things in the wrong order just doesnt work

Oracle XE uses a Listener - does a similar job to inetd, but for Oracle purposes. It needs to listen on port 1521 and the APEX port (default 8080).

The database service registers itself and it's apex requirement to an listener when it's running. The listener must be up first. Funny thing about pre-reqs ...


By far the most XE install problems I've seen in Linux have come from assumptions about the network config not matching the rather simple requirements Oracle has set. 

And in Windows, 99.9% of the problems I've encountered result from using a userid that does not have full local administrator privs. Domain administrator, non-admin user simply do not have the right privileges, but people insist on using them. 
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First I get the same error with using the IP. If I change it to http://localhost:8080/apex/ it works. 

If that doesn't work try stopping the world wide web publishing service and try http://localhost:8080/apex/ again.
