Hello, 443557. (PAUSE) No. She’s just gone out, actually. You’ve just this second missed her. Can I take a message? (PAUSE) Oh, Audrey. Hello, it’s Fred here. (PAUSE) Yes, just having a day off. Had a day left over so .. (PAUSE) Oh? (PAUSE) Really? (PAUSE) No, he hasn’t been round. Sorry. (PAUSE) Bye.

Hangs up the phone. 

F/X:
doorbell chimes.

fred (cont):                   Oh, good grief. (PAUSE) 

F/X:
Opens door.

fred (cont):                  (OFF) Hello Bill. Audrey’s just been on the phone for you.

Bill:

(OFF) You didn’t tell her I was here did you?

FRED:
(OFF) Well, of course not. You weren’t.

BILL:

(OFF) Well done, old boy. Must stick together.

(OFF) What are you up to? Come in, come in.
