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Abstract

For supporting MS Office 2007, since massive jobs needs to be done to accomplish the fully Office 2007 support, we need a  principle to guide the 2007 development, now drafting the following guideline (or say Focus and Constraint) :

In Sym2.0, MS Office 2007 (OOXML) support will be continued and focus on the following area:

User Scenarios

In Sym2.0, only importing MS Office 2007 documents is supported, exporting is still not in Sym2.0 scope. All the user scenarios will be the three types document importing.

Add more objects on importing the Word(.docx), Excel(.xlsx) and PPT(.pptx) documents

1.1 Scope

    MS Office 2007 support scope in Sym2.0 will cover the following objects in MS Word, Excel and PPT OOXML file based on those objects that have been supported in Sym1.3.

1.3 MS Excel

1.4 MS PPT
Note: 

· The “Yes” in the tables above doesn't necessarily mean that the corresponding feature has been fully supported, just the  feature's basic functions are supported.

· Blue item means the there are different implementation between OO3 and Symphony or UNO API is missing.
Asynchronous loading support for OOXML file (Word, PPT)

1.5 Scope

In Sym2.0, only support the asynchronous loading for Word and PPT OOXML document, Excel OOXML document will not be supported.

Since the Office 2007 OOXML AL support is based on the AL framework in core function and other file formats, like .DOC, .PPT, .ODT, .ODP, are also based on the same framework, so Office 2007 OOXML should have the same asynchronous loading behavior scope as that.

For the scope detail, please refer to the FS for “Document Loading Performance

Note: 

· There may be some 2007 OOXML special AL issues, they will be processed specially which may cause difference on AL loading behavior with other file format.

· Since the AL framework will be migrated to Sym2.0 firstly, the issues caused by the framework migration is not in this LI scope.
