On campus, the last item pasted at the bottom was losing the $$ symbols on the Price field.

SO, here is what is going on. I teach an entry level CIS course using the Open Office Suite.

When we got to the point of building a small table with a PRICE field I had to go through and figure out what steps to follow and modified my overhead presentation with the following items.

The first paste I did just to show that we were now using different Field Types.
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The next item shows the start of the PRICE field by assigning a DECIMAL of 2 places

I then show that you have to click on the small square button after the Format Example field in the lower right of the dialog box.
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That brings up the Field Format dialog box. I used the Currency option and just accepted the default and clicked on the O.K. Button.
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That operation will place the $ symbol in the proper place in the Format Example of the Table STRUCTURE.
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When you close and Save the STRUCTURE and input the TABLE data the $ symbol appears properly.

I then finish with the Table and Close it and then do a COPY so that I can PASTE the table in Open Office WRITER so that I can PRINT the results.

This was the point where the problem showed – at least during the CAMPUS work.

When the Table PASTED the $ Symbols disappeared.

OOPS!!!!!  At home the $ Symbols copied across. This did not happen on the systems on campus.

Yes, they are all Windows systems running WIN XP operating systems and using Oo Ver. 2.0.2

Actually, while building this document I was going back and forth between WRITER, BASE, and Power Point to copy and pasted the graphics. First, I  LOST a TABLE and then I  LOST the connectivity to the database. I did manage to retrieve it by doing a COPY and PASTE of the database FILE. The copy started working again.
