Learning is the process of acquiring new information; memory refers to the persistence of learning in a state that can be revealed at a later time. So, learning happens when a memory is created or strenghtened by repetition. This need not involve the conscious attempt to learn.G 

There are three main stages in the formation and retrieval of memory:

- Encoding or registration: processing and combining of received information.K 

Encoding has two separate steps:

   - Acquisition registers input in sensory buffers and sensory analysis stages;

   - Consolidation creates a stronger representation over time.G
- Storage: creationK and maintenanceG of a permanent record of the encoded information;

- Retrieval or recall: calling back the stored information in response to some cue for use in a process or activity.K 

Memory can be defined by retention time. 

Sensory memory is the short-lived retention of sensory information, measurable in milliseconds to seconds.G 

Short-term memory, sometimes also called working memory, is the type of memory that we use for holding items in our minds for a brief period:K seconds to minutes.G Baddeley described it as “scratch-pad memory”.K 

Long-term memory is measured in days or years.G Short-term and long-term memory are parallel memory systems in which material is processed separately and simultaneously.K 
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
