...  include concern for one’s ethical well-being. 

Perhaps an apt metaphor for an ideal relationship to oneself is that of guardianship. …The guardian attends not only to her ward’s well-being, but also to his or her conduct and character: she sees to it both that s∖he fares well and that s∖he does not run amok. (Whisnant, 215)
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
