In Autonomy, Gender, Politics, Marilyn Friedman discusses at least three senses of autonomy — personal, moral and political, the first being a necessary condition for the second and third (2003).

 This amounts to a sophisticated form of empathy
 and requires both a willingness to imaginatively engage with others in order to see the world — to the extent that one can while remaining oneself — through their eyes. 
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�	 A concept which I often refer to as ‘Empathy’ to distinguish it from simpler forms.
