Scheduled tournaments:

· Croquet – knock-out tournament limited to a maximum of 16 players.

· Diplomacy – individual rounds at 1800 on Friday, 1000 on Saturday, and 1000 on Sunday. In addition to the main tournament, there is also the Diplomacy Challenge, an individual one round tournament based solely on scores in the Saturday round. This replaces the team round from previous years.

· Midnight Party – three rounds, at midnight each evening.
Other events:

· Games Stall.

· Pop Quiz – on Saturday evening.

· Second Hand Games Sale – two sessions, on Friday and Saturday.

· Treasure Hunt – on Sunday afternoon.

Please note that, for several reasons, including the need to ensure there is sufficient space, the selling of games other than via the Games Stall or the Second Hand Games Sale should not be done without permission from the ManorCon Committee (contact details below).
