Minutes of the Hymnal Committee, 14 May 2009

Opening with singing from Psalm 118 st1-4 and with prayer.

1. Minutes of 26 Feb 2009 accepted with change to Ps. 8 st.4 to be “in a separate set of staves on the facing page”.  Lydia take note.

2. Matters arising:

· LH will compile a list of songs for inclusion in an index for children (plus a list of some we may not have initially chosen).  We are heading toward having just an index for children, not a separate section.  But once we have the list we may find that we have to review this decision.

3. Correspondence:

· JR, LH, LB Subcommittee to review Mr. Snoek’s and Mr. Holtslag’s submission tomorrow.

4. Progress reports

· Copyrights: Decided to ask Sarah-K Flinn to manage these.  She can follow up the remaining projector rights for the provisional hymnal immediately.  BH to contact her.

· New administrator: EH to attend next meeting.

· Transcription and Proof reading: nothing to report

· JR and LH will decided between naught and nought.

· Lyrics batching mechanism on the wiki.  Rebekah will type them into a word document and send them to the next proofer with change tracking.  This does not need to begin immediately.

· We will number the songs by PH or BOW number and for other songs (e.g. submissions), Elrike will assign a new number, e.g. new34, new35.  

5. General

· Feedback: BH/EH will arrange to place a notice into the bulletin every year requesting feedback per the one in F in F recently.  Place one now.  Also state that all feedback will certainly be considered but we may not be able to respond to all of it.

· We will split into subcommittees to review the remaining books.  The subcommittees will make recommendations from each book.  The rest of the committee will review those recommendations and take back to a meeting only those selections that they disagree with.

· JR & LB will go through BOW

· JG will make recommendations from NPH as he is familiar with that.

· LH will go through the Trinity with someone in Bucklands beach who Rev. van Garderen will recommend.  JG will also give some trinity selections to LH.

· BH and LB will go through all the submissions.

· EH will put all the submissions into a spreadsheet with the following columns: source song number (or newXX), source column, who submitted it, a small y/n column for whether it’s chosen, and column for comments.  Ask whether EH can do at least the BOW submissions within a week or two.

· Music subcommittee:

· BH will change the layout rules to say the tune names will be in all-caps

· Change layout rule to say that 4 stanzas may also be included between the staves where the transcribers and musicians think it is best.  This will help the musician play according to the mood of the words.  [ed: cf rules of 2004-09-04 and 2006-02-11].
· We will send to the sessions a summary of PH hymn material that we have kept. [ed: LH to make this list with some additional mention of material that is quite changed].
