Right Sharing of World Resources is a program of the Religious Society of Friends (Quakers) which supports grassroots projects for economic development for women in India, Kenya and Sierra Leone through small micro credit loans for women.  RSWR also offers educational opportunities for North American Friends to explore the spiritual and practical implications of materialism and poverty.
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In February 2009, Katie Goslee visited RSWR-funded projects in southern India as a RSWR volunteer, with the purpose of learning about the work of the projects and building relationships with the organizations and individuals that engage in these income generating projects.  Along with the RSWR Proposals Coordinator and RSWR staff in India, Katie visited 20 recently funded RSWR projects.  They met with the women beneficiaries and the NGO (non governmental organization) leaders to discuss issues and concerns poor women and families face daily and the impacts of micro credit loans in helping the women to establish sustainable incomes for their families.
