® Question of coverage for someone trailering your horse to a ponyclub activity: If the person
trailering your horse non commercially is an OEF member and something happens, the
OEF provides coverage for that person up to $5000 in case of a lawsuit. If someone
trailers your horse and charges you money, check their insurance coverage. Kasia will ask
about this at the SAM.
