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Thanks for your fax regarding my sample ISK-GT. It refers from a tick salivary kininase that has many similarities to invertebrate and vertebrate angiotensin-converting enzymes, such as inhibition by captopryl and EDTA  and a MW of 95 KD. The enzyme from the cattle tick is

and it could be used to solve ambiguities from MS-FIT.





For the reasons above, and for confirmation of the protein I purified to be homologous to ACE, and due to the low amounts, I think it would be better to proceed with MSMS at this point. 
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
