Recurring Appointments 

· Bi-Weekly Recurring Appointments will be calculated starting from the day the Effective Start Date was set on the Recurring Appointment Request.
Volume fluctuations and Pure Periodicals Recurring Appointments

· For recurring appointments of pure Periodicals, FAST will monitor and notify the customers via email if the actual volume fluctuates from the expected volume. The allowable threshold is +/- 5 pallets if the recurring appointment is scheduled for 20 pallets or less or +/- 30% if the recurring appointment is scheduled for more than 20 pallets.
· If the recurring appointment is not updated, FAST may update the volume fluctuations and notify the scheduler via email of the change.
Redirections and Pure Periodicals Recurring Appointments

· For recurring appointments of pure Periodicals, FAST will monitor and notify the customer if a new redirection was created which re-directs all the Periodicals contents of the recurring appointment to a single re-direct facility.  
· If the customer doesn’t update the recurring appointment to re-direct facility, FAST will automatically re-direct the recurring appointment to the re-direct facility for approval 30 days from the end of the grace period.
