Hotel information and reservation 

US Commercial Service (USCS) and Maaze has negotiated rates at hotels in Oslo and Copenhagen. Please make the reservation directly to the call center, and use registration pass code listed below. 

Flight reservations are made individually by the US company/vendor, but kindly pay attention to the flight number from Oslo to Copenhagen. The recommended flights will ensure to arrive in time for optional welcome reception in the hotel bar.

Facilitation fee

A facilitation fee ($ 400) will be collected through an online non-refundable “participation agreement”. This covers both locations and is meant to recover some of the costs related US Department of Commerce has related to planning and arranging the event. 

Hotel facility costs
Oslo: In addition to the hotel room, Thon Hotel Opera will charge NOK 550 per person for the conference room, lunch, reception facilities and refreshments. The 11 U.S. vendors share this cost. With an estimated ceiling of 45 attendees from all sides, we expect that the cost per U.S. vendor will be approximately NOK 2250 / USD 360.

PowerNetworking format
