3 shot (1 in 1999; 2 in 2002)

4 deaths caused by other reasons (power line collision, anemic, aspiration, found starved on hack box)

2 missing—cause of death unknown

1 not yet determined (#198)

Of the 23 fatalities in AZ:

· 14 (61%) have occurred during the first year after release

· 11 (48%) have occurred during the first 6 months after release

· 6 (26%) have occurred during the first 2 months after release
