Part 1:  CAP Safety Regulations – CAPR 62-2 (Mishap Reporting and Investigation)

and GL-IN-069 Supplement

1.  CAPR 62-2

-  Policy:  prompt notification and reporting of all CAP mishaps to appropriate officials.


-  Mishap:  event(s) resulting in death, injury, or damage/loss of equipment/property.


-  Mishap classification:



-  bodily injuries:  reportable and non-reportable defined in an attachment



-  property damage (a/c in flight):  accident or incident per NTSB part 830 (an att.)






            in flight = boarding with intention of flight, until








all persons have disembarked



-  property damage (a/c on ground):  other than above



-  other:  damage/loss of equipment, no injury involved – per CAPM 67-1 (Supply Reg.)


-  Notifications required:  



-  immediate, by unit commander, to wing commander and wing safety officer



-  several other notifications (nat’l. HQ, legal counsel,…), apparently by wing



-  Flow chart (att. 5) sorts out degree of reporting required for various situations


-  Report made on CAP Form 78 (an attachment) within 48 hours – distribution per attachment 

-  a legal document, and constitutes insurance notification

-  normally ​not for member-owned vehicles (personal transportation)

-  also a/c accident reporting per NTSB 830 (brief, no reference to liability/fault)


-  Investigation:



-  none without approval of corporate legal counsel



-  ordered by wing commanders (done by individual or Board)



-  reported on CAP form 79 (an attachment)


-  Assessments for loss/damage to CAP property



-  members to $500 where negligent, higher possible where appropriate

2.  GL-IN-069 Supplement to CAPR 62-2


-  Member in charge of any activity responsible for reporting mishap to commander.


-  Commander and Safety Officer take it from there, using “red folder” in Safety  drawer.


-  Has been distributed to all unit senior members.

HANDOUT

-  anti-authority------- Don’t tell me -------------Disregards rules, regs., procedures


-  impulsivity----------Do something quickly --Acts before thinking


-  invulnerability------It won’t happen to me—Takes chances


-  macho----------------I can do it  --------------- Takes risks/chances to prove themselves


-  resignation-----------What’s the use? ---------Do nothing/leave action up to others/nice guy

       Remember, these were factors in real accidents, so they are not theory.

HANDOUT

-  anti-authority----------Follow the rules – they’re usually right.

-  impulsivity-------------Not so fast – think first.

-  resignation--------------I’m not helpless – I can make a difference.
