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CHEYENNE RIVER SIOUX TRIBE RECEIVES FEDERAL FUNDING 
USDA Rural Development Provides Funding for New Asissted Living/Nursing Home Facility 

(Eagle Butte, South Dakota – February 10, 2006)  USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen was in town today to present the Cheyenne River Sioux Tribe with a ceremonial check representing community facility direct loan funds in the amount of $4,400,000 for the construction of an assisted living/nursing home facility.  

“This facility will definitely meet a present need for assisted living services.  This facility will allow the Cheyenne River Sioux Tribe to develop an Elderly Village and its reservation based economy,” said Jensen.  

There is presently no skilled nursing or assisted living services available on the Cheyenne River Sioux Tribe.  The tribe will construct a new health care complex on the southwest edge of Eagle Butte, South Dakota, including a new Indian Health Service Hospital (IHS) which has been approved by IHS to be built in the near future, and the 60-bed skilled nursing and assisted living facility.  The facility will consist of 30 nursing units and 30 assisted living units and all necessary equipment.  The federal funding will be leveraged with other contributions for a total project cost of $9,767,971.  

“Now we can bring our elderly home to Cheyenne River. This effort has been a long time coming and there are many people to thank who helped make this Elderly Village possible. The Cheyenne River Sioux Tribe appreciates the USDA Rural Development for this funding. It will not only help our elderly but also means jobs and economic development,” said Cheyenne River Sioux Tribal Chairman Harold Frazier. 

USDA Rural Development Area Director Tim Potts and Rural Development Manager Clark Guthmiller also attended the event.  USDA Rural Development has ten offices in the state that assist rural communities.  Office locations include a state office in Huron, along with area offices in Aberdeen, Huron, Mitchell, Pierre, Rapid City, Sioux Falls, Sturgis, Watertown, and Yankton.
