HURRICANE SEASON





The hurricane season extends from June through November.  Hurricanes can cause excessive damage to vessels and loss of life.  To minimize these dangers, the following precautions should be taken by all mariners before getting underway during the hurricane season:





(a) Instruction of crew and passengers in location of emergency equipment and emergency procedures;


(b) Presailing check of vessel, machinery, and equipment for seaworthiness;


(c) Installation of strong ground tackle;


(d) Review of storm center evasion procedures;


(e) Knowledge of nearest hurricane shelter or port; and


(f) Constant radio watch on channel 16 VHF-FM and frequent monitoring of weather broadcasts.





HURRICANE INFORMATION





The civilian hurricane warning service for the North Atlantic is provided by the National Hurricane Center, Miami, Florida.  The center collates ship, aircraft, radar, and satellite data to produce and issue tropical cyclone warnings and forecasts for the North Atlantic Ocean, including the Caribbean Sea and the Gulf of Mexico.  A Tropical Cyclone Advisory message is issued every six hours, with intermediate bulletins provided as needed.





For tropical storms and hurricanes threatening to cross the coast of the U.S., coastal warnings are issued to the public so that precautionary actions, including evacuation, can be initiated to minimize damage and loss of life.  Two levels of warnings are employed:





(a) HURRICANE WATCH - a preliminary alert that a hurricane MAY threaten a specified portion of the coast.  It is issued 36 hours before landfall may occur; and





(b) HURRICANE WARNING - which indicated that hurricane conditions are EXPECTED along a specified portion of the coast.  It is issued 24 hours before landfall.  To provide additional information for maritime interests, a Marine Advisory is also issued which provides storm position forecasts for up to 72 hours in advance of a storm, and probabilities of hurricane strikes for coastal locations and offshore coordinates.





Mariners are reminded that aids to navigation, particularly lighted and unlighted buoys, may be moved from charted position, damaged, destroyed, extinguished or otherwise deemed discrepant as a result of hurricanes and storms.  Mariners should not rely solely upon the position or operation of an aid to navigation, but should also employ such other methods of determining position as may be available.





Mariners are further reminded that during the hurricane season drawbridges along the coast may deviate from normal operating procedures.  Drawbridges are authorized to remain closed upon approach of gale force winds of 34 knots or greater.  Others may be authorized to extend closed periods prior to gale force winds to facilitate evacuation of land traffic or close operations up to 8 hours before expected arrival of gale force winds.  Due to the uncertainty of hurricane movements and bridge closures, mariners are urged to seek passage through drawbridges well in advance of the arrival of gale force winds.

Changes To Limited (Up to 200 GT) Master's License Qualification Procedures





Coast Guard Headquarters has identified problems with past policy decisions as they affect the paths of advancement to certain limited Masters' licenses.  After August 1, 1996, the limited ten question partial examination will no longer be applicable for the Operator of Uninspected Passenger Vessels (OUPV) to Master 100 GT upgrade.   This policy is effective 1 August 1996.





The following policy replaces the previous guidance developed shortly after the licensing regulations were published in 1988.  Each path to obtain a limited Master near coastal license is discussed below. 





Under Title 46, Code of Federal Regulations (46 CFR), Section 10.426, the applicant must have two years of service, one year of which must have been as a Master, mate, or equivalent supervisory position while holding a license as Master, mate, or operator of uninspected passenger vessels.  Mariners following this path test with the basic examination for a license as OUPV or complete an approved course authorizing issuance of the license without testing.  They then raise the OUPV license to a limited mate's license through a 10-question, partial exam authorized by 46 CFR 10.427.  They may then progress to master (100 gt or less) after one year of supervisory service with no further examination.  Licenses for tonnages between 100 and 200 gross tons requires additional exams.  This route allows the mariner to progress to a Master's license through simple testing followed by a period of apprenticeship in a supervisory position.  It is expected that the mariner will gain the necessary knowledge to qualify for the Master's license during this apprenticeship.  Service as the operator of a pleasure vessel in leisure activities is not acceptable for meeting the service required as a Master, mate, or other supervisory position.





Under 46 CFR 10.428, an applicant may also, qualify for a master's license by providing at least two years of service in the deck department and tests with the more difficult examination for a master's license.  The sea service may include operation of a pleasure craft in leisure activities for any or all of the required service.





Changes To Limited (Up to 200 GT) Master's License Qualification Procedures (Cont.)





The regulations cited in paragraphs two and three relate to the issuance of near coastal licenses.  Similar provisions exist in 46 CFR 10.454, 10.455, and 10.456 for Great Lakes and inland routes and in Section 10.459 for river routes.  These regulations shall be interpreted as specified above for near coastal licenses.

FLORIDA-SEACOAST-BETHEL SHOAL TO JUPITER INLET-PORT EVERGLADES:   U.S. Navy Operations.





The U.S. Navy has established a simulated mine filed composed of approximately 38 moored and bottom inert units which will remain in the water for approximately two years.  Minimum case depth of the moored units is 600 feet below the surface.  The area in bounded by: 26²01'00.0"N 079²53'00.0"W, 26²05'00.0"N 079²53'00.0"W, 26²01'00.0"N 080²01'00.0"W, and 26²05'00.0"N 080²01'00.0"W.

SOUTH CAROLINA-CHARLESTON HARBOR:  Tidal Currents.





The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (CEO) is planning dredging and construction projects for Charleston Harbor in 1996-1997.  Such projects in the past in other areas have resulted in dramatic changes in the observed tidal currents of those areas.  Once dredging and/or construction operations  commence, the Tidal Current predictions for this region should be considered questionable and potentially dangerous to rely upon.  Tide predictions will also be affected but to a lesser degree.  Funding for a real time system to monitor the Tidal Currents and a resurvey of the area after COE operations begin and until such time as a real-time system is installed or a resurvey of the area conducted, the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Adminstration, National Ocean Service will be unable to provide Tidal Current predictions necessary for marine safety and navigation in this area.

FLORIDA-DRAWBRIDGES:   VHF-FM Channel Change.





Drawbridges in Florida have been encouraged by the Federal Communication Commission to use VHF-FM channel 9 for communications with vessels instead of VHF-FM channel 13.  This is helping to reduce the unsafe congestion of VHF-FM channel 13 which is intended for vessel to vessel passing information.  When using VHF-FM channel 9, all vessel operators and bridgetenders are encouraged to switch to low power for hailing or discussing bridge opening information.  This will help minimize confusion for boaters especially on waterways with a large number of drawbridges located near each other.

FLORIDA-INTRACOASTAL WATERWAY-ST AUGUSTINE:  Tidal Currents.





The U.S. Coast Guard (USCG) has reported a problem involving the Tidal Currents in the Atlantic Intracoastal Waterway (ICW) in the St. Augustine , Florida area.  The specific location is near the Bridge of Lions over the Waterway.  Numerous accidents have occured at this site due to the currents in the waterway.  There is no National Ocean Service (NOS) Tidal Current Station at or near the Bridge of Lions.  Thus,  the NOS cannot, at this time, make Tidal Current predictions for this location.  The probable cause of the accidents is loss of maneuverability (control) as a vessel passes under the bridge.  The loss of maneuverability results in the vessel striking the bridge supports.  The USCG states in part:





	"The effects of a `fair' tide on a navigating vessel is to reduce the vessel's ability to maneuver.  When a vessel is proceeding with a current (`fair' tide), less water flows across the vessel's rudders.  This condition has the effect of reducing the vessel's maneuverability for a givenspeed over ground (all other things being equal).


	The Bridge of Lions is a difficult bridge to navigate, even under ideal conditions.  This circa 1926 Bascule bridge has a horizontal clearance of only 76' verses the 90' horizonal clearance of most other bridges on this section of the ICW."





In addition, according to the U.S. Coast Pilot, Vol 4,. Chapter 12, Tidal Currents in excess of 2 knots often run at right angles to the bridge opening. The Coast Pilot advises mariners to transit the bridge at minimal Tidal Current conditions.  Real-time monitoring of the Tidal Currents or a survey to obtain Tidal Current observations upon which to base Tidal Current predictions for this location is not schuedule.  A consortium of local, state, and federal officials in conjunction with the private sector and commercial shipping interests are presently studying various options to provide accurate Tidal Current predictions necessary for marine safety and navigation at this location.

Anchorage Areas; Ashley River, Charleston, SC





The following information is an excerpt of Federal Register, Vol. 61, No. 153, Wednesday, August 7, 1996, Pages 40993 - 40994.





Agency:  Coast Guard, DOT.  Action:  Final rule.





Summary:  The Coast Guard is establishing two new anchorage areas in the Ashley River, Charleston, South Carolina.  Due to pending construction of the two 1000 ft piers at the George M. Lockwood Municipal Marina, in Charleston, the current anchorage in 33 CFR 1110.72d will not be available for anchoring recreational vessels.  The Municipal Marina has received a construction permit to build the piers from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  The new anchorages are replacing the one described in 33 CFR 110.72d.  The new anchorages are across the Ashley River from the current anchorage and though not designated as Federal anchorages, they are already widely used by recreational vessels as overflow from the current anchorages.

North Atlantic Right Whale Protection





The following information is an excerpt of Federal Register, Vol. 61, No. 153, Wednesday, August 7, 1996, Pages 41116 - 41123.





Agency:  National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS), National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), Commerce.





Action:  Proposed rule; request for comments.





Summary:  The northern Right Whale (Eubalaena glacialis) has been recognized as the world's most endangered large whale species.  Recent mortalities off the Atlantic coast of the United States place the western Atlantic population of the northern Right Whale in an even more precarious position.  Vessel interactions are identified as one of the major threats facing these whales, especially collisions with, and disturbances to whales.  NMFS proposed to prohibit all approaches within 500 yards (460 m) whether by vessel, aircraft or other means.  The proposed rule would restrict head-on approaches to northern Right Whales, would prohibit any vessel maneuver that would intercept northern Right Whale within 500 yards (460 m) and would require northern Right Whale avoidance measures under specified circumstances.  Exceptions would be provided for emergency situations and where certain authorizations are provided.
