ALCATRAZ 
Open daily. Join ranger-led 
programs, use self-guiding bro-
chures, and take an audio tour of
the cellhouse to learn about this
historic island. 

A captioned video program of
Alcatraz history is shown every
30 minutes in the museum. Tran-
scripts of the cellhouse audio tour
are available for hearing-impaired
visitors. Phone 561-4900, 9 AM to 
4 PM, for program information. 

SEAT (shuttle) transport is avail-
able for wheelchair users and visi-
tors physically unable to walk up
the quarter-mile, 12 percent-grade
hill. Children under 14 must be es-
corted by an adult; service animals
allowed.

We Hold the Rock 
In 1969, a group of Native Ameri-
cans began a highly publicized 19-
month occupation of Alcatraz
Island, marking the beginning of
the modern Indian movement by
America’s indigenous people. This
award-winning permanent exhibit
interweaves photographs, music,
video clips, and contemporary in-
terviews with former occupiers.
