The following is what is needed if your vendor wants to work out the payments electronically through the banking systems between the U.S. and <fill-in country>.

The vendor has to choose a bank in the U.S. to work with as the intermediate bank.  This bank serves the purpose of forwarding the payment from the U.S. Treasury to the vendor's bank account in <fill-in country>.
For the U.S. (Intermediate Bank) we need:

1) Name of the bank that the vendor is going to use

2) Fedwire ABA/Nine-digit Routing Transit Number

3) Bank's address

4) Point of Contact so that we can verify the Fedwire ABA number.

For the bank in <fill-in country> we need:

1) Name of the bank

2) Bank's address

3) Bank's Swift Code and IBAN number if they have one

4) The name of the account holder

5) The vendor's bank account number that the payment should be deposited into.
