Note on Arrangement of Collection.

Original order of the Smith Collection will be restored during rehousing efforts via a project entitled "Rehouse Manuscripts and Archival Maps" (PMIS no. 56728) and funded with Museum Collections Preservation and Protection monies.  Projected order of series respects the order in which Smith managed his collections primarily based upon evidence noted on his file folders and partially based upon Smith's own inventory of his manuscript collections in 1920.  Thus, for example, since Smith listed the category "Signers of the Declaration of Independence" first in his 1920 inventory, that group of manuscripts will be the first numbered series in the collection.  Smith authored an 11 volume checklist of his manuscript collection sometime before the end of 1920.  At the end of volume one there is an inventory of the collection titled "Collection Dec 10/20".  This inventory lists all of the collecting categories that he intended to measure at the time. 

What the checklist demonstrates is that Lloyd W. Smith had a program for collecting.  A typical checklist page indicates a list of individual historical or contemporary figures for whom Smith desired to collect a manuscript.  One example is the series "Signers of the Declaration of Independence."  Smith did not always acquire a manuscript for each of the individuals whom he targetted for collecting, thereby making some of his collections incomplete by his own measure.  However, the project that Smith layed out in his 1920 checklist was an extremely ambitious one, though one that he took much further than his 1920 inventory conveys.  Interestingly, the park library brochure that estimates manuscripts collected by Smith at 30,000 coincides with Smith's own estimation of about that number of manuscripts as of December, 1920.  However, Smith lived 35 more years and clearly collected manuscripts outnumbering the inventory figures for 1920.

Smith's arrangement of collection series has been reconstructed by the park archivist like a jigsaw puzzle, matching numbered file units together based upon the information that park historians documented on inventory cards during a 1955 inventory of the Smith Collection.  Park historians transcribed all of the information from Smith folders onto the 5" x 8" index cards and added their own "remarks" that further detail each file unit or subseries of the collection.  Thus, for the following unnumbered subseries:  "579. Pemberton - Portland.  LWS 740, 741, 3486, 3487.  13 mss. (1640-1680, 1788)," the number that leads off the subseries title is the Smith number, the range "Pemberton - Portland" indicates the alphabetical range of materials that are contained within that numbered subseries, and the "LWS" numbers represent the current placement of these materials within the collection, the latter of which was established in 1955 during the inventory.  For unnumbered file units, series have been reconstructed based in part upon evidence in the 1920 Smith inventory, in part upon similar file unit adjacency, and in part upon the structure of the numbered series, part of the latter of which is reproduced in the unnumbered series.  

For the manuscripts and related materials that park historians found without Smith folders, the archivist has created a "no Smith folder" unnumbered series in order that those materials are collected together without creating artifical physical adjacency with other materials that was not made by Smith.  There is a series of manuscript materials that were discovered in the Lloyd W. Smith Book Collection during park management of that collection, documented as to their original placement in printed volumes, removed from the books, and appended to the end of the Lloyd W. Smith Manuscript Collection.  Those will be maintained as a separate series at the end of the collection.

In addition, there are two other groupings of manuscript materials in the Smith Collection, only one of which will be addressed by PMIS project no. 56728.  That one is a series of 19 scrapbooks containing manuscripts collected by Smith.  These will be maintained as a scrapbook series in the collection (see below) and boxed appropriately.  Finally, there are a number of bound manuscript ledger books, day books, orderly books, account books, journals, etc. that are encoded with Smith's book coding system, which is more fully described in Special Resources Study:  Inventory Report for the Lloyd W. Smith Book Collection, October 31, 2000, authored by C. Wyatt Evans, Washington Association of New Jersey Fellow, 2000.  Bound manuscript books encoded as described by Evans will not be rehoused within the scope of this project.  Indeed, most of them already have slipcases that were created for them at some point.

Prefacing the numbered, unnumbered, no Smith folder, separated from book collection, and scrapbook series are two series which the archivist has entitled "biographical data" and "collection documentation."  The first of these was created to gather any materials regarding Smith that were not genealogically related.  The second was created to embrace dealer catalogs, correspondence that Smith held with others who sought to gain access to his collections, his 11 volume collections checklist, and some examples of his reuse of folders as his manuscript collections grew.

Finally, since finalization of the arrangement of collection series and subseries was necessary in order to accomplish physical restoration of the original order of the collection during the rehousing project, detailed collection description has not yet been undertaken but will follow the hehousing project rather than precede it.  Reestablishment of Smith's intellectual arrangement of his manuscript collection was vital to the successful accomplishment of PMIS project number 56728 since a series and subseries list provides the roadmap by which reestablishment of Smith's physical arrangement of the collection can be realized.
