Videos for use in PACE Sessions:

There are four videos for use with participants of the PACE sessions.  

PC users play these files in the Windows Media Player 9 or higher.  If not already on your computer, it can be downloaded for free at:

Mac users will need  to have Windows Media Components for Quicktime.  If not already on your computer, it can be downloaded for free at http://www.microsoft.com/windows/windowsmedia/player/wmcomponents.mspx

Captions can be turned on in Windows Media Player in two quick steps:
· Make sure menu bar is not hidden at the top left corner; if the menu bar is hidden, click on the small round button on the top left corner to unhide

· Select Play>Captions and Subtitles>On if Available
These files will be available to the public three different ways:

1)  Streamed via the internet from NHLBI's site; users just click on the link and the video will play; users need to be connected to the internet and a high-speed connection is recommended. [Glen:  streaming is not critical as long as the videos can be accessed by the other two methods, downloaded or ordered on DVD.  In an e-mail to me on 9/13/07, you wrote that you were having trouble viewing the streaming video on your Mac]

2)  To be downloadable from the NHLBI site. 
Users would need download the files; save them to their machine, and then they can play the files without being connected to the internet.  These will compressed by NHLBI (such as a zip file) for downloading, and the users would need to first extract the files and save them to their hard drive before playing them.

For each video, the user needs to download three files in a folder:  .asx, .wmv, and .smi.  the user then clicks on the .asx files to play the video. 
3)  Available by online request on DVD.  NHLBI has 2550 DVDs that they will mail to users upon request.  [No special insert is required for Mac users because they can view these videos in Windows Media Player without Quicktime]. For each video, there is a folder containing three files:  .afx, .wmv, and .smi. If using a computer, the user clicks on the .afx file to play the video.
