Duties:  The Stratton VA Medical Center (VAMC) and Albany Medical College (AMC) are recruiting for a full time cardiologist for joint appointments to both institutions.  The position requires a commitment for 40/hoursweek to include regular hours (5/8ths VA AND 3/8ths AMC.  Responsibilities include general cardiology duties to include:  performing and interpreting echocardiograms, inpatient and outpatient cardiac care, TEE and permanent pacemaker implantation qualification.  On-call nights and weekends will be required to fulfill obligation.  An Interventional Program does not currently exist, but these skills are required for the possible future development of an Interventional Cardiac Program at Albany VAMC. The candidates must be board certified/board eligible in Internal Medicine and Cardiology.  A recruitment incentive may be offered to secure a highly qualified candidate.  No malpractice insurance required and licensure in any state acceptable.  Applications from permanent residents of J-1 will be considered if there are no qualified or interested U.S. citizens.
