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Invasive Non-Native Plant Survey and Inventory
Background
The ecological and economic damage caused by non-native, invasive plants, herein referred to as "weeds", have been well documented. The impact of these species to lands managed by the Bureau of Land Management in Alaska (BLM-AK) is expected to increase. As these species increase in abundance and distribution, land health, wildlife habitat, recreation opportunities, soil stability and water quality are expected to decline. Prevention followed by early detection and rapid response are the most cost effective methods to prevent unwanted and undue degradation of BLM managed lands.
This survey and inventory is the first step to document weed abundance and determine appropriate management activities to prevent invasive plant spread on the Iditarod National Historic Trail (see map in Appendix 1). Baseline information on the presence, location, and extent of noxious and invasive weeds on BLM managed lands of the Iditarod NHT will be collected. This information will be used in the development of a weed management plan for the Iditarod NHT. 
The potential for significant weed infestations at the four BLM managed cabins and associated access and use areas - airstrips, trail and river corridors - is great due to human use and the opportunities for weed introduction.  The potential for weed introduction is greatest near cabins where users spend more time. Recently one infestation at the Rohn Cabin was detected and significant change in the vegetation was apparent within just one year.  
Scope
This project will survey for noxious and invasive plant species at the four BLM managed cabin sites and access airstrips along the Iditarod Trail.  The project will be bid in two phases. The Government reserves the right to award Phase One or Phase One and Two. The two phases are as follows:
Phase 1
Conduct surveys and inventory detected infestations, noting specific required information on the location, extent and invasive potential of priority weed species, in the high-risk areas around the cabins, air strip, and immediately adjacent trail-use areas.  Prioritize the infestations for treatment based on the species, likelihood of spread, anticipated impact and availability of effective control methods. 
The survey will identify and record the specific locations of all infestations of high priority weed species as defined in this Statement of Work (see definitions below) using Alaska Exotic Plant Information Clearinghouse (AKEPIC) and BLM standard protocols and data recording sheets (see Appendix 3 for BLM data sheet), as well as maps and photos furnished by the BLM Anchorage Field Office. Infestations (see definition below) of these species will be flagged. Contractor will also provide a prioritized list of areas needing control treatments. And, as part of the survey, contractor will provide a general description of presence and overall abundance of weeds and the habitat where weeds are detected in the survey areas. This description will be brief (no more than a paragraph or two) and will characterize the area, such as an area adjacent to the cabin or along the tree line in the vicinity of the cabin. The weeds included in this descriptive part of the survey will include information about any and all species on the AKEPIC list.
The survey will document weeds in the BLM managed cabin areas of the Iditarod NHT (see Appendix 1). Specifically this area involves:
a.
Approximately 4 acres around each of the following cabins and associated facilities (outhouses, woodsheds, and access/egress trails):  Tripod Flats, Old Woman, Bear Creek, and Rohn cabins.   Some of the cabin sites may involve less than 4 acres, some may involve more than 4 acres; however, a total of at least 16 acres is expected to be surveyed/inventoried.  Trail segments in the immediate vicinity of each cabin will be surveyed for approximately 300' in either direction, approximately 30' wide, for the cabin access routes.  This totals 2400' of trail corridor.  Exact lengths and areas will be determined by COR during project implementation.
b.
The airstrip and airstrip access trail corridor in the immediate vicinity of the Rohn cabin, approximately 30 additional acres.
Data collection will be done on foot, with access to cabins by aircraft. Bidders are asked to submit bids that detail costs for each of the two phases. 
Locations of all weed infestations will be collected as point data. File format: ESRI Arc Info Coverage; Coordinate System: Geographic AK NAD 83; Metadata: FGDC-compliant.
Phase 2
The survey in Phase 2 will expand the work of Phase 1 to the BLM managed trail sections of the Iditarod NHT.  Prioritize infestations found for treatment.  See attached description of BLM managed land for Iditarod NHT (Appendix 1).  It will identify and record information about noxious and invasive weeds at a series of fixed points along the Iditarod NHT corridor, using Alaska Exotic Plant Information Clearinghouse (AKEPIC) and BLM protocols and data recording sheets, as well as maps furnished by the BLM Anchorage Field Office. The contractor will develop a protocol for the Phase 2 survey with BLM.  A possible survey strategy includes stratified random sampling using transects along the trail corridor.  Frequency will be determined during protocol development.
Field Work

Field work may be conducted anytime during the growing season from time of the award until August 15, 2009. The draft final report is due October 15, 2009, and the edited final report is due November 30, 2009.

Contract field personnel may be accompanied by 1 or 2 BLM employees.  Contactor will work cooperatively with the BLM employees to inform them on procedures used for weed survey and inventory, identification, likely introduction cause, and recommendations.  Contractor must use OAS carded aircraft to comply with BLM aviation safety requirements.  Scheduling field work must be done in collaboration with the BLM COR for this project.

Surveys shall be made by accessing areas with aircraft (likely helicopter and possibly fixed wing) then walking the areas around the cabins, associated facilities and airstrip, access trail corridors on BLM managed lands associated with the Iditarod NHT.  
Documentation

Contractor shall provide a timetable for when field work for each phase is likely to occur during the field work window.  This timeframe and schedule must be acceptable to the BLM representative serving as Contracting Officer Representative for the project.

When infestations of high priority weed species (see list Appendix 2) are found, an invasive plant survey and inventory field data form (Appendix 3) must be completed at the site. The location of the weed infestations present, as well as survey routes traveled , shall be recorded on the aerial photo map provided with permanent . Any site visited in Phase 1 and 2 will be documented using an invasive plant survey and inventory field data form.

Contractor shall take note of the presence and relative abundance of other weed species (i.e., those not included in Appendix 2) along the survey routes and include a qualitative description of their presence and abundance in the summary report (see below). 
"
When infestations of high priority weed species are found the site shall be flagged with flagging provided by the COR. Flagging shall be labeled, identifying weed species found, location (lat/long coordinate system), surveyor's initials, date, and extent.

The Contractor shall review and edit all forms and maps prior to submitting to the COR to ensure that all required fields are properly filled out and all information submitted is accurate and legible.

Data will be collected via Trimble GPS per BLM standards. The Contractor shall enter data into the AKEPIC and BLM databases (if they are different databases) within 3 months of data collection.  AKEPIC uses NAD 27 coordinates and BLM uses NAD 83 coordinates.

A final summary report shall be required for each phase that gives a synopsis of the contract work and resultant findings. The final summary report will be comparable to: Campbell Tract Weed Inventory Invasive Non-Native Plant Survey 2006, Carlson, Lapina, Cortés-Burns, Alaska Natural Heritage Program (sample provided by BLM).  This report shall include a description of the survey areas, a description of the survey methods, and the results of the inventory. The inventory results shall begin with a general description of weeds in the inventory area. The survey report must also identify and briefly describe any infestations of high concern that includes the concerns associated with each one. 1)  Under the SCA at section 8(b), this wage determination does not apply to any
employee who individually qualifies as a bona fide executive, administrative, or
professional employee as defined in 29 C.F.R. Part 541.  Because most Computer
System Analysts and Computer Programmers who are compensated at a rate not less than
$27.63 (or on a salary or fee basis at a rate not less than $455 per week) an hour
would likely qualify as exempt computer professionals, (29 C.F.R. 541.400) wage
rates may not be listed on this wage determination for all occupations within those
job families.  In addition, because this wage determination may not list a wage rate
for some or all occupations within those job families if the survey data indicates
that the prevailing wage rate for the occupation equals or exceeds $27.63 per hour
conformances may be necessary for certain nonexempt employees.  For example, if an
individual employee is nonexempt but nevertheless performs duties within the scope

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you
work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential
and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.
 If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your
regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday
premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime
(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered
overtime work).
HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees
employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or
in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This
includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive
ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder
and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or
explosives.  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance
operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All
operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.
A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that
represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to
ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials
which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the
employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the
like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.
All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and
incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials
are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for
ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.
** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **
If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract
(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or
local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by
laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an
employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage
determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the
following standards as compliance:
The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an
adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual
cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made
the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to
this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining
agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary
affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning
and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in
those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear"
materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do
not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial
laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms
of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work,
there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form
1444 (SF 1444)}
Conformance Process:
The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is
not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to
be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage
determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable
relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted
classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such
conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the
fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by
the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)
of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall
be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}
When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444
should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be
conformed.
The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:
1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed
occupation) and computes a proposed rate).
2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order
proposed classification title), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each
proposed classification), job description), and rationale for proposed wage
rate), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the
authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized
representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the
contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees
performs any contract work.
3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report
of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent
information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage
and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,
for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).
4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or
disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or
notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process
the request.
5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.
6) The contractor informs the affected employees.
Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.
When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of
Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure
that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the
wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that
determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.
Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide
classifications listed in the wage determination.
