Special Hurricane Ike Toy Drive:

We ask everyone attending to voluntarily bring a new, unwrapped gift to the Convention Center to help bring a little extra joy in a child’s life this holiday season. Items to bring with you:

· Barcoded ticket for each person attending the Celebration.  

It is NOT necessary to have your name on your barcoded ticket.  HOWEVER, it is a good idea in case there are any discrepancies when entering the Celebration.  If you wish to change the name on your ticket, email peter.j.noto@nasa.gov by Wednesday, November 19th at 12 p.m. with your transaction number, the name that is on your ticket now, and the new name that you want to appear on your ticket. Peter will send you a confirmation email that will allow you to print your revised tickets. 

· If you have misplaced your barcoded ticket and can not find your confirmation email from orders@acteva.com, then email peter.j.noto@nasa.gov with your information by 12 p.m. on Wednesday, November 19th. 

· Cash for the cash bar. One bar in each room will accept credit cards.

· Photo ID for the cash bars just in case you look under 30.

· You may bring a camera for still photos, but video and audio recorders are NOT allowed. 

Directions & Map:

1. Take I-45 South

2. Take exit 1A toward 61st Street

3. Merge onto Broadway St. 

4. Turn right at 61st Street

5. Turn left at Seawall Boulevard

6. Continue to follow Seawall Boulevard. Destination will be on the left. 
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Where to park:
· Due to the limited parking in the Convention Center garage, we are limiting parking here to handicap (with your handicap placard) or have at least 4 people in your vehicle 

· Alternative Parking is located at the Hilton and San Luis hotels, Kroger and Moody Methodist Church.  Free Shuttles will run continuously throughout the evening to these parking lots.

· Please use safety and common sense when parking your car. Do not leave valuables in visible spots. Do not park at undesignated locations, and remember to stay in well lit areas walking in groups. 

· Feel free to meet your friends at the Gilruth Center, park and carpool from there to Galveston and back

Entering the facility:
· Wine & Cheese Reception:  If you have purchased a ticket for the Wine & Cheese Reception with the Astronauts, please enter the Convention Center at the East entrance (closest to the Hilton hotel) at 5:30 p.m. 

· Main Event Only:  If you have purchased a ticket for the main event only, The Golden Celebration, enter the facility from either the South or East entrance.  The doors will not open until 7 p.m. but the party will last ‘til midnight, so don’t worry about being the first in line because there will be plenty of food and fun for everyone! 

· When entering the facility, present your ticket to be scanned by the admission staff and then, after your ticket has been scanned successfully, drop your toy in the toy bin located at the end of the check-in station.

· KEEP YOUR TICKET AFTER IT HAS BEEN SCANNED!

· If there are any problems with your ticket, go to the Mission Control counter to reconcile your situation.    

· The event is not designed to be a “sit-down” event.  Please feel free to use the available seating to rest and visit briefly with others, but please allow others to use the seating as well.  Mingle throughout the entire facility - there is much to see, hear, and do.
Food and Beverages:
· Each themed room has a different assortment of foods.

Music and Entertainment:

Each room of the facility is divided into the 4 main eras of the space program

· Apollo highlighting the 60’s and 70’s with a live band

· Shuttle highlighting the 80s with a live band

· Station highlighting the 90’s with a DJ and special performance by Millana

· Constellation 2000 and beyond

Step back in time as you stroll though these eras. Enjoy the music, sights, sounds, food and entertainment spending time in each of these rooms. Play your favorite video game from the 80’s, show your hand at the Wii station, or dance the night away. The best entertainment will be socializing with friends, family and coworkers, sharing your favorite memories here at NASA. 

Exiting the facility:
· If you wish to temporarily exit the facility, you MUST have your barcoded ticket stamped by the Mission Control desk located at the entrance/exit of the facility for re-admittance.

· IF YOU LEAVE WITHOUT GETTING YOU TICKET STAMPED, YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED BACK INTO THE FACILITY.

· When you decide to permanently exit the facility, present your barcoded ticket to the staff located at the exit to receive a special 50th Anniversary gift. 

· Limit ONE gift per person with a ticket.

· IF YOU DO NOT HAVE YOUR TICKET AT THE END OF THE EVENING, YOU WILL NOT RECEIVE A GIFT.
