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Dr. Lin began his career at Brookhaven in 1975 as a postdoctoral fellow in the Chemistry Department.  Over the years, he advanced to Senior Scientist and, ultimately, to Principal Investigator of a BNL team working with a Californian environmental remediation company to use selected bacteria to convert toxic oil wastes, such as oil spills and used motor oil, into useful products.  Dr. Lin owned 9 patents, published 85 papers, and won many national awards, including the 2001 R&D 100 award.  In 2003, he was posthumously nominated for the Lemelson, MIT life-time award.





His career ended abruptly due to a brain aneurysm in September 2003 while on a flight to China where he was invited to present his research at the National Petroleum Research Institute.  Dr. Lin is survived by his wife, Beth Y. Lin, a BNL Biology Associate with the Scanning Transmission Electron Microscope (STEM) group at the Biology Department; three daughters, Samantha, Lucinda, and Sophia; and two grandchildren, Josephine and Lee.





With this scholarship, the Lin family hopes to make a difference for students who come to the United States, like Dr. Lin, in pursuit of higher education with the purpose of making significant contributions to the environment and improving the lives for all humankind.
