GSA ORDER

SUBJECT: Procedures for Historic Properties

1. Purpose.  This order issues and transmits a new HB, Procedures for Historic Properties.

2. Background.  Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended (16 U.S.C. 470), and Executive Order 11593 directed all Federal agencies to:

a. Administer the cultural properties under their control in a spirit to stewardship and trusteeship for future generations;

b. Initiate measures necessary to direct their policies, plans and programs in a way that federally owned sites, structures, and objects of historical, architectural or archaeological significance are preserved, restored and maintained for the inspiration and benefit of the people;

c. Institute procedures, in consultation with the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (16 U.S.C. 470i), to ensure that Federal plans and programs contribute to the preservation and enhancement of nonfederally owned sites, structures and objects of historical, architectural or archaeological significance;

d. Locate, inventory, and nominate to the Secretary of the Interior all sites, buildings, districts, and objects under their jurisdiction or control that appear to qualify for listing on the National Register of Historic Places;

e. Exercise caution during the interim period until inventories and evaluations required are completed to ensure that any federally owned property that might qualify for nomination is not inadvertently transferred., sold, demolished or substantially altered; and
    
f. Initiate measure and procedures to provide for the maintenance, through preservation, rehabilitation or restoration of federally owned and registered sites at professional standards prescribed by the Secretary of the Interior.

3. Reports.  The reports required by this order are exempt from the reports control program.

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CHAPTER 1.  GUIDE TO USE OF THIS HANDBOOK

1. Objectives.  To comply with Federal regulations under 36 C.F.R. Section 800.4, Federal Agency responsibilities, to ensure the preservation of the integrity of each General Services Administration historic structure, and to make optimum use of GSA manpower, time, and money without duplication of efforts.  This handbook is prepared to achieve these and the following 
objectives.

a. The establishment of early in-house review procedures pertaining to proposed actions affecting GSA historic structures;

b. The establishment of guidelines that will ensure that specific material deterioration or cosmetic problems of specific buildings are met with the most appropriate and practical conservation methodologies that can only enhance the historic, physical and cosmetic integrity of the structure and its materials; and

c. The establishment of guidelines and criteria that will ensure that the best qualified conservators, designers, or specialist construction contractors are requested and selected.

2. Applicability.  The provisions of this handbook are applicable to all GSA personnel who are involved in compliance with national historic preservation laws and regulations, specifically for all repair and alteration of GSA historic properties, owned or leased, and for all undertakings that include new construction, demolition, off site removal   and disposition of Federal property, owned or leased, having an effect on any Federal or nonfederal historic properties.  This guide is prepared exclusively for the specific requirements of GSA and their properties.  Although the handbook does not address the procedural requirements of other Government  or private agencies, specific portions or general procedures may be applicable to such agencies with resources similar to GSA historic properties.

3. Contents of this handbook.  This handbook contains information and references needed by GSA personnel involved in GSA historic properties.  The handbook provides direction concerning materials and methodologies of maintenance tasks to be performed by in-house staff.  In addition, the handbook provides direction for the identification, evaluation, and selection of specialist services that are beyond the expertise of in-house staff.

4. How to use this handbook.

a. Chapter 1, Guide to Use of This Handbook, explains the preparation of content.

b. A review of Chapter 2 will acquaint the user with the basic Federal regulations for complying with the Advisory Council Regulations for the protection of historic and cultural properties and to limit the adverse effect of proposed actions upon GSA historic properties.

c. A review of Chapter 3 will provide information concerning meeting preservation needs by specialist services and in-house technical services.

d. A review of Chapter 4, GSA Regional Historic Properties Inventory and Stat Sheets, will introduce the material found in the appendices, the sources from which it was gathered, and the use of this section.

e. Appendices A through J Provides a region by region inventory of GSA structures considered historic with a description of their exterior building materials.

5. Reporting procedures.  When a GSA historic property is altered or disposed of, or an historic property acquired, the Regional Historic Preservation Officer shall inform the GSA Historic Preservation Officer within 90 calendar days of completion of said action.  The format for reporting alterations shall be the existing stat sheet for the affected property  amended to reflect clearly the relevant changes.  Acquisition of an historic  property shall be reported by submitting a stat sheet for the subject property.  If all the requisite data is not available to the Regional Historic Preservation Officer within 90 calendar days of the property's acquisition, the stat sheet may be submitted incomplete.  The name of the property, its address and building number , however, must be included.  Within 90 calendar days of the submittal of an incomplete stat sheet, a complete stat sheet shall be submitted.  Notification of the disposal of an historic property shall be effected by a letter which shall state the date of disposal, the name of the recipient or purchaser, and the type of conveyance if applicable.  If the action has no effect upon the property, a copy of a letter from the State Historic Preservation officer concurring in the findings of no effect shall be attached.  If the disposal has an effect, a copy of the Memorandum of Agreement shall be attached.
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CHAPTER 2.  COMPLYING WITH FEDERAL REGULATIONS

PART 1. CHAPTER SUMMARY

1. General.  GSA is entrusted with the care and preservation of America's Federal buildings.  GSA is charged with the responsibility of providing satisfactory space and facilities for government offices while maintaining, repairing and improving these properties as required.  Since many of these buildings are presently listed on the National Register of Historic Places and others are now or in the future will be eligible for placing on the Register, GSA is further charged with the obligation of seeing that the maintenance, use and improvements make no major impact upon the historical or architectural qualities of these buildings.

2. Advisory Council on Historic Preservation.

a. At the State and Federal levels, regulatory mechanisms have been established to ensure the protection and enhancement of cultural properties.  Any proposal, activity, or change in status of any Federal building listed or eligible for listing on the Register is subject to these regulatory processes.

b. Figure 2-8.1 reproduces in full the regulatory processes established by the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation It is included for clarification of the agency's responsibilities and compliance procedures.  Figure 2-8.2 illustrates the process to which the GSA is subject.

3. Synopsis of laws, regulations and executive orders.  A synopsis of Federal, State, and local laws is provided in par. 8 for reference of Regional Historic Preservation Officers (RHPO) and other GSA officials who are responsible for identifying the applicability of these laws and compliance if required.

4. Regional Historic Preservation Officer profile.  The responsibility for historic preservation on the regional level is vested in the Regional Administrator.  It is the RHPO's task to suggest the eligibility of properties and to propose determinations by the National Register.  It is also the RHPO's task to advise each GSA section of compliance procedures and potential impact of proposed actions or projects.  The RHPO provides information to the States and Federal agencies and plays a critical role in the compliance process.  A profile for the RHPO including his/her training, experience, and role is provided.

5. GSA compliance procedures.  To meet compliance regulations, this handbook has developed in-house decision-making procedures.  Following these guidelines will ensure efficient communication of issues and incorporation of compliance considerations at the initial stages of any proposed action or project.  These guidelines will assist in preventing costly delays and reversals and will aid in prompt and decisive action upon the part of the regulatory commission.

6. Transmittal letters.  A sample transmittal letter from any GSA branch office to the RHPO soliciting his  comment and advice is provided (fig. 2-21). Also provided is a sample transmittal letter from the  RHPO to the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) soliciting his determination of effect (fig.2-22).

7. Publications.  A list of current publications for further explanations and assistance is provided in fig. 2-27.


PART 2.  SYNOPSIS OF LAWS, REGULATIONS AND EXECUTIVE ORDERS

8. Federal laws, regulations and executive orders.

a. Antiquities Act of 1906, Pub. L,59-209, 34 Stat. 225, 16 U.S.C., 431 et seq.  The earliest legislation enacted to protect cultural resources, this act provides for the protection of historic or prehistoric remains or any object of antiquity on Federal lands.  It establishes criminal sanctions for unauthorized destruction or appropriation of antiquities and authorizes scientific investigation of antiquities on Federal land.

b. Historic Sites, Buildings and Antiquities Act of 1935, Pub. L. 74292, 49 Stat. 666, 16 U.S.C., 461 et seq.

(1) This act declares as national policy the preservation of historic (including prehistoric) sites, buildings and objects of national significance.  The act directs the National Park Service to establish a mechanism for cataloging and identifying historic and archeological properties.

(2) Three programs were developed as a result of this directive: the Historic American Buildings Survey, Historic American Engineering Record, and the National Historic Landmarks Program.

c. Reservoir Salvage Act of 1960, Pub. L 86-521, 74 Stat. 220, 16 U.S.C. 469 et seq.  This act provides for the recovery and preservation of historical and archeological data, including relics and specimens, that might be lost or destroyed as a result of the construction of dams, reservoirs and attendant facilities and activities.

d. Historical and Archeological Data Preservation Act of 1974, Pub. L. 93-291, 88 Stat. 174, 16 U.S.C. 469 et seq.  This act extends the requirements of the Reservoir Salvage Act of 1960 to all Federal or federally assisted or licensed construction projects.  The act places coordinating responsibility with the Secretary of the Interior and, for the first time, authorizes all Federal agencies to seek appropriations, obligate available funds, or reprogram existing appropriations for the recovery, protection, and preservation of significant scientific, prehistoric, or archeological resources.  Agencies can either undertake these efforts themselves or transfer one percent of the total authorized appropriation for each project (over $50,000) to the Secretary of the Interior for such purposes.

e. National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as  amended, 80 Stat. 915, 16 U.S.C., 470 et seq.  This act is the single most important law governing the policies of Federal agencies toward historic preservation.  In addition to expanding the national policy of historic preservation at the Federal level, it encourages preservation on the State and private levels, in part through grants for preparing comprehensive statewide surveys and plans for historic preservation.  Section 101(a) of the act authorizes the Secretary of the Interior to expand and maintain a National Register of Historic Places for cultural resources.  Section 106 outlines specific actions required of Federal agencies to protect cultural resources, defined as any district, site, building, structure, or object included in the National Register.  To satisfy these requirements, an Environmental Impact Assessment (E.I.A.) or Environmental  Impact Statement (E.I.S.) must consider the effects of a proposed Federal undertaking on the resources.  The act establishes the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation to comment on Federal actions having an effect on cultural resources.  The Advisory Council has implemented procedures to facilitate compliance with this section 

.

f. Executive Order 11593, "Protection and Enhancement of the Cultural Enviroment," 3 C.F.R. 559, May 13, 1971.

(1) The second most important legal document aimed at ensuring the protection of cultural resources, the order requires all Federal agencies to survey properties under their jurisdiction and nominate appropriate candidates to the National Register of Historic Places.  Until the surveys are completed and-the nominations made, each agency must ensure that no resources that may be eligible for the National Register are inadvertently damaged, destroyed, or transferred.  Whenever possible and economically feasible, any properties transferred are to be used "in a manner compatible with preservation objectives." If National Register properties will be unavoidably altered or destroyed as a result of Federal action, all agencies must provide for the recording of vital information in the appropriate NPS catalog.

(2) Federal agencies are required to institute procedures to assure that Federal plans and programs "contribute to the preservation and enhancement" of non-federally owned cultural resources "of ... significance."  The act also sets forth requirements for consultation and review of any Federal actions affecting properties that might be found eligible for the Register.

g. Regulations for the Protection of Historic and Cultural Properties, Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, 36 C.F.R., Part 800.

(1) Issued by the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, these regulations represent the most important document needed to perform an analysis of the environmental  impact of a project on a cultural resource.  Pursuant to Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act, Sections 1(3) and 2(b) of Executive Order 11593, and the President's Memorandum of July 12, 1978, "Environmental Quality and Water Resources Management," the Advisory Council sets forth regulations for their review of Federal undertakings that might affect either federally owned or leased or nonfederally owned historic and cultural resources eligible for or listed in the National Register of Historic Places.

(2) The Council procedures define terms used in the National Historic Preservation Act; describe initial procedures for identifying Cultural properties; restate the criteria for eligibility to the Register established by the secretary of the Interior; establish criteria for determining the effect on the property of the Federal action; set forth procedures for Council review of the determination of effect; and define legal obligations for consultation, discussion of alternatives, and determination of mitigating measures.  The regulations are reproduced in full in fig. 2-8.1 

.

h. Public Buildings Cooperative Use Act of 1976, Pub. L. 94-541, 90 Stat. 2505, 40 U.S.C. 611.  The Public Buildings Cooperative Use Act of 1976 encourages adaptive use of existing structures of architectural, historical or cultural interest; encourages multiple-use facilities on 'the site and shared-use facilities with the host community; and authorizes an alternative to new construction for Federal projects.

i. An Act to Facilitate the Preservation of Historic Monuments and Other Purposes (86 Stat. 503, 40 U.S.C. 484 (k) (3) and (k) (4), August 4, 1972.  This Act authorizes the administration of the General Services Administration to convey to local public bodies at no cost National Register properties deemed  appropriate by the Secretary of the Interior for historic monument purposes.

9. State laws.  The governors of all 50 states appoint State Historic Preservation Officers (SHPOs) under the provisions of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966.  This act, administered by the Office of Archeology and Historic Preservation of the National Park Service, also provides funds for states to prepare comprehensive statewide historic surveys and plans, and for other purposes. Most states have established programs to protect and preserve non-federally owned cultural resources through several legislative vehicles.

a. State antiquities codes.  Antiquities codes are omnibus legislation providing protection for historic sites and objects.  Generally established to protect relics, objects and sites discovered in archeological explorations, codes occasionally designate direct state control over historic properties and frequently stipulate penalties for violations.

b. State enabling legislation.  Enabling legislation provides legal authorization for designated political subdivisions to protect historic resources.  The most pertinent acts for preservation are those dealing with historic easements, tax abatements and historic districts.

c. Historic easements.  Legal technique for preservation property for public use by providing for public control over certain aspects of the property, thus protecting the character of historic places.

d. Tax abatements.  Empower county and municipal governments to pass ordinances to permit tax exemption on real property or on the public interest in real property.

e. Historic districts.  Created by the State through county or local zoning  ordinances that restrict and regulate exterior changes to buildings and structures in accordance with an overall comprehensive plan for maintaining the integrity of the historic district.  Although Federal actions are not legally subject to local restrictions regarding new construction, GSA policy is to cooperate with local commissions.

10. Local laws.

a. Traditionally, cities have afforded protection to municipal properties through the creation of historic districts, art commissions, and ad hoc advisory boards.  In recent years, many cities have developed comprehensive preservation programs conducted by municipal landmarks commissions.

b. City landmark commissions generally perform regulatory, project planning, and advisory functions.  The regulatory authority usually relies on the administration of a program that designates landmarks and landmark districts and permits their protection through mandatory design review procedures.  These commissions have the  power to prohibit the alteration, construction, reconstruction, or demolition of designated areas, sites, and structures.  Commissions are often authorized to review and approve or disapprove proposed changes to the physical environment of designated sites and districts.


PART 3.  GSA REGIONAL HISTORIC PRESERVATION OFFICER PROFILE

11. General.

a. The GSA Regional Historic Preservation Officer (RHPO) is principally responsible for effecting GSA compliance with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 (Pub. L. 89-655), Executive Order 11593, Protection and Enhancement of the Cultural Environment, and the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation regulations for implementation of the Act and the Executive Order.  The incumbent must have a professional knowledge of historic architecture and building systems and conservation philosophy and techniques.

b. The RHPO is concerned with formulation of preservation guidelines, evaluation and dissemination of technical information, and coordination of project review to ensure the preservation of the historical and architectural integrity of GSA controlled historic properties and those historic properties affected by GSA undertakings.

12. RHPO duties and responsibilities.

a. The RHPO is responsible for historical review of GSA repair and improvement, disposal, and design and construction projects.  At the discretion of the Regional Administrator, the RHPO communicates with the GSA Historic Preservation officer and appropriate State and Federal regulatory agencies.

b. The RHPO provides guidance to the Public Buildings Service (PBS) on complex projects by performing the architectural review to:

(1) Determine the salient historical and architectural features of a National Register property which constitute its historical integrity.  The project proposal must be examined within these parameters to ensure that the property's historical, integrity is not unnecessarily diminished through the GSA activities;

(2) Advise on the type of research and documentation that must be accomplished in order to ensure acceptable project goals,

(3) Consult on and evaluate the appropriateness of all designs and materials to be utilized; and

(4) Advise on and evaluate adaptive use proposals for GSA historic properties to ensure compatibility with the properties' historical integrity.

(5) Project review includes evaluation of:

(a) Documentary records of historic fabric, including measured drawings and photographs; and

(b) Project drawings and specifications.

c. The RHPO reviews and evaluates documentation to ensure utilization of the appropriate accepted preservation practices and to guard against unnecessary destruction of original building fabric.  Particular attention is given to:

(1) Historical appropriateness;

(2) Stylistic architectural features;

(3) Historical building materials and methodologies; and

(4) Preservation goals.

d. To ensure acceptable goals, the RHPO maintains a working relationship with GSA regional administrative and technical personnel by providing guidance in research and development of proposed work.  The RHPO also offers advice on complex problems associated with the adaptive reuse of historic structures.  The is responsible for developing criteria to ensure the preservation of historical integrity and to apply this criteria uniformly to all proposed GSA projects.  The reviews and evaluates all regional GSA disposal projects through the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) and the Negative Declaration to ensure compliance with Federal 
regulations.

e. The RHPO occasionally travels within the region to projects, sites and to discuss methods and approaches to historic preservation with personnel.

f. The RHPO promotes individual development and professional standing of the program by participating in the activities of professional organizations, such as the Society of Architectural Historians, the Association for Preservation Technology, and the National Trust for Historic Preservation.

13. Knowledge.  In order to be effective, the RHPO should have:

a. An extensive knowledge of a wide range of concepts, principles, practices in the fields of architectural history, building systems, the philosophies and techniques of historic preservation;

b. A general knowledge in fields of American cultural development and urban history, which is used to analyze, evaluate, and develop programs, projects, documentation regarding surveys of and planning for the management of regional GSA historic structures;

c. A good understanding of technical and logistical requirements of field surveys for the purpose of resource identification and documentation including technical skills in research and editing.

d. A thorough knowledge of technical literature (both standard and recent) in preservation and related fields;

e. A thorough working knowledge of codified procedures, published rules and regulations and policies of Federal preservation programs and an understanding of those in the private or non-Federal sectors which may serve the objectives of historic preservation; and

f. A general familiarity with existing and currently developing legislation on the State or local levels which relate directly or indirectly to historic preservation.

14. Supervisory controls.

a. The RHPO receives administrative supervision in terms of choice of goals and adherence to general policy.  Reliance is placed on the in bent's professional judgement and initiative to work independently.

b. The supervisor provides administrative direction for work by broadly defining the goals of the assignments.  Together the employee and supervisor discuss deadlines and scope of tasks.

c. The RHPO has the responsibility to plan, design, and carry out the projects or studies, and to coordinate work with others, interpret existing policy, and/or make recommendations for policy changes.  The RHPO works independently but apprises his supervisor of controversial matters which might have far-reaching implications.

d. The results of the work are considered professionally appropriate and are normally accepted without significant change.  The work is reviewed on the basis of meeting immediate program needs and its effect on the GSA regional historic preservation program.  Proposals for policy changes and recommendations for new projects are evaluated for such considerations as availability of funds and other resources or broad program goals.

15. Using guidelines.  In addition to the legislation which established the program, the criteria for nominating National Register properties, and GSA and PBS regulations, guidelines exist mainly for the benefit of regional administrative and technical personnel.  The RHPO works within the boundaries of these standards but is responsible for continually evaluating and proposing improvements for the guidelines and program standards.  The RHPO must exercise professional judgement and creativity in using and interpreting existing legislation, regulations, standards and guidelines, and in providing advice to others affected by them.

16. Complexity.

a. The RHPO is cognizant and conversant with specialists outside of the agency and is well aware of other program alternatives and complements in making decisions.

b. The evaluates alternatives, new methodology, economic, social, cultural and technical needs and developments in determining courses of action.  The work requires analysis and interpretation of many concurrent diverse situations and existing attitudes in order to interpret useful guidelines and program techniques.

17. Scope and effect.  The provides advice, program information and judgements generally accepted by supervisor and colleagues.  The RHPO makes judgements  regarding appropriate courses of action, program and professional standards.  The RHPO has impact on practices, policies, and program, and subsequently on historic preservation efforts on the local level--both in the public and private sectors.  The GSA historic preservation program, being a Federal planning tool of an agency with responsibility for several thousand buildings for cultural resources inventory, has a major impact on the total physical and cultural holdings of the Federal government.

18. Personal contacts.

a. The RHPO has contact with professionals in the fields of history, architectural history, architecture, engineering, material culture, planning and archeology, who are in both staff and supervisory positions in grades both lower and higher than his am.  The RHPO participates on a regular basis in dialogues with State Historic Preservation officers (SHPO), who are required to have been appointed by their respective governors, and professional and administrative personnel within the State Historic Preservation Offices.

b. Contacts also include executives of professional organizations, university professors, officials in other Federal and private agencies, and practitioners who are recognized as being experts in their fields.  These contacts occur by telephone, letters, at conferences and other meetings or workshops which the employee attends, participates in or arranges.

19. Purpose of contacts.  Contacts differ in their purposes.  Contacts within agency or the Federal establishment generally are made to discuss matters of policy or procedures for optimal program implementation.  The RHPO solicits advice for the development and maintenance of the GSA historic preservation program.  The RHPO is knowledgeable of State programs.  The RHPO negotiates with SHPOs and other State administrators and obtains their cooperation in order to maintain continuously effective State relationships as mandated by the legislation establishing the Federal preservation program.  With other specialists and experts, the RHPO confers, provides data on the GSA historic preservation program, its regulations and guidelines, exchanges information regarding new developments and emerging ideas in historic preservation, planning, legislation, funding and other related fields.

20. Physical and travel demands.  The work is sedentary, with the exception of occasional building inspections.  It does, however, require some travel and additional hours, as the RHPO determines necessary.


PART 4.  COMPLIANCE AND IN-HOUSE PROCEDURES

21. General.

a. At the initial stage of any proposed program (new construction, repair, alteration, rehabilitation, disposal, or demolition) for any GSA Owned or leased structure, the office of the section initiating the program is responsible for notifying the RHPO of the proposed action (see fig. 2-21 

 ).

b. The RHPO must first determine whether the property is listed on the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) or not.  If it is, a set of well defined considerations and Procedures (pars.  22 through 26) must then follow to ensure the Protection and enhancement Of the property as a cultural resource and that the Proposed project has minimum impact upon the significant historic or architectural integrity of the property.

c. If the property is not listed on the National Register, it should still be afforded the same protection as if it were.  Such properties include the following:

(1) Those which are considered by the RHPO and/or the SHPO or by the Department Of the Interior as being eligible to be nominated to the NRHP.  This includes;

(2) Those which are in the process of being nominated;

(3) Those that have been nominated for inclusion on the NRHP but whose application is pending; and

(4) Those that are potentially eligible but require additional study to substantiate their status.

d. In the case of the latter, the RHPO arranges for the required additional study and provides a report on the findings.  Professional services may be required (Ch 3, par.  7).  The eligibility of such resources should be assessed according to the "criteria of eligibility" established by the National Park Service (most recently amended in the Federal Register 42 F.R., 6198ff).  The RHPO then formulates an opinion as to the eligibility of the Property in a Request for Determination of Eligibility.

22. Request for Determination of Eligibility to the National Register of Historic Places.

a. The RHPO submits conclusions as to the eligibility of the property for inclusion on the National Register with supporting documentation to the SHPO for concurrence.  The submittal may be made directly to the Secretary of the Interior.  The RHPO may also file a nomination of such potentially eligible properties instead of a Request for Determination of Eligibility.

b. If the determination of eligibility is negative, the project may proceed without further preservation consideration or review.  However, if the determination is positive, the impact of the proposed action upon the historical or architectural significance of the property must be determined and evaluated prior to or in some cases as a part of the design or disposal process.  This assessment procedure is the same as that for those properties already listed on the National Register.

c. For properties already listed on the National Register or for those whose eligibility has received a positive determination, the following in-house procedures shall be followed:

(1) As a part of the regular inspection of each building, a copy of the updated building file and list of work priorities shall be forwarded to the RHPO and comment solicited (see fig. 2-21 

).

(2) All building repair, alterations, rehabilitation, demolition, or disposal programs that are proposed for owned or leased properties shall be submitted to the RHPO (see fig. 2-21 

).  The RHPO will comment as to:

(a) The impact of the proposed program;

(b) Compliance regulations and procedures; and

(c) The need of any special services that may be required either to assist in making a determination of impact or to assist in design or specification preparation.

(3) All in-house design teams should include the RHPO as an active participant or consultant on those issues that may impact the historical or architectural quality of the building.

(4) For all proposed actions:

(a) All preliminary solutions will be prescribed to the SHPO for determination of effect (see fig. 2-22 

).

(b) All final solutions, drawings and specifications will be presented to the SHPO for determination of effect (see fig. 2-22 

).

23. Request for determination of effect.  The RHPO will make an initial diagnosis of aspects of the project that may affect the National Register or eligible cultural resources.  The RHPO formulates an opinion and submits this with documentation to the SHPO (see fig. 2-22 

 ) for concurrence.  In order to develop such opinions the "criteria of effect" developed by the Advisory Council (ACHP) should be applied.  If the finding is that there is "no effect" regardless of whether it may be beneficial or adverse, the project may proceed and the RHPO should retain documentation of the finding  for future reference.  If the finding is that there is an effect (even if beneficial) it must then be determined whether the effect is adverse or not.


24. Request for determination of adverse effect.  If an "effect" is predicted or identified, the RHPO and the SHPO should consult, applying the "criteria of adverse effect" developed by the ACHP, and make a determination.  It must be remembered that if an adverse effect occurs, even if the overall assessment of the project is beneficial, the conclusion, by definition, is that an adverse effect occurs to the property.  If the finding is that "no adverse effect" occurs, the RHPO documents and files the finding along with the SHPO's concurrence with the Executive Director of the ACHP.  Unless Council objection is noted within 45 days, the project may proceed.

a. If an "adverse effect" is found, if the RHPO and the SHPO do not concur, or if the Executive Director of the ACHP objects to a finding of "no adverse effect," the RHPO must then:

(1) Request the comments of the ACHP;

(2) Notify the SHPO of the request; and

(3) Prepare a preliminary case report as required by Section 800.4(l) of the Council Regulations.

b. Generally, adverse effects occur under conditions which include, but are not limited to:

(1) Destruction or alteration of all or part of a property;

(2) Isolation from or alteration of its surrounding historical environment;

(3) Introduction of visual, audible, or atmospheric elements that are out of character with the property or that alter its setting;

(4) Transfer or sale of a federally-owned property without adequate conditions or restrictions regarding preservation, maintenance, or use;

(5) Neglect of a property resulting in its deterioration or destruction.

c. Evaluative questions of assistance in determining an adverse effect include but are not limited to (consultation with professional conservators may be required to assess such impacts):

(1) Will the resource be altered physically?

(2) Will the surrounding terrain or vegetation be damaged or destroyed?

(3) Will there be increasing numbers of visitors, possibly leading either to vandalism, looting, or erosion?

(4) Will the resource be used inappropriately, or will it be abandoned as a result of the project?

(5) Will the resource be used inappropriately, interpreted wrongly, not maintained or stabilized, or inappropriately restored, thereby changing its significance?

(6) Will the project isolate the resource from its traditional setting?

(7) Will the resource or its setting be demolished or obliterated by the project?

(8) Will the project lead to neglect, inappropriate maintenance, or reduced funds for managing the resource, thus leading to deterioration?

(9) Is the resource of less inherent significance, but one of very few surviving examples?

(10) Is the resource of less inherent significance, but characteristic of its category?

(11) Is the resource of limited inherent significance, and duplicated by substantial numbers of similar resources?.

(12) Is the resource as yet undetermined, requiring some further study, but believed to be of great/unusual/important significance?

(13) Is the resource subject to cumulative impacts from a number of projects?

25. Advisory Council consultation process.  After acknowledging the request for Council comments, the Executive Director of the ACHP initiates the consultation process.

a. Either agency, SHPO, or the Executive Director may request an onsite investigation or a public information meeting, or both.

b. The Executive Director consults with the agency and SHPO to determine possible alternatives to avoid or mitigate adverse effects.

c. If unanimous agreement either to an alternative or to mitigating measures is gained, a Memorandum of Agreement is prepared and consideration by the full Council is not required.

26. Advisory Council review process.

a. Once the Chairman receives the Memorandum of Agreement, he declares a 30-day review period.  He has the choice either of signing the Agreement or rejecting it and placing the matter on the agenda for the next full Council.  If he signs the Agreement, that act constitutes formal Council review and notice of such action is published in the next Federal Register.  If, however, he rejects the Agreement, all parties are notified and the Agency Official is instructed not to resume work pending the outcome of the next stage of review.

b. If instead of signing the Agreement and forwarding it to the Chairman , the Executive Director of the ACHP refuses it, he must request a full Council review.  Again, the Chairman has the choice of granting the Director's request or rejecting it.  If he grants it, the project is scheduled for review within 60 days by the full Council.  If, however, he rejects the request, the Chairman must submit his decision to the remaining Council members.  During a 15-day review period, any member may object to the Chairman's decision, at which point the matter is placed on the agenda.  If no objection is raised, the agency may resume work on the project after the 15-day review period.

c. In the event that a full hearing is scheduled, the Executive Director must prepare a full case report, following specific instructions as stated in the Council Regulations, 36 C.F.R.  800.13(c).  Other parties also may be requested to prepare reports.  Two weeks prior to the formal hearings, notice is given in the Federal Register.  The hearings are open to the public.

d. Following a review of all the materials during the hearing, the Council makes its determination.  The findings are written up following explicit instructions as to format.  The Council's comments are sent to the President and to the Congress.  They are published in the Federal Register as soon as possible.  Public comment is invited.  The head of the Federal agency undertaking must submit a formal comment.

e. Once the Council findings are relayed, the Federal agency reviews its position, considers the opinion of the Council, and makes a determination about the undertaking.  This determination is written up in a formal report, including a discussion of any subsequent action on the project, and any findings concerning the ultimate effect of the project on the cultural resources under review.  This report is submitted to the Council and constitutes the conclusion of the review process.
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27. Notes for contract administration.

a. The following information is provided for the Contracting officer (CO) and Government  Technical Representative (GTR) for their consideration in letting and administrating their contracts for professional services on new construction repair, alteration, and rehabilitation contracts.  They are appropriate to GSA procedures and will ensure compliance with existing Federal regulations:

(1) All actions proposed will comply with the Regulations of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation 36 C.F.R.  Part 800 and GSA Order, "Implementation of Environmental Policy" (PBS 1095.1C) and GSA Order, Protection of Historic Properties (PBS 1022.1).

(2) All project areas will be professionally surveyed and evaluated by an architectural conservator (see Chapter 3).

(3) Any new cultural resources identified on the project site or impact area during construction will be evaluated according to the Register criteria.

(4) Where additional significant cultural resources are identified within an area already listed on the Register, the regional office will request the GSA Historic Preservation Officer to revise the National Register forms.  Nominations will not be withheld because of any anticipated adverse impacts that might affect the project.

(5) All new structures, facilities, or landscaping will be compatible and complementary in design, scale, color, materials, texture, and location with the cultural resources and their setting(s) to the extent possible.

(6) A professional conservator or archeologist shall be on-site or on-call during construction to prevent damage to known archeological or historic resources and to assist in identifying any new resources, as deemed necessary by the responsible GSA official.  The Contracting Officer shall have the responsibility and authority to half any construction activities should historical, archeological, or paleontological resources be exposed.  Construction activities endangering the resources shall remain halted pending the investigation and evaluation of the resources, as well as completion of the steps required by the Procedures of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation.

(7) Contractors shall be made specifically responsible in the contract document(s) to halt construction activities immediately and notify the CO, archeologist, and/or conservator if historical, archeological, or paleontological resources are discovered during the course of such construction.  The contractor 
shall be specifically briefed on these provisions by the CO prior to the start of construction.

(8) The condition of the site shall be evaluated by a professional archeologist or conservator and any new efforts needed to preserve, maintain, or restore the site shall be performed to the greatest extent feasible.

(9) Plans for the use, interpretation, repair, stabilization, and/or restoration of the cultural resource(s) shall be professionally evaluated to prevent any unwarranted change in the quality or understanding of those aspects that qualify, or might qualify, the resource(s) for listing on the National Register.

(10) The contractor shall ensure that vandalism and looting are prevented by appropriate security measures.

(11) Appropriate adaptive uses will be designed and implemented which ensure that resources are occupied and which provide for continued maintenance and appreciation of the cultural resource(s).

(12) Maintenance guides outlining procedures appropriate to the preservation of the cultural resource(s) will be prepared by GSA.

(13) Structures or other cultural resources will be moved to another location only if there is no prudent and feasible way to leave them in place, and then moved only in accordance with the Regulations of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation.

(14) Cultural resources will not be altered, dismantled, or demolished, or abandoned until after:

(a) The regulatory procedures of the Advisory Council have been completed;

(b) The resource(s) have been professionally recorded through descriptive text, measured drawings, and photographs of professional quality under the auspices of the National Architectural and Engineering Record, as appropriate; and

(c) Arrangements have been made to preserve all artifacts.

(15) The demolition or substantial alteration of any structure, whether historical or not, will be made only in accordance with the procedures outlined in GSA Order PBS 1095.1C, "Implementation of Environmental Policy."

(16) In accordance with the provisions of the Historical and Archeological Data Preservation Act of 1974 (and any internal policy directives), GSA will obligate monies for the recovery, protection, and preservation of significant scientific, prehistoric, or archeological resources threatened by any GSA new construction repair and alteration projects for GSA-owned or-leased properties.

(17) Archeological sites will be salvaged only after completion of the Procedures of the Advisory Council, and then only in compliance with 36 C.F.R., Part 66; assistance in mitigating impacts by providing for surveys and other investigations can be obtained from the Inter-Agency Archeological and Survey Program.

(18) Ample opportunities to participate in project planning and mitigation efforts will be provided to affected ethnic or social groups.  These groups will be actively encouraged to voice their concerns about the potential project impacts on cultural resources of important value.  Any concerns expressed will then be considered and specifically addressed before project approval.  A sociologist, anthropologist, or other appropriate professional will participate in the planning process as a planning team when problems having impact upon traditional ethnic or social life styles or values appear to be involved.

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CHAPTER 3.  MEETING PRESERVATION NEEDS (SPECIALISTS' SERVICES)

PART 1.  FINDING THE CONSERVATOR

1. Chapter summary.  Some maintenance and technical services required for GSA building can be met with in-house technical services.  However, because the preservation and protection of each building presents unique problems, due to its individual structural and environmental characteristics, and because knowledge is limited within GSA of proper conservation techniques, special conservator services are frequently necessary.

a. Guidelines are necessary to identify specifically when these special services are needed, to construct an appropriate contract for the required work, to attract qualified potential conservators, to provide procedures for in-house evaluation of conservators" and to develop a process for monitoring the performance of the conservator.  Included in the conservator's services is the identification of the need of specially trained skilled artisans for craft work, evaluation of selected qualified individuals or firms, recommendations  to the government for their selection, and monitoring of their performance.  Without these guidelines and procedures the conservation of historic properties will not be accomplished effectively and individual projects will remain outside required compliance objectives of Federal regulations.

b. Included in Part 1 is a profile of what an architectural conservator is, sources of assistance and methods of locating qualified conservators, and a conservator's questionnaire.  Evaluation criteria and procedures for selecting conservators and a checklist for monitoring their performance are included in Part 2.  Part 3 includes sample scopes of work for frequently needed services requiring conservators.  Guidelines for monitoring the conservator's performance are to be found in Part 4; while guidelines to assist in the preparation of specifications for common specialty work which is often problematic on buildings of architectural or historical significance is included in Part 5.  Finally, Part 6 has standard clauses for repair, alteration and rehabilitation contracts.

2. Profile of architectural conservators.

a. Locating, evaluating and selecting conservators.  The location, evaluation and selection of qualified conservators is not an easy task as the field of architectural conservation is a newly developing profession.  The confusion surrounding an evaluation panel is only complicated by the fact that those referring to themselves as architectural conservators come from a variety of fields such as construction and cleaning contractors, architects, historians and craft .  In order to assist GSA in locating qualified conservators for specific GSA requirements, a profile of what services a conservator is expected to perform and what training or experience he is expected to have in relation to GSA needs is provided in this guide.

b. The conservation effort.  The architectural conservator brings a scientific, analytical, and documentary philosophical bias to the conservation effort.  The conservator's perspective is that of an architectural historian; his modus operandi is both that of an archeologist and an architect; his focus is that of an art conservator.  The architectural conservator's task is analytical: to examine buildings or structures, to evaluate their significance; to determine their materials and methods of construction; to determine their original and subsequent appearances, physical and cosmetic as well as design and arrangement;  to provide comprehensive documentation of this information and the means by which it was derived; to prescribe treatment for remedial maintenance or cosmetic restoration; and to provide assistance which will ensure the retention of the structure's historic integrity in any repair, rehabilitative, or maintenance endeavor through design review, construction observation, and/or maintenance programming.

c. Applying solutions.  As buildings exist in uncontrollable environments, have limited budgets, and have exacting demands made upon them, the conservator must, an order to be successful, be practical in prescribing alternative solutions.  For more complex projects, the architectural conservator will require the technical support of other specialists such as architects, engineers, landscape architects, analytical scientists, artisans, or contractors for whose work the conservator will be responsible and whom the conservator will direct.  The conservator must in the nature of his discipline be concerned with the building in its broadest as well as narrowest contexts including historicity, landscape, environment, and landmark quality.  Generally, the conservator's aim is the most conservative treatment and reversibility of treatment.  However, the conservator must be able to formulate criteria that will permit him to effectively, deal with compromises that must be made between the preservation of the integrity of the building on the one hand, and adaptive use requirements on the other.

d. Materials.  The architectural conservator has a concern for materials, their behavior, the forces that affect them, and their original appearances.  The conservator usually holds a graduate degree in architectural history, architecture, arts conservation, or allied preservation arts.  The conservator maintains a professional standing by keeping abreast of current conservation developments and technical literature; by actively participating in professional organizations; and by contributing to professional development and literature.  The architectural conservator has usually spent some degree of time in government  conservation societies or with private nonprofit historical preservation societies.  Conservators may also be artisans or specialist technicians but contractors who are able to execute large construction treatment contracts should not be given the opportunity of both executing the analysis to determine the most appropriate techniques, as well as implementing  them.  This is especially true for contractors with proprietary products.

e. Fields of knowledge.

(1) Physical research techniques;

(2) Historic material science;

(3) History of building technology;

(4) Documentation techniques;

(5) Architectural history;

(6) Decorative arts; and

(7) Archival research techniques.

f. Tasks.

(1) Archival and physical research;

(2) Examination and identification of materials and methods of construction;

(3) Determination of precise original and subsequent appearances;

(4) Recommendation of remedial or cosmetic treatments; and

(5) Evaluation of intrusions and development of criteria for evaluation of rehabilitative intrusions.

g. Support.  The architectural conservator may rely upon and will coordinate the efforts of such support specialists as scientists for analytical services and techniques of analysis and technical research; as contractors or artisans for execution; and as architects for design, working drawings and preparation of specifications.

h. Goals.  To provide maximum protection of the cultural and physical heritage entrusted to GSA through ownership or leasing.

i. Objectives.

(1) It is the role of the architectural conservator in a GSA repair/alteration/rehabilitation endeavor to ensure that the endeavor violates as little as possible the historical integrity of the historic design, spaces, finishes, and cosmetics; that those intrusions, whenever possible, be reversible; and that those irreversible intrusions be selected only after a complete analysis of feasible alternatives.  While it is desired and intended that each repair/alteration/ rehabilitation project brings the building within acceptable limits of codes and facility requirements, it is GSA's ambition that any intrusions, additions, or modifications are sympathetic to the historical or architectural integrity of the structure.  Furthermore, it is desired that such efforts enhance the historic features of the structure.  The conservator's report will provide a basis of information from which the impact of each alternative may be evaluated and future maintenance endeavors established.

(2) Conservator's report.  It is, therefore, the objective of the conservator's report and recommendations that all present and future endeavors make only minimal intrusions upon the integrity of the original or significant design, and if possible, enhance them by restoration, stabilization, or sympathetic and subordinate design.

3. Sources for assistance in locating qualified conservators.

a. In this paragraph several sources for assistance in locating qualified conservators are provided.  However, these organizations only maintain a list of conservators and impose no evaluative criteria upon them.  They may be familiar with the work of one or a few, but there is no overall clearinghouse for this information.

b. It is important to note that such specialists are few, but there are qualified individuals and firm in practice.  They are not equally distributed over the United States and it will probably be necessary to contact potential conservators from other regions of GSA.

c. Specialist artisans (mosaicists, stone sculptors, stained glass artisans, etc.) are equally difficult to locate and evaluate, but qualified conservators are usually knowledgeable of who and where they are or can be found.  In most cases of specialized construction work, the conservator will be required to provide assistance in locating and evaluating such artisans.

d. The following sources may be contacted for sources of conservators and references.  However, these are not exclusive nor conclusive sources but only a beginning.  The final evaluation will be up to the GSA review team and/or the RHPO.

4. Additional sources.

a. Solicit questionnaire responses (see fig. 3-4 

) from potential conservators for general qualifications.  They should be reviewed closely, individual projects reviewed, interviews held, and site visitations made if possible.  The RHPO should maintain familiarity with the conservator's work and be prepared to address other government and private inquiries.

b. Solicit references from architects who have been in charge, of restoration projects in the region, from local historical associations, and from local labor union apprentice schools, and from other GSA regional offices for information on qualified conservators, specialists, and artisans.


PART 2.  SELECTING THE CONSERVATOR

5. Guidelines for technical evaluation and selection of conservators.

a. Technical proposal.  The technical proposal is the most important document influencing the contract award.  Awards will be made to those with the best technical ideas, plans, and resources to perform the work, assuming of course, a reasonable cost.

(1) The principal areas to be considered by evaluators are:

(a) The conservator's understanding of the problem and his approach to a solution; and

(b) His qualifications based on his capabilities, personnel, equipment, facilities, experience and record of performance.

(2) The technical proposal should clearly demonstrate:

(a) The availability and competence of experienced technical personnel;

(b) A clearly defined and well thought out project methodology and plan;

(c) The availability of the necessary resources to successfully complete the project; and

(d) An understanding of the scope of work.

(3) In selecting the conservator, the evaluator should consider technical competence, management capabilities, and past performance, weighing each factor in accordance with the requirements of the particular procurement.

(4) The following discusses some of the criteria that are generally appropriate for use in evaluating technical proposals.  It is offered for the consideration of the Contracting Officer and others responsible for performing such evaluations.  It includes checklists of topics which an evaluator might want to consider (figs. 3-5.1 - 3-5.4).

(a) The thoughts presented are representative of pertinent topics to be reviewed and are not deemed to be exhaustive or comprehensive.  They are reminders offered as an aid to ensure that important topics of concern are not overlooked.  They are intended as a guide for a technical proposal review checklist.

(b) All topics presented are not necessarily applicable for every proposal and the evaluator should be selective in applying them.

b. Ability and experience of key conservators.

(1) What a conservator says he can do is of course important, but what he is capable of doing is more important, and the two are not always synonymous.  The background, qualifications, and specialized talents of the conservator's personnel should be carefully scrutinized to determine if they are suitable, applicable, and appropriate for the effort involved.  A word of caution here is that the real consideration is not the capability of the conservator's "organization" but rather the capability of that "part" of his organization to be applied to the proposed project.  The evaluator should also keep in mind that the depth of knowledge/experience/expertise sought should be only that which is sufficient for accomplishment of the program.

(2) The evaluator should be alert to details regarding the kind and degree of experience and should place little value on statements that relate merely to "years" of experience.  Key people that are to be directly responsible for the program and/or administrative area should be identified by name, title, and function in terms of their contribution in time and effort.  Responsibility should be clearly assigned.

(3) One of the key indicators of a conservator's capability is his record of performance.  The evaluator should be interested in both the proposer's reputation and character.  Organizations, like individuals, have reputations.  Does the organization have a reputation for performing on schedule, within the specified cost limits and at the proper quality level?

(4) If the proposer has had other contracts with the agency, there will be records of performance available within the department.  Review of past performance records should be made to determine prior working relationships with the government.  A conservator can be eliminated from competition if his past record is unsatisfactory.  The main elements of review are:

(a) Cost overruns;

(b) Adherence to schedules;

(c) Quality of end product;

(d) Work performance; and

(e) Past experience which is directly related to or closely allied with the current project (see fig. 3-5.1 

).

c. Project methodology and plan. The principal investigator or project manager is of special importance since he is responsible for the execution of the project.  The professional experience of the principal investigator and other key personnel is of paramount importance but their management capabilities and authority can be equally significant.  In larger organizations especially, organizational chain-of-command should be looked for; in particular, the channel to top management, and the process by which management influences can be brought to bear on project activities should be identified.  The organization, scheduling, and integration of each work task required and skills of key personnel should also be well defined.  (See fig. 3-5.2 

 for evaluator's checklist.)

d. Availability of resources.  (See fig. 3-5.3 

 for evaluator's checkiist.)

e. Understanding the scope of work.  (See fig. 3-5.4 

 for evaluator's checklist.

f. Technical evaluation report.

(1) The contract file must show how and why a particular award was made.  Since procurement personnel are generally not qualified to evaluate proposals from a technical viewpoint, they must rely on the project officer.  It is imperative that the technical evaluation be clear, decisive, complete and well documented 

.

(2) After performing its evaluation, the evaluation team should document the results by preparing a narrative report 

.  The proposals should be identified as acceptable or unacceptable.  The technically acceptable ones should be listed in order of merit.  Such ranking should be predicated upon the evaluation criteria set forth in the request for proposal.  The report should document precisely, yet completely, each proposer's strengths and weaknesses.  Unacceptable proposals should be discussed in terms of the major reason(s) for rejection.


PART 3.  SCOPES OF WORK FOR CONSERVATOR SERVICES

6. Summary.  The following scopes of work for conservator services are those most commonly required for GSA buildings.  There are, of course, other scopes that may be required for different or more specific purposes.  Assistance in developing such precise scopes may require the selection of a conservator to aid in determining what the requirements of the task may be.  Assistance may also be sought from:

a. The scopes of work included on the following pages cannot be building specific and are, by their nature, general in scope.  What they may lack in building specificity, however, they make up in comprehensiveness.  The scopes may be taken directly from this guide and applied to any building or to its specific parts but editing to achieve desired goals will be required.  This is especially true for Historic Structures Reports, Materials Conservation Reports, and Exterior Cleaning Reports.

b. Only in rare cases will one scope be used without the others.  The exceptions to this may be the Paint and mortar Analysis Reports which are specific and easily defined tasks.  They are, however, required as a part of most Historic Structures Reports, Materials Conservation Reports, and Exterior Cleaning Reports.  Also, in most cases, a Materials Conservation Report and Exterior Cleaning Report are interdependent.  The following chart (fig. 3-6 

) lists common GSA maintenance and repair tasks and indicates the type of studies that may be required and should be considered.

7. Nomination and determination of eligibility report.

a. Introduction.

(1) Requests for determination of eligibility are not nominations to the National Register.  Similar in content, but shorter and submitted with fewer photographs, requests for determination of eligibility are submitted to the National Register of Historic Places when it is determined that a property appears to meet the criteria or if it is questionable whether the criteria for inclusion in the National Register is met.  This request is made in writing by the appropriate official accompanied by specified information for an opinion from the Secretary of the Interior.

(2) The contractor for a request for determination of eligibility shall perform such services and provide necessary materials as required to research and assemble all necessary information and to prepare the description, statement of significance, photographs and map.

(3) Any questions and/or problems on the completion of the required materials may be directed to the Regional Historic Preservation Officer (RHPO), General Services Administration.

b. Criteria for evaluation.

(1) The following criteria are designed to guide States, Federal agencies, and the Secretary of the Interior in evaluating potential entries (other than areas of the National Park Service and national historic landmarks) for the National Register.

(2) The quality of significance in American history, architecture, archeology, and culture that is present in districts, sites, buildings, structures, and objects that possess integrity of location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling, mad association, and:

(a) That are associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the broad patterns of our history; or

(b) That are associated with the lives of persons significant in our past; or

(c) That embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or method of construction, or that represent the work of a master, or that possess high artistic values, or that represent a significant and distinguishable entity whose components may lack individual distinction; or

(d) That have yielded, or may be likely to yield, information important in prehistory or history.

(3) Ordinarily, cemeteries, birthplaces, or graves of historical figures, properties owned by religious institutions, or used for religious purposes, structures that have been moved from their original locations, reconstructed historic buildings, properties primarily commemorative in nature, and properties that have achieved significance within the past 50 years are not considered eligible for the National Register.  However, such properties will qualify if they are integral parts of districts that do meet the criteria or if they fall within the following categories:

(a) A religious property deriving primary significance from architectural or artistic distinction of historical importance; or

(b) A building or structure removed from its original location but which is significant primarily for architectural value, or which is a surviving structure most importantly associated with an historic person or event; or

(c) A birthplace or grave of a historical figure of Outstanding importance if there is no other appropriate site or building directly associated with his productive life; or

(d) A cemetery which derives its primary significance from graves of persons of transcendent importance, from age, from distinctive design features, or from association with historic events; or

(e) A reconstructed building when accurately executed in a suitable environment and presented in a dignified manner as part of a restoration master plan, and when no other building or structure with the same association has survived; or

(f) A property primarily commemorative in intent if design, age, tradition, or symbolic value has invested it with its own historical significance; or

(g) A property achieving significance within the past 50 years if it is of exceptional importance.

c. Resources.

(1) The most important resources are the contractor's general architectural knowledge and specific knowledge of the building gained from close inspection.  A minimum of One On-site inspection of each building is required in connection with the performance of the contractor's services.

(2) The GSA Buildings Evaluation Report (BER) maintained by the GSA Regional Division of Buildings Management can possibly be of some help for review of old floor plans and photographs.  The written material, however, should be used with great caution as it is not necessarily accurate.  Although the use of the Building Manager and local historians as sources may be helpful, the contractor remains ultimately responsible for the veracity of all data.

(3) All sources are to be cited using standard and complete scholarly methods.  Except where British usage departs markedly from choice American usage, the "Penguin Dictionary of Architecture" is the final arbiter.  "The Illustrated Glossary of Architecture" by Harris and Level can be of some help in identifying unknown elements.

d. The Request for Determination of Eligibility document.  The following information shall be included in the prepared material:

(1) Property name.  For the historic name, the contractor should give the original official name of the building.  For the common name, the contractor should given the present official name used by the General Services Administration.

(2) Location.  Include the number and the name of the street or road on which the property is located.  If the road has a number rather than a , indicate whether it is a Federal, State, or country road.  If a property does not have a specific address, give the names of the nearest roads.  The location should be explained and expanded upon where the building's position is important or exceptional.  Facades should be identified by the streets on which they front.

(3) Classification.  Classify the property in the appropriate category:

(a) A district is a geographically definable area, urban or rural, possessing a significant concentration, linkage, continuity of sites, buildings, structures, or objects which are united by past events or esthetically by plan or physical development.  A district may also be comprised of individual elements which are separated geographically but are linked by association or history.

(b) A site is the location of a significant event, activity, building, structure, or archeological resource where the significance of the location and any archeological remains outweigh the significance of any existing structures.

(c) A building is a structure created to shelter any form of human activity.  This may refer to a house, barn, church, hotel, or similar structure.  Buildings may refer to a historically related complex, such as a courthouse and jail, or a house and barn.

(d) A structure is a work made up of interdependent and interrelated parts in a definite pattern or organization.  Constructed by man, it is often an engineering project large in scale.

(4) Ownership.  State the owner of the property as the General Services Administration and include the regional address.

(5) Representation in existing surveys.  Identify local, State, or Federal surveys that include or refer to the property in question, e.g., the National Architectural and Engineering Records and the National Survey of Historic Sites and Buildings (National Landmark Program).

(6) Description.  Individual buildings, structures, or objects should be described in detail using appropriate professional terminology and the description should detail what changes, if any, have occurred.  Unique details or unusual features should be pointed out and should be visible in the accompanying photographs.  If local terms or styles are used, they should be accompanied by a description or explanation.  The description of a building should include the following information, where applicable:

(a) Kind of structure.  (dwelling, church, commercial, etc.)

(b) Building placement.  (detached, row, etc.)

(c) Basic plan.  (rectangle, ell, Greek cross, etc.)

(d) Massing.

(i) Dimensions of the original building.

(ii) Number of stories and bays of the original building.

(iii) Roof style.

(iv) Additions

(v) Relationship of original building to additions.

(e) Structure.

(i) Structural system and changes.

(ii) Materials.

(f) Principal facades.  Describe general to specific; bottom to top:

(i) Analysis of facade by major elements if relevant: pavilions, hyphens, porticos, arcades, etc.

(ii) Analysis of facade by zone: visual or English basement, piano nobile, gallery, entablature, attic, parapet, etc.

(iii) Description of bays and apertures.

(iv) Description of additional ornament: stair railing, post lamps, sconces, etc.

(g) Side facades.  Frequently there are similarities between the side facades which should be made clear through significant generalization.

(h) Rear facade.  A discussion is necessary when this facade is markedly different from the others.

(i) Descriptions and dates of building additions.

(j) Interior.  If the interior is significant and merits the protection that the National Register status affords, a complete description is necessary.  If not, a short general description will suffice.

(k) Present condition.  The condition of the property is important in making an accurate judgement of its merits, and consequently the description of the condition of the property should be concise, factual, detailed and articulate.

(l) Location.  If a property has been moved, the following information should be given in the description wherever possible:

(i) Date of move;

(ii) Original location and description;

(iii) Distance the property has moved;

(iv) Explanation of the effect of the move on the historical integrity of the property and upon its new location; and

(v) Justification for the move.

(m) Alterations.  Alterations should be described and documented.  It is particularly important to supply dates if available.  A restoration is considered an alteration even if an attempt has been made to restore the property to its original form.  In cases involving numerous alterations to buildings, it would be helpful to include a floor plan with the submission.

(7) Statement of significance.

(a) The statement of significance is the most important section of the nomination as it identifies the qualities of the Federal building that are to be protected by eligibility for inclusion in the National Register.  The statement may also be the only permanent record of a Federal building's historic significance.

(b) In preparation for writing the statement of significance, carefully review the following and include the information in the statement, where relevant:

(i) Specific dates.

(ii) Building/architect.

(A) Any significant difference between design and construction dates should be explained.

(B) In cases where the office of the Supervising Architect designed the building, and the particular actual designer is not known, attribute the design to the Office of the Supervising Architect.

(iii) A building's architectural significance should be assessed with the architectural resources of its area in view.  A building may be an unique example of a style within a given area, or it may be of a design quality which makes it exceptional.

(iv) Occasionally a building is technologically significant especially as an early example of a particular construction technique.

(v) Rarely will a Federal property merit inclusion on the National Register for its value as a historic site.  Frequently, however, locally prominent historic figures have been associated with the building.  Such association is of interest and should be documented, e.g., Congressional Offices.

(vi) Frequently a Federal building will have significant landmark value.  Federal buildings were often intended to be imposing and this quality may make a positive contribution to the surrounding environment.  In small communities, the Federal building may be the only architect-designed building.  It may establish the scale for a town's center, or it may be an important focal point interrupting the scale.  Often the building responds to a local stylistic tradition or creates a prototype for subsequent construction styles.  A building's impact can not be completely comprehended until the surroundings are conceived of without it.

(vii) A building's various motifs and rhythms are noteworthy.  Real architectural significance frequently lies with the development of such elements.

(viii) Caution must be used in assigning stylistic provenance because of the eclectic nature of most GSA historic properties.  It is best to assess each element separately; e.g., a range of columns with an entablature may have elements from several orders.  Where the architect departs from convention is important.

(ix) Conjecture is a legitimate part of research if it is identified as such.  More than occasionally without an educated guess the known facts cannot be interpreted sufficiently to create meaning for anyone other than another researcher.

(8) Property maps.  Submit a completed property map for each building and a U.S.  Geological Survey Map using the Universal Transverse Mercator (UTM) Grid System indicating the location of each structure.  The following information shall be included on the map:

(a) Name of property;

(b) Boundaries;

(c) North arrow; and

(d) Appropriate Universal Transverse Mercator (UTM) references and computations.

(9) Photographs.

(a) The report shall include 8" x 10" black and white photographs and the negatives thereof of the following:

(i) Interior of each building.  Two representative views.

(ii) Exterior of each building.

(A) A minimum of one photograph of each facade of the building.  The photographs shall clearly document  each facade with minimum distortion.  One photograph must be a frontal view of the principal facade.

(B) One exterior angle view to indicate massing.

(C) One representative detail view if applicable.

(b) Photographic quality.

(i) Photographs submitted to the National Register should provide instant visual evidence of the obvious physical significance of a structure, and may be the only pictorial representation of the structure in existence.  If photographs suffer in quality, a highly important structure may not appear illustrated in publications.

(ii) The photographs shall not include parked or passing vehicles or movable signs or waste receptacles located on GSA property which obscure the building.  Exceptions may be made with the approval of Regional Historic Preservation officer for photographs of the rear facade.

(iii)Sufficient shadow shall be included in each photograph to render depth effectively.  Graininess is unacceptable.

(iv) The use of film with an ASA exposure rating greater than 125 is discouraged.

(c) Photograph identification.  Information shall be typed on a self-adhesive label and applied to the back of each photograph submitted.  The information shall be given in the following order:

(i) Name of property (for districts, list the name of the individual building shown, followed by the name of the district);

(ii) City and state where located;

(iii) Name of photographer;

(iv) Date photograph was taken;

(v) Location of photograph negative;

(vi) Description of view and direction of photograph; and

(vii) Photograph number.

e. Quality assurance.  The General Services Administration, Historic Preservation Office, expects the work completed to be of the highest quality possible.

f. Suggestions on style.

(1) Care must be taken to ensure that terminology, whether architectural, historical, or urban planning, does not muddle sense and style.  Use accepted technical terminology in its correct form to ensure universal understanding.

(2) Sufficient generalization is necessary to achieve lucidity.  Attention should be given to sentence length.  Variety is important.

(3) Excessive use of the passive voice usually results in prolixity.

(4) The words building and structure, and facade and elevation should not be interchanged at random.  Elegant variation is by definition imprecise and is unacceptable.  A level of a building should be referred to as a storey (plural: storeys).

g. Nominations to the National Register of Historic Places.  Nominations to the National Register require the same scope of services as the Determination of Eligibility Report.  They are similar in content but differ only in their length, format, photographic requirements, and identification data.  A greater amount of photography may be required including two 8" x 10" positives and one large format (no less than 4" x 5") negative per photograph.  Nominations are to be completed on National Register Inventory Nomination Forms (US Department of the Interior, National Park Service Form 10-300).  Precise instructions are given in the following publication:

8. Historic structures report.  An historic structures report is prepared prior to planning of any alterations, additions, rehabilitation, or restoration of an historic structure.  The report provides a complete data base upon which planning and design decisions are made.  The report consists of the following studies.

a. Architectural and historical evaluation.  (See par.  9 for scope of work.)

b. Design parameters for rehabilitation.  (See par.  10 for scope of work.) Preparation of design parameters must be preceded by completion of the historical and architectural evaluation.

c. Materials conservation analysis.  (See par.  11 for scope of work.)

d. Exterior masonry and metals cleaning analysis.  (See par.  12 for scope of work.) The cleaning analysis is ideally prepared after or in conjunction with the materials conservation analysis.

e. Mortar analysis.  (See par.  13 for scope of work.) Mortar analysis is ideally prepared after or in conjunction with the materials conservation analysis.  Mortar analysis is also closely related to exterior masonry and metals cleaning analysis.  The two are generally prepared simultaneously.

f. Paint analysis.  (See par.  14 for scope of work.) Paint analysis is generally paired with the historical and architectural evaluation as a paint analysis can provide information critical to the architectural evaluation.  Paint analysis is also paired with the exterior masonry and metals cleaning analysis, particularly if cleaning involves removal of paint coatings.

g. Review services.  (See par.  15 for scope of work.)

9. Historical and architectural evaluation.

a. Scope and purpose.  The historical and architectural evaluation is developed from both archival research and on-site visual inspection and results in written and illustrated documentation of the original, significant subsequent and existing appearance and configuration of the structure and its parts.  The purpose of the evaluation is to provide a data base from which decisions relating to maintenance, restoration or reuse of the building can be made.

b. Scope of work.

(1) Historical narrative.  The conservator shall prepare a historical narrative of the structure.  The written narrative shall be based upon a complete review of all relevant materials such as drawings, photographs, correspondence, specifications, work orders, reports, legal documents, published accounts and interviews.  The narrative shall be illustrated with photographs, prints, plans and elevations, and shall include copies of significant original documents as well as a complete bibliography of all pertinent materials.  The narrative shall include the following information:

(a) Legislation and other events related to the authorization of construction;

(b) Previous history and acquisition of the site;

(c) Original design and construction;

(d) Subsequent growth, alterations, or previous restoration work on the structure or site;

(e) Uses and functions of the building and its spaces; and

(f) Significant personalities or historical events associated with it.

(2) Architectural evaluation.  The conservator shall prepare a physical and stylistic description of the structure and its site.  Written information shall be concise, factual, detailed and well organized, using appropriate professional terminology and illustrated with photographs.  The configuration and materials of the original and the existing structure shall be described.  All alterations to, additions to, replacement of or removal of original fabric shall be described and dated based upon examin- ation and interpretation of physical evidence.  (For example, roof framing may show that a chimney or dormer was inserted after the original construction; brickwork may reveal a window closed off or later added.  Complete description may require the removal of building fabric, i.e., a section of modern ceiling is removed to examine and describe the original ceiling and cornice treatment.) A description of each of the following and where applicable a statement of general material condition shall be included.  Structural, mechanical and electrical systems may in part require examination and evaluation by specialists in these fields.

(a) Placement of the building within the site, significant landscape features, outbuildings, sculpture and fountains, furniture and paving.

(b) General exterior features including overall shape or plan; number of stories; number of vertical dimensions or bays; exterior wall construction, finish and color; roof shape and materials.

(c) Specific exterior features including location and appearance of porches, terraces, chimneys, cornices, dormers, towers, cupolas, doorways and doors, windows and shutters and all decorative details.

(d) Interior features including floor Plans; corridors, elevators, stairways and other circulation elements; interior floor, wall and ceiling finishes, decorative features and trim such as fireplace surrounds, cornices or furnishings and hardware.

(e) Structural system including general type (i.e., masonry bearing, steel frame, etc.), structural bays, and major elements of foundations, frame, floor and roof system, walls and partitions.  Structural elements illustrating experiments or innovations in design shall be described in detail.

(f) Mechanical, electrical and plumbing equipment including call bells, speaking tubes, or other internal cation systems; gas and electric lighting systems; passenger and freight elevators; heating, ventilating, and cooling systems; fire protection devices; bathtubs, showers, water closets and watertanks; water storage tanks and storm and sewer drainage systems.

(g) Equipment includes fixtures within the rooms of the building and in accessible utility areas.  The report shall distinguish between original equipment or parts and those which have been replaced or modified.

(3) Statement of significance.  A general statement which outlines the architectural and historical significance of the structure and portions thereof shall be prepared.  All of the following considerations shall be reviewed and a statement, where relevant, of specific elements within the structure or its history which contribute to them shall be included:

(a) Architectural significance.  The structure or one of its parts is a fine example of a design process or design form; is representative of the work of a master designer or craftsman; or embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method of construction.

(b) Technological significance.  The structure or its mechanical, electrical, plumbing and structural system and related fixtures and furnishings represent a unique or early application of construction forms or materials.

(c) Historical significance.  The statement or portions of it are associated with events or personalities which have contributed to the history of the community, state or county.

(d) Landmark significance.  The structure serves as a positional and important visual, symbolic or functional element in the surrounding environment.

(e) Statement of integrity.  The statement shall describe the impact of modifications or deteriorated condition upon the overall significance of the existing structure.

(4) Inventory of significant spaces and details.  The conservator shall prepare an inventory of the structure on a facade-by-facade, room-by-room basis that lists all existing significant features including finishes, decorative details, fixtures, hardware or mechanical apparatus that contribute to the architectural or historical integrity of the facade or space.  In the cases of spaces which have identical functions and features, such as offices or corridors, the spaces may be discussed as a group.

10. Design parameters for rehabilitation.

a. Scope and purpose.  The purpose of establishing design parameters for the historic structure is to provide a logical, coherent planning framework for meting current and future functional needs within the context of the historical fabric.  The parameters shall respond to a variety of factors:

(1) The significance of the structure and its elements as defined in the historical and architectural evaluation;

(2) The existing integrity of the structure or its elements as determined through the on-site inventory;

(3) Existing physical conditions; and

(4) Space requirements or other programmatic concerns identified by the GSA prior to initiation of the conservator's contract.

b. Scope of work.

(1) Zoning.  As the first step in the development of design parameters, the conservator shall place each facade or space of the structure into one of the following zones and clearly delineate each zone on floor plans and elevations.

(a) Areas to be restored.  Such spaces are of primary importance to the integrity of the structure, and should be returned to their appearance at the period of significance.  This generally includes all of the exterior, major public spaces such as lobbies, corridors, courtrooms, etc.  and major private spaces such as executive suites and reception areas.

(b) Areas to be rehabilitated while retaining significant details.  These are spaces of secondary architectural and/or historic importance, but which still possess details relating them to areas of greater significance.  By retaining the existing details and making visual compatible additions or alterations in the rehabilitated space, the overall continuity of the building will be preserved.

(c) Areas suitable for major redesign.  These areas contain no significant architectural details.  This generally includes attics, basements and utility spaces.

(2) Design Parameters.  Detailed, precise recommended treatments for each of the building elements or spaces which address the design, configuration, use and placement of mechanical systems, electrical systems, barrier-free access, life safety and space or programming requirements, as well as restoration or conservation of historic elements shall be provided.  Sketches or diagrams shall be included where necessary to provide added clarity.  The recommendations shall include, but are not limited to, the following items:

(a) Conservation of existing historic fabric (to be coordinated with the materials conservation analysis).

(b) Reproduction of missing significant elements or finishes (in areas to be restored only).

(c) Installation of new elements or systems in such a way as to minimize visual impact and damage to existing historic fabric, including materials, surface finishes and design detailing.

(d) Removal and storage of historic fabric where necessitated by reuse considerations.

(3) Outline specifications.  The conservator shall prepare outline specifications detailing all materials and methodologies necessary to:

(a) Conserve existing historic fabric (to be coordinated with the materials conservation analysis).

(b) Reproduce missing significant elements or finishes in restoration areas.

11. Materials conservation analysis.

a. Scope and purpose.  The materials conservation analysis consists of comprehensive documentation of the current condition of the building and site fabric and preparation of outline specifications detailing the precise materials and methodologies necessary to stabilize the building and site fabric and slow the rate of deterioration.  Its purpose is to ensure that preservation of the building and site fabric meets the highest standards of materials conservation science and to provide the basis from which an ongoing maintenance program can be developed.

b. Scope of work.

(1) Visual inspection and documentation.  The conservator shall conduct a thorough on-site visual survey to pinpoint the location of all existing deterioration and material failure, and to determine the size of the area affected for all interior and exterior surface materials.  Written descriptions of existing conditions, including a general description of the design, materials and conservation of the areas affected, followed by a systematic, detailed account of major deterioration and failures in each material type with an explanation of cause shall be prepared.  Detail photographs and sketches of the problem areas shall be keyed to elevations, plans or large-scale photographs of each exterior elevation and interior space.  The location of each problem area and the extent of the area affected shall be clearly indicated both in writing and on the drawings or photos.  Materials surveyed shall include but not be limited to the following:

(a) Masonry - stone, brick, terra cotta, clay tile, slate, concrete/cast stone, terrazzo, plaster

(b) Wood;

(c) Metal;

(d) Glass;

(e) Paint and other coatings;

(f) Caulking and sealants; and

(g) Miscellaneous - acoustic tile, vinyl tile, linoleum.

(2) Conservation recommendations.  Specific recommendations of remedial materials and methodologies for each type of deterioration or failure shall be prepared.  Where alternative materials or methodologies are applicable, the conservator shall explain and the pros and cons of each.  The relative order of urgency of the remedial treatments shall be determined and stated.  (For example, repair of leaking gutters or downspouts shall receive a high priority and shall be accomplished prior to the repair of interior finishes or repointing of the exterior masonry at the leak location.)

(3) Physical testing.  Physical testing may be required to accurately identify the causes of deterioration or material failure or to determine the impact of various remedial treatments.  If testing is determined necessary, the conservator shall define the required testing program and its objectives, detail all test materials and procedures and estimate the cost.  The Government, at its discretion, may request the conservator to proceed with the testing program.  The cost of the testing program is not included in the conservator's bid price.

(4) Outline specifications.  The conservator shall prepare outline specifications which detail all materials methodologies necessary to carry out each of the remedial treatments described in the conservation recommendations or determined through physical testing.

12. Exterior masonry and metals cleaning analysis.

a. Scope and purpose.  The cleaning analysis, conducted in three phases, consists of documenting and verifying building materials and construction, selecting and testing appropriate cleaning materials and methodologies, and preparing bid documents for cleaning execution.  Its purpose is to determine the cleaning materials and methodologies which will achieve an acceptable level of cleanliness, inflict minimal damage on the historic structure, and its components, and incur minimal cost, time, environmental impact and safety hazard.

b. Scope of work.

(1) Phase one: collection of physical data.

(a) Through on-site inspection, the conservator shall identify and verify all exterior materials.  For masonry, specify type, i.e., brick, stucco, stone, terra cotta, etc.  and for stone and metals, specify kind, i.e., granite, limestone, marble, copper, cast iron, bronze, etc.  Detailed and precise descriptions of surface texture, finish, lustre, etc.  shall be provided.  Determine and describe the physical and chemical position of the materials as applicable.
  
(b) The conservator shall identify and describe general deterioration and material failure which could affect selection or use of cleaning materials or methodologies and comment on potential problems.

(c) The precise location and extent of dirt, stains, deterioration and materials failure shall be noted on drawings and photographs.

(d) The chemical and physical properties of stains and deposits on masonry and metals shall be determined and described.

(e) The conservator shall identify and describe environmental conditions such as flora, fauna, adjacent buildings or property and other special problems such as drainage that must be considered in the selection of cleaning materials and methodologies.

(f) The conservator shall determine and describe through examination of drawings, specifications and construction photos, the precise construction of the walls, materials used, and attachment system.  If no records exist, the conservator shall physically ascertain the above.

(g) The conservator shall provide a record of previous cleaning or surface treatments such as waterproof coatings including the material and methodologies used if information is available.  Problem that may arise as a result of these previous sections shall be addressed.

(h) The conservator shall determine and describe the need for or desirability of cleaning, either total or partial (i.e., aesthetics) to reveal obscured details, color or texture, to impede deterioration, etc.  Weigh any advantages from cleaning against the results of inactivity.  If cleaning--total or partial--is not recommended at this time, the point in time at which it may become necessary shall be described and criteria for judging the need for executing a cleaning program shall be set by the conservator.

(i) The conservator shall describe the level of cleanliness and patina retention desired, and the expected appearance of the building and materials after the execution of a successful cleaning program.

(j) Based upon the above data, the conservator shall prepare a detailed description of the approach to and organization of an on-site testing program including:

(i) A range of compatible cleaning materials and methodologies for each building material.

(ii) Procedures for execution and observation of the test panels.

(iii) Drawings or photographs showing the proposed location of test panels.

(iv) Time schedule.

(v) Estimated cost of the testing program.  The cost of materials and labor for test execution is not included in the conservator's base bid as it is not possible to determine the labor and materials required prior to completion of Phase I.

(2) Phase two: test panel execution.

(a) The conservator shall apply or supervise the application of the cleaning materials and methodologies to the test areas as recommended in the approved report for Phase I.  A variety of cleaning techniques shall be tested for each material and each cleaning problem.  Where possible, the test panels, measuring nine square feet each, shall be located away from public areas and major visual exposure.

(b) The conservator shall monitor the test panels during and immediately following application.  For each panel, black and white photographs shall be prepared of

(i) The material before cleaning;

(ii) The material during cleaning; and

(iii) The material 24 hours after cleaning.

(c) The conservator shall prepare a report describing in detail the test materials, application procedures, and test results.  The dates that the test panels were completed, the locations of the test panels and copies of the photographs prepared in (b) above shall be included.  The conservator shall -include a proposed schedule for monitoring the test panels for one complete weathering cycle.

(d) The conservator shall inspect all cleaning panels during the period of one complete weathering cycle as proposed in (c) above and at the direction of the Contracting officer.  After each inspection, the conservator shall prepare an illustrated report describing the impact of each cleaning test on each different material.

(e) At the end of one year or one complete weathering cycle, the conservator shall prepare a final report describing the final test results and re ding the best cleaning materials and methodologies or combination thereof for each material.  The selection of the cleaning techniques shall be based upon the techniques and ability to achieve the predetermined level of cleanliness, the long term impact upon the building fabric, environmental impact, safety hazards, and cost effectiveness.  A detailed, illustrated description of each recommended technique with specific recommendations for special materials, equipment, labor skills, climatic conditions, or safety and environmental precautions shall be included and shall fully describe GSA's responsibilities during cleaning execution, i.e., change in parking procedures, verification of adequate drainage, electrical or water supply, etc.

(3) Phase three: bidding documents.

(a) The conservator shall prepare bidding documents for cleaning execution, to include:

(i) A complete, detailed scope of work;

(ii) Drawings and photographs delineating all materials and locating all deposits, stains and special problem;

(iii) Complete specifications for all materials, methodologies, special equipment and labor skills, climatic conditions, and safety and environmental precautions.

(b) At the Contracting Officer's discretion, the conservator shall assist in the selection of qualified contractors and provide on-site supervisory services.  Contractor selection and supervisory services are not included in the conservator's base bid.

13. Mortar analysis.

a. Introduction.  Mortar analysis includes on-site visual examination to determine the extent of mortar deterioration and document joint profile and appearance, laboratory analysis to determine mortar composition and preparation of outline specifications for repointing.  Its purpose is to determine the materials and methodologies which are physically compatible with existing mortar and masonry materials and which will achieve an appearance compatible with the historic fabric.
 
b. Scope of work.

(1) On-site examination.

(a) The conservator shall examine all masonry joints to determine the location and quantity (linear feet for stone; square feet for brick) of deteriorated mortar and the causes for deterioration.  The areas requiring repointing shall be indicated on drawings or photographs (coordinated with the materials conservation analysis).

(b) The conservator shall determine the number and location of all the different types of mortar, both original and later.  In the event that no original mortar remains, existing mortar which is physically and visually compatible shall be selected.

(c) The conservator shall document the joint profile, the color of the mortar and aggregate, and special treatments for each type of original and selected mortar.  The conservator shall match clean, freshly exposed samples to standard samples from the Munsell System of Color Notation according to ASTM C1535-68.

(d) The conservator shall remove mortar samples for laboratory testing.  A sufficient number of samples weighing approximately 8 ounces each of each type of original or selected mortar shall be removed to ensure the accuracy of laboratory results.  Samples shall be removed which are in good condition and which have been protected from extreme exposure.

(2) Laboratory analysis.

(a) The composition of each mortar type shall be determined.  The presences of and quantity of natural cement, portland cement, lime, aggregate, pigment and organic material shall be identified.  The aggregate size distribution shall be determined according to ASTM C136-71.

(b) The mortar composition shall be expressed as proportions by weight and by volume.  The condition or character of the samples and their content shall be commented upon.

(3) Report.  The conservator shall prepare a detailed report of all information derived from the on-site examination and laboratory analysis including:

(a) Drawings or photographs indicating all areas which require repointing.

(b) Estimates of the linear or square feet requiring repointing for each building material.

(c) Description of joint/mortar size, profile, color, texture, condition and causes for deterioration.

(d) Locations of sample removal.

(e) Laboratory test results.

(f) Outline specifications for repointing which shall include:

(i) Directions for joint preparation.

(ii) Mortar materials and mixes for each mortar type.  Match those of the mortar samples subjected to laboratory analysis unless the mortars tested are determined to be unsuitable for use because of incompatibility with the historic masonry materials, unavailability of materials or unsatisfactory weathering performance.  If found unsuitable, a new mortar mix or material which will perform and be visually and physically compatible with the historic fabric shall be specified.

(iii) Execution of pointing and joint finishing.

(iv) Quality control.

14. Paint analysis.

a. Scope and purpose.  Paint analysis consists of an on-site visual examination and documentation of all paint layers on all painted surfaces within architecturally significant spaces and on the exterior of the building.  Architecturally significant spaces shall be as determined by the historical and architectural evaluation.  The purpose of the investigation is to provide a record of all paint colors applied to each individual surface and to provide a record of alterations and additions to the fabric of the spaces investigated since the initial construction of the building.

b. Scope of work.

(1) On-site examination and documentation.

(a) The conservator shall examine and record all of the paint layers applied to all of the surfaces of the building fabric and shall examine a sufficient number of samples of ensure an accurate accounting of all layers and to ensure that all similar portions of the building fabric have the same number and sequence of layers.

(b) The conservator shall record all of the paint layers of each sample area in chronological order on standardized charts using the National Bureau of Standards color nomenclature and shall record each layer on each different portion of building fabric so that the overall color scheme of each period of the building's history can be readily seen and any alterations to building fabric are readily identifiable.

(c) Using natural or artificial daylight, the color of each paint layer applied to each portion of the building since original construction shall be matched to standard samples from the Munsell System of Color Notation according to ASTM C1535-68.  The color codes shall be included on the paint charts.

(d) Should graining or marbling exist at any layer, sufficient area of each layer shall be exposed to reveal the pattern or technique and the area photographed in color.  The type of graining or marbling and color code of the base coat shall be noted on the paint charts.

(e) The presence of any frescoes, stencilling or other decorative painting shall be noted on the paint charts and in the report and brought to the attention of the Contracting officer.  The conservator shall not be held responsible for documentation of decorative painting under this scope of services.

(2) The conservator shall prepare a written report which includes the following:

(a) Description of the analytical methodologies used.

(b) Complete paint seriation charts for each area subject to analysis with a description of noteworthy painting schemes and decorative painting.

(c) Description of the paint condition and causes of deterioration.

(d) A history of alterations and additions to the fabric of the areas examined illustrated as necessary for clarity.

(e) Recommendations which shall include:

(i) Recommended restoration colors.  The recommendations shall be based upon the conservator's understanding of the most critical and significant historical and architectural period of the building or upon the Government's definition of that period.  These colors, in most cases, will be the original finish coatings, but may be of a later period.  The conservator shall justify the recommendations based upon concepts of comprehensive restoration philosophy.

(ii) Description of the paint type (oil, lime, casin, etc.) and finish (matte, semigloss, gloss) for each recommended color.

(iii) Two 3" x 5" Munsell color chips for each of the recommended colors.  Chips shall be matte or glossy finish as appropriate.

(iv) Written or visual identification of the location of each color or painting technique.

(v) Description of special techniques and conditions for surface preparation.

(vi) Description of paint materials for repainting.

(vii) Description of techniques for application or finishing.

(viii) Necessity for any further and future analytical work.

15. Review services.  For the purposes of insuring that any treatment of the building is in keeping with sound preservation practice and to maintain the integrity of the historic fabric, the Government may request that the conservator provide the following services:

a. Contract document review.  During design development and preparation of contract documents and prior to final Government review, the conservator shall review and prepare written comment upon all drawings and specifications to insure that:

(1) Proposed alterations are in keeping with the design and detailing of the historic fabric and do not adversely impact the integrity of the structure or its parts.

(2) Proposed new installations are in keeping with the design and detailing of the historic fabric and do not adversely impact the integrity of the structure or its parts.

(3) Proposed materials and methodologies will not harm the historic fabric and are in keeping with the historic design and materials usage.

(4) Significant historic fabric is not unnecessarily removed or damaged.

b. Contractor selection.  Prior to final contractor selection, the conservator shall review provide written comment upon all contractor qualifications and bids to insure that:

(1) The contractor has the experience and skilled labor necessary to perform the specialized preservation operations.

(2) The contractor's bid reflects the quantity of skilled labor and specialized materials necessary to successfully complete the specialized preservation operations.

c. Construction supervision.  The conservator shall:

(1) Prior to final government review, review and prepare written comment upon all shop drawings and materials submittals.

(2) Make on-site inspection during the execution of any operations which could potentially affect the historic fabric of the structure.  Any defects in materials, procedures, or craftsmanship shall be immediately reported to the construction supervisor and be included in a follow-up written report.


PART 4.  MONITORING THE CONSERVATOR'S PERFORMANCE

16. Monitoring methodologies.  Monitoring the conservator's performance keeps the contractor's and Government's objectives clearly in mind throughout the project.  It also ensures a quality product and prevents wasteful delays.  The most important monitoring methodologies are:

a. Meeting prior to the notice to proceed.

b. Predetermined dates for review of draft submissions.

c. Careful examination of draft reports including review of:

(1) Precision and detail of statements;

(2) Documentary evidence for suppositions and 
conclusions;

(3) Recommended materials, methodologies, procedures and level of sophistication vis a vis actual needs; and

(4) Compliance with the scope of work and the guidelines for preparation of specifications.

17. Reserved.


PART 5.  OUTLINE FOR THE PREPARATION AND
   REVIEW OF CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS

18. Summary.  The following paragraphs provide a description of procedures which shall be followed and items of importance which shall be addressed in the preparation of construction documents for the typical types of repair and alteration which will be encountered in preserving historic properties.  The paragraphs do not include all of the information which must be include in the construction documents and the information is necessarily non-building specific.  The following information is intended as an outline to:

a. Aid in the review of the recommendations provided by the conservator and of the contract documents prepared by the architect.

b. Aid in the review of the conservator's and construction contractor's execution of the work.

19. Wood trim and sash: Repair and replacement.

a. Survey and documentation.  Conduct a survey of all existing wood trim and sash included in the project scope of work and document the existing conditions (See paragraph 11, Materials Conservation Analysis).  The product of the survey and documentation shall include:

(1) A narrative description of all materials failure and deterioration (i.e., wood rot, cracking, warping, splitting; insect infestation; paint failure; sealants and caulking failure; flashing failure; broken glass; e.g.).

(2) A narrative description of the cause of the failure and deterioration (i.e., moisture, maintenance, structural movement, anchoring failure, e.g.).

(3) Illustration of the location and quantity of deterioration on drawings, sketches or photographs.

(4) Identification and recording of original and subsequent building fabric including material indications, textures, profiles, sash arrangements, glazing and colors.  See paragraph 9, Historical and Architectural Evaluation and paragraph 14, Paint Analysis.

(5) Description and analysis of all repair or replacement options.  Analyze and give priority to the options based upon condition (see 1, 2 and 3 above), integrity (see 4, above), and cost of implementation.

b. Construction documents.

(1) Alleviate all causes of failure and deterioration.

(2) Make every effort to save and reuse the original and subsequent significant trim and sash.

(3) Clearly identify and specify treatment and handling of all existing materials, i.e., remove and discard, remove and salvage for reuse, salvage and store, repair in place.

(4) Specify cataloging/labeling and storage procedures for removed materials.

(5) For repair or partial replacement, specify materials and fabrication which will result in new fabric that matches the existing in profile, texture and joining details.  Specify materials that are physically and chemically compatible with the existing.

(6) If total replacement is found necessary, specify materials and fabrication which will result in new fabric that matches the existing or original in profile, texture, joining detail and finish.  Do not change sash size or configuration.

(7) If sash glazing is original or has a significant impact upon the appearance of the building, specify that it be salvaged and reused.

(8) Reuse all original or significant hardware.  Specify new hardware which reproduces the original or existing in material and configuration.  Specify anchors and fasteners which are compatible with existing materials.

(9) Specify paint or coating systems which are compatible with the existing or original.  Specify paint or coatings which match the original or existing in color, texture and gloss.

(10) Double glazing should be placed on the interior side of the sash or window frame.

(11) Do not specify that sash or doors be rendered permanently inoperable.

20. Masonry and metals cleaning.

a. Survey and documentation.  Conduct a survey of existing masonry and metals included within the project scope of work and document the existing conditions (see paragraph 12, Masonry and Metals Cleaning Analysis).  The product of the survey and documentation shall include:

(1) Narrative description of all surface dirt and staining (i.e., natural dirt deposits, metal corrosion stains, paint, efflorescence, graffiti, metal pitting or corrosion, tarnish or discoloration) and all deterioration which could impact the choice of cleaning materials and methodologies.

(2) Narrative description of the causes of dirt and stains, i.e., natural weathering, metal deterioration, moisture, painting, maintenance, usage, etc.

(3) Illustration of the location and quantity of dirt and staining on drawings, sketches and photographs.

(4) Identification and recording of the original and subsequent appearance of the masonry or metal.

(5) Documentation of previous surface treatments which could affect the choice of cleaning materials and methodologies.

(6) Documentation of masonry anchoring system and of metal anchoring systems which could affect the choice of cleaning materials and methodologies.

(7) Descriptions and analysis of all cleaning material and methodology options.  Analyze and give priority to the options based upon material condition (see 1, 2, 3, 5 and 6, above), the integrity (see 4, above) and the cost of implementation.  Other factors to be considered in analyzing the cleaning options include:

(a) Level of cleanliness desired;

(b) Long term impact upon the historic fabric;

(c) Impact upon the surrounding materials, plant and human life; and

(d) Results of the test patch application and monitoring.

b. Construction documents.

(1) Alleviate conditions which are causing deterioration and staining.

(2) Specify the least harmful, yet effective cleaning materials and methodologies.

(a) Do not use aggregate blasting or other mechanical (abrasive) cleaning materials for masonry.  Low pressure (80-100psi) fine aggregate blasting may be acceptable for steel, cast iron and wrought iron cleaning dependent upon metal condition.

(b) Avoid long term water soaking methods for masonry.

(c) Specify pressure for water cleaning and wash-down.  Never exceed 1500 psi.  General accepted range is 200-800 psi.  Pressure should be determined based upon individual masonry materials and their physical condition.

(d) Specify water temperature for masonry cleaning.

(e) Specify all chemicals and chemical concentrations for masonry and metal cleaning.

(f) Do not use abrasive cleaning materials or methods for polished metals.

(g) Specify only non-ferrous bristle brushes for chemical application or scrubbing.

(3) Specify all materials and procedures for general cleaning and stain removal.

(4) Specify measures for protecting surrounding materials (i.e., masking of windows, metals, adjacent building).

(5) Specify all environmental and safety precautions (i.e., protection of vegetation, protection for pedestrians and vehicular traffic, protective clothing for workmen, disposal of chemical waste and water).

(6) Specify weather conditions under which cleaning may be executed (i.e., masonry cleaning involving the use of water must not be undertaken when there is a possibility of freezing).

(7) Specify wash down and clean-up procedures which ensure that all chemicals are completely and thoroughly removed from the masonry, metal and all surrounding surfaces.

21. Masonry repointing.

a. Survey and documentation.  Conduct a survey of all existing masonry to include in the project scope of work and document the existing conditions (see paragraph 11, Materials Conservation Analysis and paragraph 13, Mortar Analysis).  The product of the survey and documentation shall include:

(1) Narrative description of all existing masonry and mortar and description of deterioration for both.

(2) Narrative description of the causes of the masonry and mortar deterioration.

(3) Illustration of the location and quantity of deterioration on drawings, sketches and photographs.

(4) Identification and description of all original mortars including:

(a) Removal of samples and laboratory testing of each original mortar.  See paragraph 13, Mortar Analysis.

(b) Color coding of the original mortar colors.

(c) Illustration of the original joint profiles.

(5) Description and analysis of the repointing options (i.e., partial or total repointing, duplication of the original mortar mix or modification to achieve better results, substitution of appropriate (non-asphalt, non-bituminous) sealant materials for mortar in critical areas such as parapets and copings).  Options shall be analyzed based upon existing material conditions, aesthetics and long term impact upon the masonry.

b. Construction documents.

(1) Alleviate conditions which are causing deterioration.

(2) Clearly and concisely describe and illustrate the areas to be repointed.  This procedure is particularly critical if only partial repointing is being done.

(3) Specify procedures for storage and handling of materials.

(4) Specify joint raking methodology.

(a) Mortar should generally be removed to a minimum depth of 3/4" but in all cases back to sound mortar.  Depth will be dictated somewhat by the width of the joint.

(b) The safest and least damaging method of raking out is generally by hand.  Use of power saws may be desirable depending upon masonry and mortar composition, condition and configuration and skill of the mechanic.

(c) Specify that all mortar be removed from the surfaces of the brick or stone within the joint so that the new mortar bonds to the masonry, not to old mortar and that joints be cleaned of all loose debris.

(d) Request that a sample area of joint raking be prepared prior to proceeding with the general work.  Use the sample to judge quality, to make adjustments in methodology or workmen and as a quality standard.

(e) Set controls on the level of acceptable damage to the masonry.  Require the contractor to replace masonry which he has damaged beyond the acceptable level.

(5) Specify all mortar materials and mix proportions.

(a) Materials and proportions should approximate the original.

(b) Compressive strength of the mortar should not exceed the compressive strength of the masonry.  Portland cement content will generally be less than for new construction mortars.

(c) Specify aggregate size gradations which matches the original aggregate.

(d) Request certification and samples of all materials.  Request samples of the mixed mortar for approval of color.

(6) Specify proportioning and mixing procedures that will ensure uniformity of mortar.

(7) Specify repointing procedures.

(a) Wet masonry (surface dry) prior to repointing.

(b) Pack mortar tightly into joints leaving no voids.  If the depth of the joint exceeds 1", point joints in lavers not exceeding lit.

(c) Specify and illustrate the desired joint profile and finish.  Do not allow mortar to extend over the edges of the masonry units.

(d) Request preparation of sample areas of pointing.  Use samples to judge mortar color and pointing technique.  Use approved sample as a quality standard.

(8) Specify mortar curing requirements to avoid rapid drying.

(9) Specify clean-up requirements and procedures.

(10) Specify weather conditions under which pointing can be executed to avoid frost damage.

22. Roofing: Repair and replacement.

a. Survey and documentation.  Conduct a survey of all existing roof covering and roof framing included in the project scope of work and document the existing conditions (see paragraph 11, Materials Conservation Analysis).  The product of the survey and documentation should include:

(1) Narrative description of all materials failure and deterioration.

(2) Narrative description of the causes of the material failure and deterioration.

(3) Illustration of the location and quantity of deterioration on roof plans or sketches.

(4) Identification and recording of the original and subsequent roof configuration and materials.  (See paragraph 9, Historical and Architectural Evaluation.)

(5) Description and analysis of all repair or replacement options.  Options should be analyzed and prioritized based upon existing material condition (see 1, 2 and 3, above), integrity (see 4, above), and cost of implementation.

b. Construction documents.

(1) Alleviate conditions which are causing failure and deterioration.  Ensure that slope and drainage are adequate and that all vertical drains and ground drains are adequate and functioning.

(2) Clearly and concisely describe and illustrate the roof areas to be repaired or replaced.

(3) Stabilize roof structures which have experienced movement.  Unless the roof structure is structurally unsound, it is generally desirable not to return the roof framing to its original position.

(4) Specify storage and handling of salvaged and new materials.

(5) For repair of roofing, specify materials and fabrication which match the existing.

(a) Specify sheathing/decking and other substrate materials which matches the existing and are compatible with the roofing materials.

(b) Specify roofing paper/felt which is compatible with the roofing and flashing materials.

(c) Specify compatible metals for roofing, flashing and fasteners.

(d) Specify non-corrosive nails and fasteners.

(e) Specify replacement slate, shingles, tile or metal which matches the existing in size, color, composition and fastening or joining detail.

(6) For replacement of roofing, specify materials and fabrication which will reproduce the appearance of the original or subsequent significant roofing materials.

(a) Specify sheathing/decking and other substrate materials which are compatible with the new roofing materials.

(b) Specify roofing paper/felt which is compatible with the roofing and flashing materials.

(c) Specify compatible metals for roofing, flashing and fasteners.

(d) Specify non-corrosive nails and fasteners.

(e) Specify slate, shingles, tile or metal which will duplicate the appearance of the original or significant later roofing.

(7) Request samples of all materials for approval of color, texture, size and composition.

(8) Request preparation of repair samples for review of workmanship.  Approved samples shall serve as the quality standard for all work.

(9) Detail and specify adequate expansion joints for all metalwork.

(10) Specify paint or coating systems which are compatible with the existing or original and which match the original or existing in color, texture and gloss.  Do not use asphalt or bituminous materials for patching or coating.
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CHAPTER 4.  GSA REGIONAL HISTORIC PROPERTIES
 INVENTORY AND STAT SHEETS

1. General.  The appendices to Chapter 4 provide a region by region inventory of GSA structures considered historic with accompanying stat sheets indicating their exterior building materials.

2. Verification.  The information on the individual stat sheets was compiled from GSA resources and by the inspection of GSA building managers and building inspectors.  This information should not be considered complete nor verified.  When inspection is made of any of these properties, the inspector should verify the information given, make corrections, and notify the GSA Regional Historic Preservation Officer so that he/she may do the same.
