MISOPROSTOL ORDERS

1. Maternal T, P, R, BP prior to each insertion

of misoprostol____ mcg _____ (po/vag) dose.

2. Prior to insertion of first tablet obtain EFM

tracing for at least 15 minutes duration.  Have

MD or CNM review.

3. Establish IV access with 18 gauge intracath and 

either:

A. 1000 ml LR at ____ ml/h

B. Saline lock.

4. Bedrest and continuous EFM for one hour

following each misoprostol administration.

5. Vital signs every 30 minutes for the first hour

after insertion of misoprostol tablet, then every

hour for three hours.  

6. If EFM reassuring, patient may ambulate 

following one hour observation.

7. In the event of uterine hypertonicity and

subsequent fetal bradycardia, administer

terbutaline 0.25 mg SQ and notify MD or CNM

immediately.  Nurse may perform vaginal exam

and remove misoprostol tablet if possible.

8. RN may check cervix to assess labor progress.
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
