All Responder records (experience, qualifications, competencies) have been changed to reflect the new position codes. IQCS has been modified so previously Qualified or Trainees (with PTB) will maintain their qualification status without having to meet new position standards, except at agency discretion.

Active Position Task Books (PTBs) (in IQCS) have been changed to the new position code. Certification will award the new position competency. Responders with active PTBs can complete them. New trainees (after 1/30/2006) must use the new PTB.

Supporting IQCS tables have been changed to match the new position codes. Use of old position codes (task books, competencies) should be discontinued. If you find a competency for an old code—such as IOF3 Task Book—in any part of IQCS, please notify the IQCS Help Desk. 
For example: a responder had an active Task Book for Safety Officer Type 3 last year. IQCS has changed that task book designator to SOFR, Safety Officer, Line. So, you should look up the SOFR task book to update or certify that responder in the ‘new’ position of Safety Officer, Line. Don’t look for SOF3 any more. Don’t try to add SOF3 (or any old code from the table above) to anyone’s competencies.
The old position codes have been inactivated; however, past experience can be entered as usual using the new position code. New position codes will appear on qualification cards; old position codes will not. IOF3 experience history records now read PIOF, and so on.
