Lee [J.D., University of Tennessee College of Law; M.A. TEFL, University of Memphis; PhD student in Instructional Technology, University of Tennessee] combined her backgrounds in law and language to co-author American Legal English: Using Language in Legal Contexts, 2nd ed. [University of Michigan Press, 2007]. She is the president and founder of Language4Law, Inc., an online non-profit legal English training company [www.l4law.org] and English Language Concepts, Inc. [www.englishlanguageconcepts.com], a start-up online training company, focusing on various ESPs, such as business, law, medicine, and technology.
Language4Law is a new online multimedia law and language program created by educators in the U.S. and Central and Southeast Europe. The program, provided at no-cost to public universities in Central and Southeast Europe, uses a case-study approach to introduce the language of the law to students in an interactive format that students have found invaluable in their learning. Each module (unit) begins with a legal problem in audio or video format. Students then read the required library materials, which include a highlighted dictionary with pronunciation of the terms. Following that are exercises and review in all the skill areas. The program based in Moodle, an open source course management system, also provides for teacher overview of work that students have done for each unit. Language4Law hopes to expand outside of Europe if there is interest.

Wednesday, November 28 from 4.00 - 5.15 PM How to Become a Good Photographer
Guest Speaker – Ryan Koch, Assistant Information Officer of the U.S. Embassy in Ukraine

This presentation will discuss basic elements of good photography that will enable anyone to take a great picture without expensive equipment.

“Defying Holywood” Seminar Series
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This series of seminars, presented by Ukrainian Fulbright Scholar 2006/07 and lecturer of the National Shevchenko University, Mariya Ustymenko, is a 6-seminar course dedicated to the early history of American independent cinema (1940-1960s). November 16, Friday from 4:00-5:00 PM “Amos Vogel and Cinema 16” (Part I)
November 23, Friday from 4:00-5:00 PM “Amos Vogel and Cinema 16” (Part II)
Born in Austria in 1922, Vogel has been based in New York since 1938, and is one of America's most innovative film curators and historians. In 1947 he created Cinema 16, a pioneering film club aimed at audiences thirsty for work 'that cannot be seen elsewhere,' and in 1967 established the New York Film Festival.Viewing various abstracts from Cinema 16’s short-film screening program.

November 30, Friday from 4:00-5:00 PM “Pop Art as a Cultural Revolution” (Part I)
Andy Warhol worked across a wide range of media — painting, photography, drawing, and sculpture. In addition, he was a highly prolific filmmaker. Between 1963 and 1968, he made more than sixty films. Viewing various abstracts from the artist’s filmography + parts of “Andy Warhol: The Complete Picture” documentary which deal with Warhol and film production.

· Explore international aspects of the arts – music, film, theatre, visual arts, literature, dance – by creating, performing, or studying artworks with an international component. This could include a field trip to a museum or concert or showing a foreign film in a class.

· Trade questions and answers with students from another country through the Internet pen pal clubs, or a Digital Video Conference.

· Organize a cross-cultural potluck lunch in which students bring in or make food from their homeland or ancestor’s homeland.

· Ask students to write essays on countries they would like to visit and why they choose those countries.

· Invite local international experts as speakers: Fulbright Students and Scholars, diplomats, Peace Corps volunteers, business leaders, or journalists.
