NEW MANAGER BUT SAME MISSION FOR USDA BEDFORD OFFICE 

Indianapolis (#01-21; 1-12-2001): USDA Rural Development recently announced that Mary Mudd, a resident of Loogootee, has been named the new manager of its Bedford office.  Ms. Mudd has 23 years of experience working for USDA.  Ms. Mudd, who began working in the Bedford office in 1978, is replacing Donald Foust who recently retired after 35 years of government service.  Ms. Mudd will be responsible for delivering the USDA housing program and other USDA rural development programs in Harrison, Jackson, Lawrence and Washington counties.

The USDA Rural Development office in Bedford recently received special recognition for making the most USDA single family home loans in the state.
