MINUTES

Welcome  - Don Lentzen (DOE-HQ Environmentally Preferable Purchasing Lead)
Update from the Office of the Federal Environmental Executive – Dana Arnold (OFEE) 

· No estimated date for the new Executive Order

· Additional 10 biobased products have been proposed

· A new version (4) of ENERGY STAR has been released for office electronics, which means those taking on the Federal Electronics Challenge need to be aware that some equipment previously labeled as ENERGY STAR compliant might not now be compliant.
· The OFEE’s fall version of its newsletters, called Closing the Circle News, is available.  It focuses on biobased products and features PNNL and PPPL.  It is one of the largest issues to date.

20 Newly Proposed Biobased Products – Shana Love (U.S. Department of Agriculture)
· Mike Green has retired with Shana Love taking over his responsibilities at USDA.

· Focus of FY 2007 will be on marketing and promotion of the biobased program. USDA wants to promote efforts of early adopters.

· USDA now calls the biobased purchasing program the Bio-Preferred program (http://www.biobased.oce.usda.gov/fb4p/f) 

· USDA also will focus on involving the manufacturers of biobased products into the discussion of the proposed biobased items. 

· The comment period for responding to the proposed 20 proposed biobased items has closed.  USDA still would like to receive comments from DOE.

The discussion was then opened to the “floor” and Shana asked for any feedback on the use of the proposed products.

Anne Dustin (INL): Idaho has successfully used a biobased glass cleaner from Gemtek. The United Soybean Council has provided information here.
Sam McCord (Sandia):  The D&D group at Sandia successfully uses a soybased mastic remover  called Beanie-Do from Franmar. 

Tom McGeachen (PPPL):  Hydro-Safe has been successfully used as a hydraulic fluid in elevators.  PPPL is also currently working with John Deere to evaluate performance of biodiesel in John Deere’s Gator utility vehicle. 
Peter Pohlot (BNL): Otis elevators is only honoring warranty with specific biobased products.
USDA is proposing to amend the guidelines for designating biobased products for Federal procurement, to add 10 sections to designate the following 10 items within which biobased products would be afforded Federal procurement preference--Federal Register Notice Part 4 on October 11th (http://www.biobased.oce.usda.gov/fb4p/files/Round_4_proposal.pdf) , with comments due to USDA on December 11th.

The 10 products are as follows with their minimum percentage of biobased materials
· Bath and tile cleaners – 77%
· Clothing products – 25%
· Concrete and asphalt release fluids – 87%

· Cutting, drilling, and tapping oils – 64%

· De-icers – 97%

· Durable plastic films – 61%

· Firearm lubricants – 49%

· Floor strippers – 79%

· Laundry products – 8%

· Wood and concrete sealers – 79%

The sites provided experiences with the 10 proposed products.

Begin Purchasing and Collecting Purchasing Data by March 16, 2007 except for those with asterisk, which will have later purchasing date
· Lubricants, penetrating – 68% biobased content by weight

· Diesel fuel additives – 90%

· Urethane roof coating/sealant – 20%

· Hydraulic fluids for mobile equipment (tractors, etc.) – 44%

· *Bedding, bed linens, towels (User Housing Facilities?) – 12%

· *Water tank coating/sealant – 59%

DOWNLOAD AND RUN BEES 3.0 SOFTWARE
Register for software at http://www.bfrl.nist.gov/oae/software/bees/registration.html (no cost involved):

· Fill out registration form

· Click submit
To install BEES 3.0d: 

· Download bees30dzip.exe, a 14.6 MB self-extracting file. (If prompted during the download, choose to save the file).

· From Windows Explorer, double click on bees30dzip.exe to start self- extraction process.

· When prompted, choose a folder to unzip the file to and click Unzip.

· Using Windows Explorer, go to the folder you specified in Step 3, double click on Setup.exe and follow the directions on the screen. You will need to choose a folder in which to install BEES 3.0d.  This folder must be different from the one you specified in Step 3.

To run BEES 3.0d:

· Select Start->Programs->BEES->BEES 3.0d OR
· Go to “My Computer” or wherever you can see all folders and files on your computer.  Do not try to open the BEES exe file from a software application, such as Word. 

· Go to where you stored the BEES files (probably in a folder labeled “BEES”)

· Open the BEES30d.exe file

· Go to “Analysis” at top of window

· Go to “Define Parameters”
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
