10181.52 Contractor Personnel Security and Suitability Requirements  - In accordance with Clause 52.204-9  Personal Identity Verification of Contractor     Personnel (JAN 2006)
Performance of this contract requires contractor personnel to have a Federal government-issued personal identification card before being allowed access to a DOI facility.  
At least two weeks before start of contract performance, the Contractor will identify all contractor and subcontractor personnel who will require physical access for performance of work under this contract. The Contractor must make their personnel available at the place and time specified in order to initiate screening and background investigations. The following forms, or their equivalent, will be used to initiate the credentialing process:
o  Standard Form (SF) 85 OPM Questionnaire for  Non-Sensitive Positions, (or equivalent SF-85P, SF-86) 
o  OF 306 Declaration for Federal Employment, Complete item #'s 1, 2, 6, 8-13, 16, 17. 
o  FD-258, Fingerprint card (local procedures may require the
     fingerprinting to done at a police station; in this case, 
     any charges are to be borne by the contractor)
o   Fair Credit Reporting Release (if submitting an SF-85P or SF-86). 
     NOTE: The Fair Credit Reporting Release is not required when submitting forms for a NACI (SF-85).

Contractors will submit forms to the requisitioning office which will then be responsible to submit the fully executed forms to Human Resources. Refusal or failure to furnish or authorize provision of information may constitute grounds for denial or revocation of credentials. Government personnel may contact the contractor personnel being screened or investigated in person, by telephone or in writing, and the Contractor agrees to make them available for such contact. 
Alternatively, if an individual has already been credentialed by another agency through OPM, and that credential has not yet expired, further investigation may not be necessary.   
Contractor will keep the Government apprised of changes in personnel to ensure that performance is not delayed by compliance with credentialing processes. Cards that have been lost, damaged, or stolen must be reported to the Issuing Office within 24 hours. Replacement will be at the contractor's expense.  
Before starting work under this contract, a National Agency Check (NAC) will be conducted to verify the identity of the individual applying for clearance. Upon successful completion of the NAC process, an identification card will be issued and access granted. 
Simultaneously, a NAC with Inquiries (NACI) will be initiated to determine the individual's suitability for the position.  If the NACI adjudication is favorable, nothing more needs to be done.  If the adjudication is unfavorable, the credentials will be revoked.  In the event of a disagreement between the Contractor and the Government concerning the suitability of an individual to perform work under this contract, DOI shall have the right of final determination. 
This requirement must be incorporated into any subcontracts that require subcontractor personnel to have regular and routine unsupervised access to a Federally controlled facility for more than 180 calendar days or any unsupervised access to a Federally controlled Level 3 or 4 information system.

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture. 
“Restricted business operations” means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. Performance Work Statement
1.  General:
This is a performance-based contract for janitorial services at the Red Bluff Fish & Wildlife Office Trailer located at the Coleman National Fish Hatchery, 2411 Coleman Fish Hatchery Road in Anderson, CA.  The overall responsibility of the Contractor is to coordinate, plan, manage and perform the activities described herein, which are required to maintain an acceptable appearance of the trailer.  
The trailer is a 14' x 66' Fleetwood Mobile home with a total of 952 sq. ft. and contains 4 rooms, 2 bathrooms, a refrigerator and microwave.  Services will be provided at a firm fixed monthly price.  
2.  Scope:
The contractor shall provide all supervision, personnel, materials, tools, supplies and equipment (except as noted below in paragraph 4) and shall coordinate, schedule and assure completion of all services described herein.
The work will be performed in accordance with the schedule below. 3.  Performance Standards:
The contractor shall provide the technical effort necessary to achieve the defined standards for each of the tasks listed below.  The contractor shall ensure papers and personal items are not disturbed during performance of services.

3.1  Sweep/Mop Floors
Sweep/mop all non-carpeted floor surface areas, including corners so that after sweeping/mopping the floors are free of all visible litter, dust, soil, stains, film and foreign debris.  When completed they shall have a uniform appearance and are free of streaks, marks, detergent 
residue and standing water.  All items of furniture such as chairs shall be returned to their original position when sweeping is completed.

3.2  Vacuum Carpet/Mats
Vacuum all carpeted floor surface areas so that they are free of all visible litter, dust and dirt.  All surface litter such as paper, rubber bands, paper clips, etc. shall be removed prior to vacuuming.  The Contractor shall move any chairs, trash receptacles and easily moveable items to vacuum underneath and then replace them in the original position.

3.3  Bathrooms/Kitchen
Use a suitable non-abrasive cleaner and disinfectant on all sink areas, toilets, mirrors and shower facilities.  All surfaces shall be free of grime, soap scum, mold and smudges and have a uniform sheen.  Contractor shall replace toilet paper, paper towels and soap in all dispensers as needed.

3.4  Furniture/Level Surfaces
Furniture and other horizontal and vertical surfaces including but not limited to desk tops, chairs, bookshelves, file cabinets, pictures, displays, corners, walls, counters, crevices, doors, tables (tops and legs) window ledges, blinds shall be clean and free of dust..

3.5  Windows/Lights
All windows, screens and lights (including covers) inside and outside, shall be clean and free of film, hand marks, streaks and any other extraneous matter.

3.6  Waste Containers
Waste containers including trash receptacles, wastebaskets and recycling bins shall be emptied and cleaned and maintained with clean liners, free of odors, visible dirt and trash.

3.7  Refrigerator/Microwave
All surfaces of the Refrigerator and microwave (inside and outside) shall be free of all dirt, dried on food etc and have a uniform sheen to 
them.
4.  Government Furnished Property and Supplies:
The Government will provide all garbage can liners, trash bags, paper towels, soap for dispensers and toilet paper.  The contractor shall notify the Project Leader when supplies are low to assure adequate stock is maintained. 
5.  Contractor Furnished Property and Supplies:
The contractor shall furnish all equipment, chemicals, supplies and materials necessary to complete the tasks except as noted above in paragraph 3.  Equipment shall be used and maintained in accordance with the manufacturer's directions and meet all applicable OSHA standards.
6.  Safety:
Contractor shall put in place safety measures to reduce the risk of injuries in the performance of work.  Should any accidents or injuries arise either to a person or property, contractor is to notify Project Leader immediately and cooperate fully in any investigation as necessary.

1)  Under the SCA at section 8(b), this wage determination does not apply to any
employee who individually qualifies as a bona fide executive, administrative, or
professional employee as defined in 29 C.F.R. Part 541.  Because most Computer
System Analysts and Computer Programmers who are compensated at a rate not less than
$27.63 (or on a salary or fee basis at a rate not less than $455 per week) an hour
would likely qualify as exempt computer professionals, (29 C.F.R. 541.400) wage
rates may not be listed on this wage determination for all occupations within those
job families.  In addition, because this wage determination may not list a wage rate
for some or all occupations within those job families if the survey data indicates
that the prevailing wage rate for the occupation equals or exceeds $27.63 per hour
conformances may be necessary for certain nonexempt employees.

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you
work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential
and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.
 If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your
regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday
premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees
employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or
in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This
includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive
ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder
and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or
explosives.  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance
operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All
operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.
A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that
represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to
ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials
which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the
employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the
like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.
All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and
incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials
are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for
ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.
** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **
If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract
(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or
local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by
laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an
employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage
determination.

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance.  The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services.  The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights—
(1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and 
(2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 
(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). (c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 
(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-01, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 
(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-01, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 
(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. (3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.
(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.
(5) Overpayments. (s) Order of precedence. An offer may be withdrawn in person by an offeror or its authorized representative if, before the exact time set for receipt of offers, the identity of the person requesting withdrawal is established and the person signs a receipt for the offer.
(g) Contract award (not applicable to Invitation for Bids). The Government intends to evaluate offers and award a contract without discussions with offerors. Therefore, the offeror's initial offer should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint. However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary. The Government may reject any or all offers if such action is in the public interest; accept other than the lowest offer; and waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received.

(4) A summary of the rationale for award;
(5) For acquisitions of commercial items, the make and model of the item to be delivered by the successful offeror.
(6) Reasonable responses to relevant questions posed by the debriefed offeror as to whether source-selection procedures set forth in the solicitation, applicable regulations, and other applicable authorities were followed by the agency.

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. 
The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:
Technical Capability
This factor consists of two sub-factors:

-Experience & Past Performance
The Offeror shall provide documentation demonstrating knowledge, experience and past performance (a minimum of three years) pertaining to this type of work.

-Quality Assurance Plan
The Quality Assurance Plan will be used to evaluate the offer's understanding of the project, the likeliness to prevent discrepancies and responsiveness to correct deficiencies.
Price
An Offeror's proposal shall represent the offerors best efforts to the solicitation.  The total evaluated price will be the sum of all the line items listed.
A single award will be made to the successful offeror.  Technical Capability including sub-factors, when combined, are more important than price/cost.  Therefore, award may not necessarily be made to the offeror submitting the lowest offer.  In any case, the Government reserves the right to make award to that offeror whose proposal provides the best overall value to the Government.
(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).
