Michigan Concerns with the REAL ID Act Implementation
1) Foreign passports – if verification is not possible, must states still authenticate the document (the document contains appropriate security features and appears authentic)?
2) Truncated names – Standardization is needed so all states are applying same business rules for truncation
3) Will native American tribal IDs be acceptable identification to prove United States citizenship?

4) Michigan law extends reciprocity to Canada and its provinces, accepting Canadian driver’s licenses as a primary document for identification.  Can Michigan continue to extend such reciprocity?

5) Internal fraud will become more of a risk factor as additional external controls are added.  

6) Funding is a concern – both one-time implementation and ongoing costs.
