Examples of items purchased are: pharmaceuticals; medical supplies; perishable subsistence; equipment, supplies and materials for facility operation; maintenance and operation of medical and scientific equipment; building construction, maintenance and repair; prosthetic and orthopedic aids and medical gases.

The VA National Acquisition Center (NAC) is the largest combined contracting activity with the Department.  The NAC is responsible for supporting the health care delivery systems of the VA and other Government agencies by providing and validating a centralized acquisition program for health care products in a cost-effective manner.

In the future, FedBizOpps will expand to include electronic receipt of bids, proposals and quotes.  The Federal government is using FedBizOpps to work toward a paperless form of procurement.  GSA posts its major procurement opportunities, including the Multiple Award Schedule (MAS) contracts, on FedBizOpps.  Multiple Award Schedule solicitations are continuously open with no bid opening or bid closing date.

· Select Offices and Locations of Federal agencies or the Military
· Watch for current procurements by Posted Dates
· Check on Award data to identify subcontracting opportunities
