(c) Contractors who are authorized to conduct their own screening using the NASA Equipment Management System (NEMS) and other Government sources of excess property shall provide the evidence of screening results with their request for contracting officer consent. Requests to purchase based on unsuitability of items found shall include rationale for the determined unsuitability.

G.7           INSTALLATION-ACCOUNTABLE GOVERNMENT PROPERTY (NFS 1852.245-71) (JUNE 1998)

a) The Government property described in the clause at 1852.245-77, List of Installation- Accountable Property and Services, shall be made available to the Contractor on a no-charge basis for use in performance of this contract. (i) The contractor's purchase order shall require the vendor to deliver the property to the installation central receiving area;

(ii) The contractor shall furnish a copy of each purchase order, prior to delivery by the vendor, to the installation central receiving area: 

(iii) The contractor shall establish a record of the property as required by FAR 45.5 and 1845.5 and furnish to the Industrial Property Officer a DD Form 1149 Requisition and Invoice/Shipping 

Document (or installation equivalent) to transfer accountability to the Government within 5 working days after receipt of the property by the contractor. The contractor is accountable for all contractor-acquired property until the property is transferred to the Government's accountability.

The Contracting Officer may, in NASA's interest, withhold payment until a reserve not exceeding $25,000 or 5 percent of the amount of the contract, whichever is less, has been set aside, if the Contractor fails to submit annual NF 1018 reports in accordance with 1845.505-14 and any supplemental instructions for the current reporting period issued by NASA. Such reserve shall be withheld until the Contracting Officer has determined that the required reports have been received by NASA. The withholding of any amount or the subsequent payment thereof shall not be construed as a waiver of any Government right. 

(d) A final report shall be submitted within 30 days after disposition of all property subject to reporting when the contract performance period is complete in accordance with (b)(1) through (3) of this clause.

(p) Specialized vehicle maintenance TV vans, audio vans, cable trucks, splicing trailers forklifts, generators, air dryers and purge system connections.

(q) Training courses or successors listed in Figures 8-1 and 8-2.

(r) Packing, crating, shipping including TAL site shipping.

(s) Rigging, high lift and heavy lift support

(t) Non-destructive evaluation radiography.

(u) Security including TAL site security.

(v) Delivery of fuel for trucks and generators in the field.

(w) Documentation release authority for NASA, KSC and 45th Space Wing

(x) Environmental support including blood level testing, gas testing after initial contractor evaluation of manholes, asbestos testing and containment.

(y) Proofloading

(z) Hazardous Waste Management including hazardous and controlled waste handling, treatment, collection, and disposal.  Generators of waste shall contain, document, and store waste for pickup and disposal by the Government.

Services include rescue, ambulance transport to off site hospitals as required, fire prevention planning and fire protection engineering.  Fire alarm systems and suppression systems maintenance is also provided by the Government except for Contractor assigned deluge systems.

(dd) Excess Property Disposal service.

Services include the receipt and disposal of excess property for Contractors and other Government organizations.

(ee) Technical Documentation

Provide access to Technical Documentation through the technical documentation center.

(ff) Structural and Power Systems Engineering Services.

Analysis and design of poles, concrete or metal mounts, pedestals, blast covers, structural supports, cable trays, conduit and special power exterior to maintained facilities.

(gg) Aircraft for Aerial Photography/Videography

The Government shall provide the aircraft necessary for aerial photography/videography.

(hh) Ships for Sea Photography/Videography 

The Government shall provide the ships necessary for sea photography/vidoegraphy.

(ii) Base and Range Shop Support.

Government support will be provided in the areas of timing camera sequencing services, COMSEC, searchlights, ablative coating and nitrogen purge for camera boxes.

(jj)  Portable Pressure Vessel Maintenance and Repair Services

Maintenance and testing of portable pressure vessels (K-bottles) and regulators

(kk)  Electromagnetic Measurement and Analysis as required to meet contract requirements

(ll)  Roads and Grounds Services

(mm)  Sandblast Shop

Blasting and coating services are provided using a variety of blasting media by certified personnel.  The Contractor will deliver and pick up items to the sandblasting shop for service.

(nn) Maintenance and Shops Support Services

Fabrication of all cables that connect to the 9099 interface, fabrication and refurbishment of camera window assemblies, welding, pedestal and mount fabrication and repair, Timing and Photo systems cable maintenance and repair, conduit installation, painting, corrosion control, application of ablatives and fabrication of metal tags for use with, or attached to SFOC or successor maintained facilities.

In the event that the Government is unable to provide the items specified in paragraphs a though (nn) above, or in the event the items are not available in a timely manner through Government resources, such items as are required in the performance of this contract may be procured by the Contractor with the prior written approval of the Contracting Officer.

The Contractor agrees to make every reasonable effort to anticipate and make known to the Government what its requirements are sufficiently in advance to permit the Government to fulfill them in a timely manner in order to minimize Contractor procurement.

SECURITY CONTROLS AT KSC (KSC 52.204-90)(NOV 2000) 

A.  Identification of Employees
The contractor shall require each employee engaged on the work site to display NASA-furnished identification badges and special access badges at all times.  The contractor shall obtain and submit badging request forms for each person employed or to be employed by the contractor under this contract.  The contractor shall designate its own security and badging officials to act as points-of-contact for the KSC Security Office.  Prior to proceeding with onsite performance, the contractor shall submit the following information to the Protective Services Branch, Code TA-E2, Kennedy Space Center:

a.  Contract number and location of work site(s)

b.  Contract commencement and completion dates

c.  Status as prime or subcontractor

d.  Names of designated security and badging officials

Identification and badging of employees shall be accomplished as soon as practicable after award of the contract.  During performance of the contract, the contractor shall, upon termination of an employee, immediately deliver badges and/or passes issued to the employee to the NASA Security Office.  It is agreed and understood that all NASA identification badges/passes remain the property of NASA, and the Government reserves the right to invalidate such badges/passes at any time.

B.  Access to Controlled Areas within KSC
1. Certain areas within KSC have been designated as Controlled Areas.  These are normally surrounded by fencing and have an entrance gate monitored by a guard or monitoring device.  Access into such areas is classified into "escorted" or "unescorted" access.  For each employee for which the contractor desires to have unescorted access, the prescribed forms must be submitted to the NASA Security Office.  Due to the time required to process requests for unescorted access, the contractor is advised to complete and submit the required forms as soon as practicable after contract award.  Within 14 working  days after the receipt of the forms, the NASA Security Office will determine whether the person is eligible for unescorted access.   

2. The prime contractor is responsible for providing escort services for any of his employees and/or any subcontractor employees who are not eligible for unescorted access.

3. All requests for unescorted access by subcontractors will be submitted through the prime contractor for forwarding to the NASA Security Office. 

H.3     SECURITY CONTROLS FOR DOD

A.
Security Requirements.  The contractor shall comply with CCAFS, and PAFB security requirements.  The contractor shall submit to the contracting officer the name and address of each employee working under this contract ten (10) days prior to the start of work, and fill out questionnaires or other forms as may be required for security purposes, as required by the National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual, (DoD 5220.22-M), Personnel Security Program (DOD 5200.2-R), Personnel Security Program Management (AFI 31.501), or as directed by the contracting officer.

The contractor shall require each employee engaged on the work site to display government furnished identification badges and special access badges at all times.  The contractor shall upon termination of an employee, immediately deliver badges and/or passes issued to the employee to the issuing Pass and Identification Control Center 

B.
Access to Secure Areas.  Portions of the work under the contract are performed in secure areas, needing specific access requirements.  These secure controlled/restricted areas are normally surrounded by fencing and have an entrance gate monitored by a guard or monitoring device.  Access into such areas is classified into “escorted” and “unescorted” access.  All persons requiring unescorted access to a secure area shall be the subject of a favorable security investigation (security clearance) required for access to that area or, in most cases, will be escorted by an approved escort official.  The contractor is responsible for providing escort services for any of his employees and/or any subcontractor employees who are not eligible for unescorted access.  

Personnel requiring access to Air Force restricted areas but not classified information will be granted access based upon a favorable Trustworthy National Agency Check (NAC) submitted by the Air Force.  The contractor shall submit a Standard Form (SF) 85P to the 45th Security Force Squadron, Personnel Security Office, PAFB (45 SFS/SFAP) for processing.  Upon favorable check the contractor shall request a security badge using AF Form 2586.  Personnel requiring access to areas containing classified information or material shall have the appropriate security clearance as approved by Defense Investigative Security Clearance Office.

C.  Interfaces.  The contractor shall comply with controlled/restricted area procedures and instructions, to include proper security clearances and certification under NASA’s Personnel Reliability Program (PRP).  Contractor personnel working in controlled/restricted areas, such as payload processing facilities, launch areas, and computer rooms, may be required to sign in and out, state the nature of business at the entrance desk, and display a unique user provided badge.  All work in controlled/restricted areas shall be coordinated with the respective unit or organization in accordance with local agency security procedures.

      AF contractor personnel who are currently NASA PRP certified and hired under KICS contract will remain in their original reinvestigation cycle.  Additionally, current AF contractor personnel hired for the KICS contract who now have an AF Restricted Area Badge will be “Grandfathered” into the NASA PRP Program and granted PRP certification.  These employees will be placed in a normal reinvestigation cycle and will be requested to complete KSC Form 90 every two and a half to five years, or for cause.  PRP is not a general screening requirement for all contractor employees.  It is only required for persons requiring unescorted access to Mission Critical Space Systems Areas, persons in Mission Critical positions, and persons performing certain Information Security (IS) functions.  

H.4
MOTOR VEHICLE MANAGEMENT (KSC 52.208-90) (APR 2001)

The contractor shall acquire and manage motor vehicles necessary to support the performance of the contract.  Such needed vehicles are to be acquired and managed in the manner most efficient and economic to the Government.  Vehicles may be obtained from the GSA Interagency Motor Pool, commercial sources, or other sources.  Costs related to motor vehicles shall be borne by the contractor and reimbursed by the Government to the extent allowable in accordance with the terms of the contract relating to the reimbursement of costs.

The contractor will use KSC Form 7-490 (KSC Vehicle Use Record) to record vehicle utilization for all GSA and commercial rental vehicles.  These records will be maintained and made available at the request of the Contracting Officer for a period of 18 months.  Two copies of the monthly billings, both GSA and commercial, for motor vehicle services will be forwarded to the Contracting Officer each month with a copy to the KSC Transportation Office, Code TA-E1.  The contractor shall assure that all vehicle operators are appropriately licensed in the state.  The contractor will furnish GSA a copy of their third party automobile insurance policy if acquiring GSA motor vehicles.

The contractor shall prepare and submit a Vehicle Utilization Plan (DRD H-1) semiannually.  One copy of the form shall be forwarded to the Contracting Officer, with a copy to KSC Transportation Office, Code TA-E1.  This plan shall, as a minimum, demonstrate the economic and efficient management of vehicles and fuel.  It shall forecast the vehicle requirements for 2 years allowing at least 6 months advance notice for additional requirements.  It shall demonstrate the techniques utilized by the contractor to assure that vehicles are used for official purposes only.

H.5
TASK ORDERING PROCEDURE (NFS 1852.216-80)(OCT 1996)
(a) Only the Contracting Officer may issue Task Orders to the Contractor, providing specific authorization or direction to perform work within the scope of the contract and as specified in the schedule.  The Contractor may incur costs under this contract in performance of Task Orders and Task Order modifications issued in accordance with this clause.  No other costs are authorized unless otherwise specified in the contract or expressly authorized by the Contracting Officer.  

(b) Prior to issuing a Task Order, the Contracting Officer shall provide the Contractor with the following data:

(1) A functional description of the work identifying the objectives or results desired from the contemplated Task Order.

(2) Proposed performance standards to be used as criteria for determining whether the work requirements have been met.

(3) A request for a task plan from the Contractor to include the technical approach, period of performance, appropriate cost information, and any other information required to determine the reasonableness of the Contractor's proposal.

(c) Within 15 working days after receipt of the Contracting Officer's request, the Contractor shall submit a task plan conforming to the request.

(d) After review and any necessary discussions, the Contracting Officer may issue a Task Order to the Contractor containing, as a minimum, the following:

(1) Date of the order.

(2) Contract number and order number.

(3) Functional description of the work identifying the objectives or results desired from the Task Order, including special instructions or other information necessary for performance of the task.

(4) Performance standards, and where appropriate, quality assurance standards.

(5) Maximum dollar amount authorized (cost and fees).  This includes allocation of award fee to non-labor cost among award fee periods, if applicable.

(6) Any other resources (travel, materials, equipment, facilities, etc.) authorized.

(7) Delivery/performance schedule including start and end dates.

(8) If contract funding is by individual Task Order, accounting and appropriation data.

(e) The Contractor shall provide acknowledgment of receipt to the Contracting Officer within 3 working days after receipt of the Task Order.

(f) If time constraints do not permit issuance of a fully defined Task Order in accordance with the procedures described in paragraphs (a) through (d), a Task Order which includes a ceiling price may be issued.

(g) The Contracting Officer may amend tasks in the same manner in which they were issued.

(h) In the event of a conflict between the requirements of the Task Order and the Contractor's approved task plan, the Task Order shall prevail.

H.6       DELIVERY ORDER PROCEDURES FOR DOD REQUIREMENTS
                  a. MINIMUM INSURANCE COVERAGE (NASA 1852.228-75) (OCT 1988)

The Contractor shall obtain and maintain insurance coverage as follows for the performance of this contract: 

(a) Worker's compensation and employer's liability insurance as required by applicable Federal and state workers' compensation and occupational disease statutes.  If occupational diseases are not compensable under those statutes, they shall be covered under the employer's liability section of the insurance policy, except when contract operations are so commingled with the Contractor's commercial operations that it would not be practical.  The employer's liability coverage shall be at least $100,000, except in States with exclusive or monopolistic funds that do not permit workers' compensation to be written by private carriers. 

(b) Comprehensive general (bodily injury) liability insurance of at least $500,000 per occurrence. 

(c) Motor vehicle liability insurance written on the comprehensive form of policy, which provides for bodily injury and property damage liability covering the operation of all motor vehicles used in connection with performing the contract. Policies covering motor vehicles operated in the United States shall provide coverage of at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury liability and $20,000 per occurrence for property damage.  The amount of liability coverage on other policies shall be commensurate with any legal requirements of the locality and sufficient to meet normal and customary claims. 

(d) Comprehensive general and motor vehicle liability policies shall contain a provision worded as follows: 

"The insurance company waives any right of subrogation against the United States of America which may arise by reason of any payment under the policy." 

(e) When aircraft are used in connection with performing the contract, aircraft public and passenger liability insurance of at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, other than passenger liability, and $200,000 per occurrence for property damage. ASBESTOS-CONTAINING BUILDING MATERIALS (KSC 52.223-119)

(JUN 2002)

(a) Asbestos-Containing Building Materials (ACBM) are known to be present in facilities assigned under the scope of this contract.  The Government will provide information regarding the location and quantity of known ACBM in NASA/KSC facilities to the facility tenant organizations through the JBOSC Environmental Health office.  

(b) Special requirements, coordination, and precautions will apply to any work taking place under contracts that involves disturbance of ACBM.  Contractors whose contracts require work involving ACBM are required to provide a written program for such work as part of its health and safety plan which is consistent with the requirements of 29 CFR 1926.1101 and address the NESHAPS requirements under 40 CFR 61 Subpart M.  The contractor shall coordinate any such work involving ACBM with JBOSC Environmental Health, SGS Fire Services, and any other resident government or contractor organization whose employees may have access to the work location.

(4) Not be modified, terminated, or a new plan adopted without the prior written approval of the cognizant NASA Contracting Officer. 

(b) The Contractor shall include paragraph (a) of this clause in subcontracts for continuing services under a service contract if:

H.13  
CONFINED SPACE WORK REQUIREMENTS (KSC 52.223-101) (JAN 2001) 

          (MODIFIED)

A.  Special requirements, coordination, and precautions will apply to any contract work taking place in confined spaces.  Each contractor contracted to perform work in confined spaces is required to provide a written program for such work as part of its health and safety plan which is consistent with the requirements of 29 CFR 1910.146.  For work in telecommunications manholes, provisions of 29 CFR 1910.268(o) are also applicable.  The contractor shall coordinate any such work in confined spaces with SGS Environmental Health, SGS Fire Services, and any other resident government or contractor organization whose employees may have access to the work location.  The provision of Environmental Health services by the government does not prohibit the contractor from providing their own atmospheric testing. C.  Confined spaces, which contain water, shall be pumped out by the contractor prior to scheduling a confined space entry check.

D.  In addition to the requirements set forth above, the Contractor shall notify and obtain approval from the Power Coordinator, telephone 321-867-7300, and/or from Communications Control, telephone 321-867-4141, respectively, prior to performing work in electrical and/or communications manholes.
H.14
REQUEST FOR INFORMATION/CLARIFICATION (KSC 52.242-92) (OCT 2000)

The Contractor shall promptly report to the Contracting Officer all problems or conflicting technical information encountered during the contract performance so that the Government may provide solutions or appropriate direction.  Such problems shall be reported on KSC Form No. 8-268, "Request for Information/Clarification," to be provided by the Government.  A copy of each RFIC will be provided to the Contract Technical Representative concurrently with the transmittal to the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall log and control each Request for Information/Clarification (RFIC), including those generated by subcontractors.

The report shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer with copies to Workforce Planning and Analysis Office, (Code BA-D) and Industrial Labor Relations Office (Code QA-A).

AUTHORIZED CHANGES 
NASA/KSC or Air Force 45th Space Wing contracting officers are authorized to issue orders and sign modifications to the contract and perform all actions consistent with FAR 1.602.  Performance of the work under this contract is subject to the written technical direction of the NASA contracting officer’s technical representative or 45th Space Wing program manager.

H.17
MANAGEMENT OF NASA-OWNED/CONTRACTOR-HELD RECORDS 

(KSC 52.245-90) (NOV 1998)

(a) NASA-owned/Contractor-held records shall be maintained by the Contractor in accordance with the instructions set forth in the latest editions of NPG 1440.6, NASA Records Management Program, NPG 1441.1, NASA Records Retention Schedules, and KMI 1440.1, KSC Records Management and Vital Records Programs.  As directed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall obtain prior approval from the Contracting Officer to destroy or remove records subject to this clause.   

(b) NASA-owned/Contractor-held records shall consist of documentation of Contractor activities and functions necessary for the performance of this contract, including, but not limited to, documentation of those day-to-day operating procedures that are essential to carrying out the statement of work and those actions, organizational structure, policies, decisions, operations, and activities necessary to perform or continue the work performed under the contract.  NASA-owned/Contractor-held records shall not include those Contractor records that relate exclusively to the Contractor's internal business or are of a general nature not specifically related to the performance of work under the contract. The Contractor's general policies, procedures, etc., that apply to the general conduct of its business do not fall under the purview of this clause.  When in doubt, the Contractor shall seek the Contracting Officer's determination as to which records are subject to this clause.  

(c) The Contractor shall ensure that NASA-owned/Contractor-held records are segregated from company-owned records and from non-record materials.  This clause operates independently from and is not intended to affect, or be effected by, the Contractor records provisions contained in FAR Subpart 4.7 and the clauses referenced therein.    

(d) The Contractor, through the Contracting Officer, shall coordinate with the KSC Records Manager, on matters requiring advice, such as marking and segregating such records, or technical assistance in all areas of management pertaining to such records.

Request for Government-furnished property shall be made in writing to the Contracting Officer no later than 15 days prior to the Contractor's need date for that item.

The Contractor shall verify the quantity and condition of such Government-furnished property upon receipt and acknowledge receipt thereof in writing to the Contracting Officer.  In case of damage or shortage of such property the Contractor shall within twenty-four (24) hours report in writing such damage or shortage to the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall be responsible for storage of all delivered Government-furnished property in such a manner as to protect the Government-furnished property from deterioration.

PHASE IN PERIOD

The Contractor shall assume contract responsibility for performing all the requirements of this contract on January 01, 2004.  During the phase in period first quarter of fiscal year 2004, not to exceed 90 days, under a not-to-exceed cost of Proposed by Offeror, the Contractor shall accomplish phase-in and training of Contractor personnel as required for the assumption of full contract responsibility. (a) The contractor shall support, and participate in, NASA’s Technology Transfer/Commercialization Program by assisting the transfer of technology developed under government contract to the private sector. 1. Dual use development of cutting edge technology having applications both within and outside the aerospace community.  

2. Collaborative efforts with third parties for the purpose of transferring technology.

4. Applications engineering work for the purpose of adapting the developed technology to a specific use.

(b) All projects and associated agreements will be coordinated with the COTR, IT&C Directorate, and directed in writing by the contracting officer.  Agreements will state funding requirements, project description, scope of project, reporting requirements, and responsible NASA and contractor personnel.  Ownership of rights to the technology developed under these collaborative and partnership activities shall be addressed in the individual agreements.  Projects utilizing government funds will be approved by the contracting officer.

(c) Contractor commitment to technology transfer/commercialization can be demonstrated by the development of internal programs aimed at:

1. Education and training its workforce in technology transfer activities.

2. Motivating its employees to report new technology as required by FAR 52.227-12. 

3. Assisting its subcontractor with technology transfer activities.

H.21 CAPITALIZATION OF CONTRACTOR OWNED EQUIPMENT

(b) Contractor Records.  The contractor agrees to maintain complete records of capital equipment that is subject to this clause, including date of purchase, estimated service life, purchase price, depreciation base, method and schedule, and amount of depreciation recorded to date.  

(c) Right to Purchase.  If upon expiration or termination of this contract the government does not thereafter contract with the contractor for the performance of the same, or substantially the same services contemplated by this contract, the contractor shall, upon request by the successor contractor(s), transfer title to any prime contractor dedicated equipment identified in the records referenced above, to the successor contractor(s) at net book value, subject to reasonable terms and conditions regarding payment and other matters to be agreed upon by the contractor and successor contractors.  

(d) Contract Closeout.   The gain or loss on sale of fixed assets will be charged or credited to the contract upon completion of the contract, for a period not exceeding 120 calendar days after completion of the contract.  This will include capitalized equipment, software, and termination expense on equipment leases.  This applies only to contractor replacement of government furnished property, and is effective for property replaced.  The contractor shall be responsible for the disposal of any property not transferred to a successor contractor under paragraph (c) above.  Allowability of costs under this clause is subject to proper record keeping as required by paragraph (b) above.

(b) The contractor shall take appropriate measures to assure that its personnel, who have or might reasonably have access to such information and data referred to in paragraph (a) above, agree to honor the contractor’s commitment and safeguard such information and data.  

(c) It is further anticipated that in performance of this contract the contractor may also have access to, be furnished, use, or generate the following types of data (recorded information):

1. Data of third parties bearing limited rights or restricted rights notices submitted either to the government or directly to the contractor; 

2. Other data of third parties which the government has agreed to handle under protective arrangements; or

3. Data, generated by the government or the contractor for third parties, for which the government intends to control the use and dissemination until delivered to the third parties.

(d) In order to protect the interests of the government, the owners, and the intended recipients of the data described in paragraph (c), the contractor further agrees, with respect to such data described in subparagraph (c)1 and, when so identified by the contracting officer or designated representative, with respect to data described in subparagraphs (c)2 and (c)3, to:

1. Use and disclose such data only to the extent necessary to perform the work required under this contract, with particular emphasis on restricting the data to employees having a “need to know”;

ADMINISTRATIVE ASSET TRANSITION

The contractor agrees that the administrative telephone instruments and associated services provided under this contract are essential to the Government and shall be continued without interruption.  The transition of these assets (e.g., hardware and software) from the incumbent to a successor Contractor (or the Government in the event of no successor), shall be accomplished in accordance with the following:

Transition of Assets:  All existing assets shall remain installed and usable by the Government through the transition of assets or their replacement by the successor contractor. The assets will be provided on an “as is/where is” basis. In the event that the successor contractor chooses not to use the existing assets, it will coordinate removing those assets with the predecessor contractor who has responsibility to dispose of those assets. Continuity of Services:  All Administrative Telephone assets and services shall transition with no degradation to service. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing prior to incorporating any item, component, subcomponent, process, or software, wherein the related technical data or computer software qualifies as limited rights data or restricted computer software in accordance with Alternate II and III of Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) 52.227-14 and NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) 1852.227-86.  This notification does not apply to commercial off-the-shelf (shrink-wrapped) computer software, and corresponding documentation, that has a standard commercial license unless the software is to be incorporated as a subcomponent in a developmental effort.

(b) Technical data and computer software delivered shall not be marked with restrictive legends unless the Contracting Officer has given prior written consent.

(c) All license agreements shall be compliant with Federal laws, regulations and the terms and conditions of this contract and shall be transferable to the Government upon completion of the contract without any additional cost to the Government.  One copy of the final negotiated license agreement shall be forwarded to the Contracting Officer within thirty (30) calendar days of agreement to ensure compliance.

LIMITED RIGHTS DATA NOTICE

(a) Notwithstanding any other terms and conditions of this contract, the Government shall have the right to disclose technical data marked as limited rights data outside the Government, without obtaining permission from the Contractor, under the following circumstances:

(b) Prior to disclosure, except in emergency circumstances as identified in Paragraphs 4 and 5 above, the Government shall require the recipient to sign an agreement, provided by and acceptable to the Contractor, to protect the data from unauthorized use and disclosure.  The Contractor shall provide a copy of the acceptable nondisclosure agreement to the Contracting Officer no later than thirty (30) calendar days after contract award.

(a) With the exception of financial information, the Government shall have unlimited rights to use and distribute to third parties any administrative or management information developed by the Contractor or a Subcontractor at any tier in whole or in part or the performance of the contract or first produced in the performance of the contract, whether or not said information is specified as a contract deliverable, if created in whole or in part at Governmental expense.  The Contracting Officer may, at any time during the contract performance or within a period of three (3) years after acceptance of all items to be delivered under this contract, order any administrative or management information developed by the Contractor or a subcontractor at any tier in whole or in part for the performance of the contract or first produced in the performance of the contract.

(b) The Contracting Officer may release the Contractor from the requirements of this clause for specifically identified information at any time during the three (3) year period set forth in Paragraph (a) of this clause.

The contractor shall appoint a representative at the work site with full authority to receive and execute, on behalf of the contractor, such contract modifications, notices, policy directives, etc., as may be issued pursuant to the terms of this contract.
