The tables on these pages include answers to frequently asked questions, including the names of national monuments established by acts of Congress; the number of national monuments established by presidents; name or designation changes to national monuments; abolished national monuments; and statistics related to the administration of national monuments by federal agency.
National Monuments Established by Acts of Congress

A number of national parks were established by acts of Congress, not by presidential proclamation under the authority of the Antiquities Act of 1906.  The term “national monuments” in both Presidential and Congressional cases is an indication of management status.
