Cape Cod National Seashore comprises 43,604 acres of shoreline and upland landscape features, including a forty-mile long stretch of pristine sandy beach, dozens of clear, deep, freshwater kettle ponds, and upland scenes that depict evidence of how people have used the land. A variety of historic structures are within the boundary of the Seashore, including lighthouses, a life-saving station, and Cape Cod style houses. The Seashore offers six swimming beaches, eleven self-guiding nature trails, and a variety of picnic areas and scenic overlooks.

Current work focuses on conducting inventories of and establishing monitoring protocols for natural resource areas, developing and field-testing educational curriculum, partnering with NASA to utilize data gathered from space to learn about and manage resources, maximizing relationships with educational community and scientists to carry out important park research.
