Naval Postgraduate School – Homeland Security Master of Arts Program

The U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s Office for Domestic Preparedness is partnering with the Naval Postgraduate School to offer a Homeland Security Master of Arts program for local, state, and federal government officials (civilian and military) with responsibilities in Homeland Security.  The purpose of the program is:

· Prepare local and state leaders for future Homeland Security challenges

· Equip leaders with the specialized knowledge & skills they will need in their work

· Promote and build interagency cooperation at the local, state and federal levels.  

The master’s degree program is an 18-month program that provides participants with an enhanced understanding of how best to effectively manage challenges, including:

· Asymmetric threats and Terrorism

· Critical infrastructure protection (including information systems & networks)

· Civil-military relations

· Planning & budget strategies for Homeland Security

· Communication, command, and control (C3), modeling & simulation

· Intelligence operations for Homeland Security 

Courses include:

· NS 3180: Introduction to Homeland Defense and Security

· NS 3027: Introduction to Civil-Military Relations

· SO 3210: Asymmetric Conflict in Homeland Security

· CS 3660: Critical Infrastructure: Vulnerability Analysis and Protection

Recognizing the time constraints and particular needs of today’s managers, the program is structured as follows: each quarter, students will take two courses requiring only 2 weeks of residency (at NPS in Monterey, CA) and 8-9 weeks of distance learning.  A Master’s level Thesis is required in addition to the 44 hours of coursework. The total residency requirement of the entire 18-month program is 12 weeks. Seating is limited.
