SUB-SAHARAN AFRICA INITIATIVES
The OIA co-sponsors international workshops and training to foster joint research between U.S. and foreign scientists.  The OIA workshops program brings together small groups of U.S. and foreign scientists who are at the forefront of their fields of research, to discuss their newest research that has not yet been published.  In some instances the foreign exchange scientist will be provided subsistence as well.   

As a result, the contractor shall provide at the request of the Project Officer via a work order:

Workshops:

There is expected to be approximately 2 workshops/meetings held in Sub-Saharan Africa for 30 African scientists and 6-8 U.S. scientists per workshop/meeting
Tickets are to be purchased (no business class) and FedExed to travelers

Per diem and ground transportation to be reimbursed to travelers (figured on Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowance for Foreign Areas, DoS)

Printing/mailing of documents/books for meetings

Exchanges:

Ten foreign scientists to U.S. or Europe:

Locate and secure hotel rooms or apartments (deposit if required to be subtracted from visitor’s subsistence/stipend)

Provide monthly checks to cover subsistence/allowance (@ $1,738 per month per scientist) for ten exchange scientists for short-term visits to three months

Four U.S. scientists to Sub-Saharan Africa:

Tickets are to be purchased and FedExed to travelers

Provide per diem/subsistence for two weeks to one month

Training:

Eight foreign scientists to U.S. to attend training

Tickets to be purchased and FedExed to travelers

Provide monthly checks to cover subsistence/allowance for one to two months

Locate and secure hotel rooms or apartments (deposits to be subtracted from visitors’subsistence/stipend)

Prepay training fee

Reimburse ground transportation
