EI Merge Beta
Pre-Installation Document

EI Merge is a Windows application designed to merge multiple Access database tables.  This document describes the pre-installation process to handle a bug in Windows.  The problem (NTLDR is missing) occurs on Windows machines that have NTFS file system with Windows 2000 with less than service pack 4 or with Windows XP with less than service pack 2.
Before Installing EI Merge
There is a bug in Windows OS that is induced by using EI Merge.  It is necessary to understand and fix the problem before using EI Merge.  In the “NTLDR Issues” folder of EI Merge Install CD there is an application called CheckForOS.exe.  Run it by double clicking.  If everything is fine, then the Status will be identical to the following screen:
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If the Status reads
Windows XP Service Pack 2 or greater needs to be installed.

Please install correct service pack from the EI Merge CD and try again.

Or

Windows 2000 Service Pack 4 or greater needs to be installed.

Please install correct service pack from the EI Merge CD and try again.

then locate the proper (win2k or winxp) subfolder under “NTLDR Issues\Service Packs” directory on the CD and apply the proper service pack.

Next, copy the “bcupdate2.exe” utility from “NTLDR Issues” folder on the CD to the root drive (this where your OS is installed, usually the C drive).  Run “bcupdate2.exe” from DOS command window:

C:>bcupdate2 c: f/ 

This will fix the Master File Table in NTFS.

Now the EI Merge setup may be run.
