FUELS: 

Low elevation: Green up is still in progress; however there are some areas where curing in the cheat grass are more advanced especially at lower elevations. Fuel conditions will change as we heat up this week.
High elevation: Green up is occurring below 9,000 feet.  Above that elevation, snow cover remains fairly continuous.
FIRE BEHAVIOR: 
Low elevation:  Single tree fires and low to moderate surface fire spread could occur when lightning moves through an area.  With adequate wind and continuous canopies, occasional short crown runs could be experienced.  Significant fire growth potential will be more likely in a week or so with hot, dry weather forecasted.
High elevation: Minimal fire activity can be anticipated for the next few weeks.  Smoldering and creeping could occur if a fire gets initiated.  Be vigilant with the snag potential across the Forest.
PROGNOSIS:  Hot and dry.  Much warmer and drier starting today through the middle of next week.  Increased chances for high based thunderstorms mainly over the higher elevations starting Monday.
WILDLAND FIRE USE: Fire use can be approved in all polygons other than those identified by the White River Field Office for 2007.
