Currently she serves on the Leadership Committee of the American Library Association’s College Section and is a member of the Iowa Center for the Book Advisory Council, an Affiliate of the Center for the Book in the Library of Congress. Robin is married to Dr. Raymond E. Martin, clarinetist and Professor Emeritus of Music at Central College. Their sons Joe and Phil are professional jazz musicians who reside and perform in New York City and Chicago.
